PROBLEM

SITUATION IS COMPLICATED

Denver and Pueblo Are the Factors
That Seem to. Be Difficult

of Satisfactory Dis-
position.

At last the magnates of the Wester.l
le of Baseball Clubs have gotten

together for the purpose of mapping out
affairs for the coming season. A pre-
liminary conference was held at tho
Ryan hotel yesterday afternoon, at
which the following were present:

At the meeting yesterday the gentle-
men found it impossible to sufficiently
unravel the very complicated situation
which confronts them so as to give out
definite statements last night. There
are a number of important matters to

nsidered and determined at the St.
Paul conferences and to deal with them
satisfactorily will simply require time.
President Hickey stated last night that
affairs were in such a shape as ta de-
mand tlu- most careful consideration in
every detail and that owing to the nu-
*r.« rous plans proposed for the various
problems it was impossible to attempt a
solution for any of them at the lirst
conference, Mr. Hickey stated posi-
tively, however, that before the contin-
ent left tho city a disposition would be
made of all the ponding business and he
b< Moved things would be in a good, prac-
tic il working order.

Probably this afternoon the magnates
v.ill got together and determine upon
some of the matters before them.

OTHERS WANT PLACES.
The ten gentlemen named above are

definitely Interested in the Western
1< ague under the present organization. In
addition to these there are others in thu
city who desire places in the league un-
tli r the proposed expansfon considered by
the managers of the old league. Among

are the following:
W. H. Watkins, the old-time manager,

and C. F. Rauschaupt.of Indianapolis; W.
A. Starke and Carl Barkhausen, of Mil-
waukee. Although Toledo and Louisville
have been considered possible members
of the i-ircuit, neither of these cities have
a representative here. *

Sioux City is represented by Charles
Tx-ckhart, who is the agent of a number
of business men of that city, who re-
<\u25a0• ntly made an effort to transfer Hu-
len's Pueblo franchise to Sioux City.
Mr. Hulen, after making a survey of the
lowa field, dul not show any inclination
to locate there, and the lowa people,
whom Mr. Lockhart represents.are some-
what in the dark as to what to expect.
It is for the purpose of learning what

iior. is to be made of Sioux City
that brings Mr. Lockhart here at this
time.

SIOUX CITY TOO SMALL.
Tha matter of a curcuit is the most im-

pmrtant to be considered. All the mag-
n;a< s admitted yesterday that they were
at a loss lor definite ideas as to the eir-
ci.it and will be unable to arrive at linal
results until all the applications for
places have been received. As far as
Simix City is concerned it has one point
in its favor, that of having given gooil
UMUienees the lust season, but most of
the magnates are agreed thai the town
is too small to justify its being in-
cluded. In this conection Manager
Bcall's removal from that city to Min-
neapolis is argued against: taking in the
lowa city. Denver upon the other hand
i;-- favored because it is one of the most
profitable baseball towns in the West.
Its club last year was one of the best
paying in the league, and there is a very
marked reticence toward abandoning the
Silver City.

The real issue is between abandoning
entirely the "Western clubs and taking In
the Eastern cities. In this event Denver
of course would be left out. Indianapolis
is very popular and there is a strong
sentiment toward admitting the Hoosiers.
II this is done only the purchase of
Pueblo club -will then be lacking. Man-
ager Beall is making some trouble for
Milwaukee, which is American league
territory. It is looked upon as the worst
sort of policy to enter this territory and
under these conditions the chances of
the I.eer City are rather dubious.

The fundamental idea is to have a ten-
club league. That St. Paul, Minneapolis,
Omaha, St. Joseph. Kansas City and Dcs
Moines will be in the league is generally
admitted by the magnates in the city.
Mr. Hulen, of Pueblo, and Mr. Packard,
of Denver, have to* be considered in
some way, either by the transfer to other
cities of the purchase of their franchises.
Packard is interested in other than base-
ball circles in Denver and could not be
iruueed to leave the city and it is reason-
able to say that Denver would not yield
profitable results without another city
near by in the circuit. Some talk lias
been made of admitting Colorado Springs
as a more desirable place than Pueblo,
but the matter has not been thoroughly
considered as yet. At any rate if the

plan of giving up these Western cities
for Eastern towns is carried "out these
former questions will not need to he tjir-
ther entertained.
If the league is limited to ten club*

the six named above will undoubtedly
be the first included and this will then
throw tho field open to Indianapolis,
Louisville, Denver and Colorado Springs
or Pueblo. There is a possibility, which
no doubt is but slight, of tho league ex-
panding to twelve teams. In this event
there might still be a show for Mil-
waukee and also Toledo. This is an un-
popular proposition, however, for some
of the managers are inclined to the idea
that ten clubs is too many. Their first
intention is to get the league on a sub-
stantial financial basis and some would
a great deal rather think of contracting
than expanding.

It is generally conceded that Hickey
of St. Joe will be re-elected president
of the league.

