GLEO CASE TURNED DOWN
C. X.. BRISDAGE Ml ST APPEAL TO

WASHINGTON, March IS. — Justice
Harlan today handed down the opinion

of the supreme court of the United Stales
in the case of the state "of Minnesota
vs. C. N. Brundage. The case involved
the validity of the Minnesota % oleomar-
garine law but the opinion.- delivered t*-
day did not go into that. Brundage.-had

been tried and found guilty by a Minne-
apolis municipal court. Without appealing
to the higher courts of the state, Brurid-
age' carried his case to the federal courts
on a petition lor a writ of-habeas corpus
attacking the constitutionality. _of tho
law. The circuit court for Minnesota
sustained his contention, but"that opinion
was reversed in today's decision. Justice
Harlan held that the proceeding had been
Irregular because Brundage had not .ex-
hausted his remedies in the- state courts.
