AMERICAN LEAGUE

Can’t Stand for National League's
New Playing Rules.

PHILADELPHIA, March 21.—With the
adoption of the schedule for the season
of 1901 the meecting of the American
league of baseball clubs came to an end
late this afterncon There were “but
five changes made in the dates as ar-
ranged by President Johnscon, and they
were immaterial.

The entire session was devoted to the
consideration of the schedule, and it was
unanimously adopted.

Documentary and 'pro rietary stamps
can be redeemed only when presented in
quantities of $2 or more, face value, and
no claim for the redemption of or al-
lowance for such stamps can be allowed
unless presented within two years after
purchase of sald stamps from this ggv-
ernment. All claims for the redemptidn
of stamps imprinted on checks, drafts
and ocher insiruments, must be antered
of record and forwarded by the collector
of the district In which the order for
the imprinting of the stamps was pur-
chased. If the claimant resides in a dis-
trict other than that in which said order
was purchased, his €laim should be pre-
pared and deposited with the collector
of the district in which he Tésides.

Directions are thén given with refercnce
to the forwarding-of stamps for redemp-
ticn and other details.

PRESIDENT'S WESTERN TRIP.

The president’s proposal Western trip
is attracting much attention in the states
through which he is to pass and invita-
tions from various citiés and towns which
hope to entertain him along the route are
daily arriving at the White house. Today
Representative Meyer, of Louisiana, pres-
ented to the president the formal invita-
tion of the governor of his state and the
mayor and citizens of New Orleans, to
stop at New Orleans. ‘The president re-
ceived the invitation very cordially. New
Orleans probably will be the first stop
after the party leaves "Washington and
the president agreed to remain there a
day. Gen. Meyer sa¥ys’ the programme
for the entertainment of“the presidential
party is yet to be arrdnged, but that
is probably will include”a ride on the
river, a drive throughithe city and a ban-
quet in the evening. As it is the present
intention to leave here April 30, May 2
probably will' be spesit in New Orleans.
Representative Burleson; ‘of Texas, caw
the president and invited him to visit
Austin on his way thrbugh Texas. The
president promised to do’so if the itiner-
ary could be arranged so as to include the
Texas capital. Secretary . Cortelyou has
been working on the itinevary, but practi-
cally nothing of a definité character has
been decided upon. After leaving New
Orleans, the party will stop at Galveston
and Houston and the*présent expectation
is that President Diaz, of ‘Mexico, will be
at El Paso. The trip through California
will include a visit to the “Big 'I'rees.”
At San Francisco the party will stop a
week, in connection with the :ven:zs wt-
tending the launching of the battleship
Ohio. On the return trip, over a North-
ern route, the party will vigit Yellow-
stone park and thence probably take
a run down to Denver. A sail, by steam-
er, down the great lakes from Duluth
to Buffalo also probably will be melud-
ed in the trip.

After the president returns from his
Western trip he is going to New Eng-
land. He already has accepted an in-
vitation to be present a the HMarvard
commencement exercises, at Cambriige,
Mass., June 26. He also is expeected to
visit Worcester, Concord, Bostom and
perhaps other places.

Though ' the papers one day disclaime.l
the intention of imputing corruption and
dishonesty to Joseph Chamberiain, on
the following day they printed something
which was more libelous than ever. He
(Arthur Chamberlain) had not communi-
cated with the newspapers before bring-
ing the action. He had consulted with
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain and the Jatter
took legal advice and- told him that noth-
ing had occurred on which action was
maintainable. To say, as the defendants
averred, that the Kinnochs were favored
by the government was uacrne and livel-
ous. Mr. Arthur Chamberlain considered
that it would be dishonorable for him
to retrieve favoritism from the govern-
ment.

Counsel for the defendants produeced
letters purporting to have passed vetwceen
the Kinnochs and the Nobels, by which
the former agreed to keep up the prices
of Lhe powder for which the latter had
made a tender to the British sovernmeant.
Arthur Chamberlain repudiated all knowl-
edge of the letters. Subsequently he ad-
mitted that there had been an agre>ment
in 1894 between the Kinnochs, Nobels and
Chilworths, in regard to a fixed price for
cordite.

Counsel read the evidence given by the
Nobels’ manager before the committee on
war office contracts to the effect that
Arthur Chamberlain told him he had per-
sonal influence to secure contracts.

In regard to the cordite coantract se-
cured for Arklow in 1898, Arthur Cham-
berlain said he did not see any Irish
members of parliament, but got local
pressure put on them by telling the work-
ing people that the shops would be closed
unless the contract was secured.

Here the lord chief justice Interjected:
“You pulled the strings.”

Counsel read a couple of lettsers from
Arthur Chamberlain to the managar of
the Arklow works, urging that local pres-
sure be brought to bear on the Irish
members of parliament and telling tne
manager that William Field, member for
St. Patrick’s division of Dublin, was about
to visit the works. The manager was
invited not to say anything untrue, but
to select those truths which were most
illustrative of the advantages Mr. Cham-
berlain brought to Arklow.

On further cross-examination, Arthur
Chamberlain admitted that the Kinnochs
secured government orders for cordite
when their tenders were. higher than
others.

The case was again adjourned.

CIVIL RULE IN PHILIPPINES.