Gov. Van Sant was not within five miles
of South St. Paul last night, but a se-
ries of carefully planned "boxing" con-
tests scheduled to be pulled off at the
cattle center were "blowed" just the
same.

The affair had been carefully advertised
as an athletic exhibition and all the ar-
rangements were complete. A party of
forty enthusiastic St. Paul sports jour-
neyed to the scene of the proposed bat-
tles and found everything in readiness.
The brilliantly lighted hall was, however,
empty. This occasioned surpris*?, as it
was understood that the "dead games"
of South St. Paul were fully cognizant
of the programme. Thirty minutes, an
hour, two hours, passed wichout any ap-
preciable addition to the expectant audN
ence. Then one of the principals in the

supposedly forthcoming "bout mounted
the stage and ostentatiously began fold-
ing up the. large wrestling mat which
had been spread in anticipation of the
preliminary strictly athletic part of the
programme. After the buzz of surprise
had subsided somewhat it was whisper-
ed around that the "wrestlers" had
struck, as there was not enough of the
long green in sight to justify pure ama-
teurs in going on.

Then the slim audience was entertained
with a colloquy between one of the pro-
moters of the athletic entertainment and
the burly local chief of police. The pro-
moters in an unsubdued stage whisper,
informed the chief that a number of the
"yaps" present had come there with the
expectation of witnessing a prize fight.
He wished to set the chief right In this
respect. It would be a purely scientificglove contest that would be put on. The
chief dubiously signified his acquiescence
and retired to the back of the hall to
consult with one of his subordinates.

Another delay followed in the vain hope
that the local "push" would arrive, final-ly one of them did put in an appearance,
and then it was ascertained that in the
afternoon a facetious bartender had cir-
culated the report that the august gov-
ernor himself had visited the town in-
cog, and had secretely posted a large
force of deputy sheriffs who were to ar-
rest all who attended the fight. The
South St. Paul sports are a canny lot,
and they resolved not to place themselves
in the hands of the virtuous Van Sant.
This did not deter them, however, from
congregating in droves in the vicinity of
the saloons, and whenever a thirsty
member of the audience at the hall pre-
sented himself at the bar he was inter-rogated as to the progress of the "scrap."

MONEY IS REFUNDED.
At 10 o'clock the hall was still prac-

tically empty, and the disgusted prin-
cipals determined to refund the money
to ttfose who had paid their way In. This
did not take long, for there w^re less
than five cases in the entire house, the
n6n-paying portion of the audience being
made up of seconds and intimate friends
of the performers. Only one gentleman
refused to take his money back. "You
did your best," said he as he passed out,
'"and I guess you need the coin." Strange-
ly enough he was the one individual In
the audience who was suspected by the.
St. Paul bunch of being a possible secret
representative of gubernatorial authority.

The hall, which, by the way, was the
city hall, immediately over the police
headquarters, was soon empty, and the
"push" made a race for the last train
to St. Paul. Some of them caught it ana
some did not, but all eventually reached
tne city convinced that prize fighting is
strictly a dead game in the vicinity of
the Twin Cities.

CONNOLLY'S TALE OF WOE

England** Latest Featherweight, on
'''•'"in. Doesn't Appear to Be Pos-

sessed of Chnmplonshlp Mate- •

Pedlar Puliner's Fight.

CHICAGO, March 16.—(Special.)—Nor-
nian Solby, better known as Kid McCoy,
that suave young man who sprung Into
being on the banns of the Wabash, may
not have accomplished anything worth
speaking of in a pugilistic sense during
the past year. He has, however, suc-
ceeded Iri earning for himself a reputa-
tion as a fistic curio, and when his fight-

ing; days are o'er should be carefully pre-
served and put away under a glass case
so that future generations might gaze
on him and wonder.

Under the sobriquet of Kid McCoy he
has probably obtained more free adver-
tising in the columns of the press than
any other boxer who has answered the
sound of the gong. Startling stories of
vast sums won and lost on the race track
by the heroic Hoosier, and tales of his
martial wo».-n, wild yarns of fierce en-
counters on the streets with belligerent
toughs, wherein the McCoy Mollies
played a prominent part an wreaked dire
vengeance on his unlucky assailants—lo.
all these things have conspired to keen
the Indiana pugilist's name fresh, much
too fresh, in the minds of the sporting
brotherhood.

But of late the enterprising Kid has
added a new sketch to his reportoire.
Whenever he perceives a lack of interest
betrayed by the public in his movements,
the gay and festive Norman hurriedly
packs his valise, dons his best sailor
suit, skips daintily across the gang plank,
of an ocean liner and hies him to a
foreign shore.

"Whereupon the yellow journals indulge
in much dire speculation as to the cause
of his departure, always winding up with
a reference to McCoy's latest statement
to the effect that he expects to be cham-
pion of the world ere long, the inference
being that these trips across the briny
have a direct and significant bearing
on the heavyweight championship ques-
tion. Just where the connection comes
in it is hard to see, but then everyone
knows that McCoy 'moves in a myster-
ious way" with this vague explanation
the awe-stricken admirers of the Kid are
obliged to rest content.