“Expected It Will Be Established by
1st of July.,

WASHINGTON, March 21.—The trans-
fer from the military to the clvil govern-
ment in the Philippines is expected to oc-
cur about June 30, according to calcula-
tions made at the war department upon
information recelved from the Taft com-
mission and Gen. MacArthur. It is
known fhat even where ecivil governments
are being established by the Philippine
commission, the military will be neces-
sary for some time to support the civil
authorities. It is the intention to with-
draw the military as far as possible, how-
ever, from any participation in the gov-
ernments established, and the soldlers
will be more of a police than a military
force. Wherever possible native police
will be organized.

BACOLOR, Island of Negros, March 21,
—The Philippine commission has not def-
initely decided when ®, establish pro-
vincial governments in the Island of
Negros. The civil government established
by Gen. Otis is still in operation and fair-
ly successful. The Negros government
employe half a dozen officers and ad-~
visory council of eight, all elective. The
military commander has an abs_fute veto,.

Senor Severine, the present civil gov-
ernor, is.not popular, and it is alleged
that he is un-American. Nevertheless the
situation i{s not ecriticised. The commis-
sion prefers to gather the sentiment of
the people of the island, and then to show
reasons for organizing Negr®: on lines
similar to the organization of other
islands.

MANILA, March 2l.—Insurgents have
attacked and burned the ungarrisoned
village of Ugjus in the province of South
Ilcos. A detachment of the Twentieth in-
fantry overtook and chastised the mar-
auders.

Col. Schuyler, of the Forty-sixth Vol-
unteer infantry, has captured eight In-
surgent officers and 21§ men at the vil-
lage at Ternate in Cavite province.

Gens. MacArthur, Wheaton and Bates
reviewed the Twenty-ninth and Thirty-
second regiments today.

STEEL GOING UP.

Price of Black Sheets Is Advanced
$3 Per Ton.

PITTSBURG, March 21.—The American
Sheet Steel company has ordered another
advance in prices of black sheets, to
take effect at once. It calls for an in-
crease of $3 a ton, which, in addition to
the $ advance made two Wweeks ago,
makes the total advance $7 a ton. An
unusual demand is résponsible for the
change in the prices, and several addi-
tional plants are to be put in operation
as soon as they can be got in shage.
The advance will increase the bi-monthly
scale of the workmen 6 per cent.

Bessemer pig iron has been advanced
again, a sale of 5000 tons having been
made at $16.50 at the Valley furnaces.
This is equivalent to $17.25 a ton deliv-
ered in Pittsburg.

The latest price is $4 a ton higher than
was paid by the Carnegie company for
the 150,000-ton contract placed two months
ago. A comparison of prices now and
March, 1899, gives interesting results.
Sheets are §16 a ton higher, bil-
lets $2 higher, plates §10 lower, and bars
$2 higher.

CARNEGIE IN LONDON.

Says the American Protective Tariff
Is & Back Number.

SOUTHAMPTON, March 21.—Andrew
Carnegie, who arrived from New York
on the American liner St. Louis at a
late hour last night, was irterviewed
here today. Mr. Carnegie expressed sur-
prise that his donation for the benefit of
the New York libraries had caused any-
thing of a sensation. Two of the many
cablegrams received upon his arrival at
Southampton referred directly to recent
gifts. One of these cablegrams was from
Mayor Van Wyck, of New York, the
other from the workingmen of Pitts-
burg, conveying thanks for the recent
large donations. The cablegram from
the workingmen of Pittsburg evidently
gave Mr, Carnegle the greatest satisfac-
tion,

Mr, Carnegle said he had no immediate
plans for donations to English institu-
tions,

Mr., Carnegle avoided the Southampton
ckheck hunters by remalning on .the ship
aintil the last moment before the train
started, when he jumped into a reserved
compartment and started for London be-
fcre he was recognized by the crowd.

LONDON, March 21.—To an English in-
terviewer, after his arrival in London,
Mr. Carnegie talked freely concerning
the United States steei corporation
which, he thought, would mnot affect
Great Britain much one way or the
other. s

“I think there is no fear,” sald Mr.
Carnegie, ‘“that the corporation’s sur-
plus will be sold abroad at less than cost,
or that the corporation hopes to slath-
ter the steel trade of Great Britain.

Asked whether the existence of g;uslt‘s

nk-
ruptey, or whether they might not prove
a pste‘ﬁ in an evolution towards social-
ism, Mr. Carnegie said:

“The man behind the trusts is just as
important as ever. Consolidations
the tendency of our age and will pr?ve
bereficial. The chances of Andrew Car-
negie, if he landed a penniless boy In
New York tonight would be as bright
as they were in 1848, and he would have
even a wider field.”

When asked whether the people of
America were not likely to pass strin-
gent anti-trust legislation, Mr. Carne-
gie said no. He thought the tariff was
a back number for many things, 'havmg
dcne its work, ‘“But,” he added, ‘“‘where
it is still needed you may rely it will be
freely used.”

Senator Tillman Commends

of the dispensary law of South Carolina
and upheld it as the best system yet in-
vented for the control of the liquor traf-
fic. It has reduced drunkenness 50 per
cent, abolished the open bar room, with
its resulting misery and wrong-doing,
and compared with prohibition, it treats
with men rationally.