McCoy left for England last Tuesday
week, avowing that his season for seek-
ing the white cliffs of Albion was solely
for the purpose of purchasing a .Norman
stallion and hackney for breeding pur-
poses, but as was to be expected, there
were not wanting dark hints of a chal-
lenge to all England to t>e issued by the
sagacious Hoosier upon his arrival in
Edward VII. dominions.

The defeat of Sammy Kelly, the New
York featherweight, by Will Curley, of
England, at Newcastle, last Monday
night, furnished another case of a ust-d-

-up veteran foolishly undertaking to try
conclusions with one of the younger gen-
eration. Why Kelly should have been
selected to meet the Englishman when
there are featherweights in plenty on this
side of the pond, any of which could
whip Sammy without turning a hair, is
one of the mysteries of matchmaking
which only those on the inside of the
deal can explain. The most logical de-
duction to be drawn is that the match
was arranged by some party who want-
ed to be certain of securing an easy vic-
tim for Curley.

The British boxers have been beaten
with such monotonous regularity of late
years by American exponents of the art
that it must have been a deaidedly re-
freshing novelty to the English sports to
see a representative of the Stars and
Stripes go dow,n to defeat before one of
their country. The victory is of course
nothing to boast of. Kelly has been "all
in" for many a long day, and, moreover,
has gone the pace that kills at a merry
clip during the past two years.

Strange it is how these old, worn-out
war horses prick up their ears at the
sound of the summons to arms and cling
to the delusion that there is still enough
speed and vitality in their enfeebled
frames to travel the route with the
younger ones. There are doubtless some
fifty or more feathers in this country
that could trim Curley with comparative
ease.

He carries the scalps of three foreign
pugilists at his belt—Patsey Maley, Aus-
tralian Billy Murphy and the hapless
Kelly. All of these lads were broken
down and pugilistically dead when they
stacked up against Curley. The only good
American boxer he met was George Dix-
on, and the little coon, although then
long past his prime, gave him a most
unmerciful drubbing in twenty-five
rounds.

As a prospective champion Curley may
therefore be set down as "found want-
ing."

Tomorrow night, before the National
Sporting Club of London, Harry Harris,
of Chicago, will try conclusions with
Pedlar Palmer, England's crack bantam-
weight. This contest, from a scientific
standpoint, should prove to be one of the
most interesting that has taken place be-
tween little fellows for a decade.

Harris is one of the speediest bantama
that Chicago has ever produced. His
style is modeled very much on that of
McCoy's, with whom he Is a strong fa-
vorite. Harris has sparred a great deal
with the Kid, and succeeded in mastering
many of the fistic tricks for which the
clever Indianian is famous. He has three
advantages over the Pedlar—height, reach
and youth. His work with the left hand
is perfect, and Palmer will most likely
find that he has troubles of his own when
he endeavors to dodge the Chlcagoan's
straight, cutting jabs. In most of his bat-
tles Palmer has usually elected to fight

at long range and content himself with
wearing down and out-pointing his man.
It looks as though he will have to em-
ploy different tactics if he hopes to win
from Harris. Long-range fighting suits
the latter to perfection, and in an ex-
change of jabs and straight counters the
Englishman would be badly handicapped
on account of Harry's superior reach.

The Pedlar was born In 187(5 and com-
menced fighting1 as a professional in
1193. Harris first saw the light in 18S0,
and made his debut inside the ropes In
lSf-6. Yet although the Ohicagoan did
not begin fighting until three years after
Palmer first entered the ring, the Ameri-
can lads record contains forty-one

straight battles, while In that of the
Britisher only thirteen are listed. Ta point

of actual ring experience, therefore, Har-
ris may be said to have the call, al-
though Palmer is five years his senior.

During his career in fistic circles Har-
ris has lost but two verdicts, one to
Steve Flanagan and another to Clarence

%
Forbes. Both of these bouts were slx-

*iound affairs and close decisions, espe-
cially in the case of Forbes. He after-
wards fought Flanagan to a draw.

Palmer has also twice heard the referee
decide against him. having been knocks
cut by the redoubtable Terry McGovern
and losing to Harry "Ware, of London, In
twenty rounds.

The little Englishman is as crafty as a
fox, a brilliant ring general, and as hard
si: opponent as could possibly have been
selected from among the ranks of the
British fighting brigade to oppose the
clever and agile Chicagoan.

Pugilistic form, judged by the showing

of one boxer against another, is a
mighty uncertain thing to go by. If
matches were made on the strength of
f'ght "dope," little Sig Hart, the Chica-
go'bantam, is entitled to a tryout against
Jeffries for the heavyweight champion
ship of the world. At least so Sig says
and his line of reasoning is as follows:

Sig Hart defeated Australian Billy
Murphy.

Billy Murphy drew with Tommy
"White.

Tommy "White drew with Terry Mc-
Govern.

Terry McGovern defeated Frank Erne.
