St. Paul was ;i huge distributing center
yesterday for about 2,000 sturdy men,
young, middle-aged ;md old, who are
heading westward in Bearcb of homes
where competition is loss keen and where
conditions admit of a fresh start in life.

The Qrst rush came In the morning,
and the coast lines were kept busy pro- j

vlding extra cars for those who had
arrived over night and on the*early
morning trains. The movement to the
far West was larger than it has been at
any time this \«ar. and all the roads re-
port that agents 1 estimates of the traffic
were gieatJy exceeded.

in the afternoon, the advance guard of
the so-called Dunkard excursion to the
i>. \i!'s Lake region arrived, and the
first train over the Wisconsin Central
reached St. Paul shortly after 2 o'clock.
This train was composed of twelve cars,
and it remained in the city for nearly

three hours. A walk through it revealed
the fact that the movement to the North
Dakota .settling districts is by no means
confined i>> tin- Dunkards. In -fact the
majority of the passengers belonged to
othei sects, and it was easy to see that
they w. re migrating for good. The.ears
seemed to be tenanted principally by clrl-
diiM. win. were enjoying the occasion
immensely Their mothers were kept "n

tenter hooks, as the frisky youngsters

seemed to be Investigating every part of
i mwiiiu economy of the train at the
Bjinie time.

In one «>f the last ears of the train the
Dunkards proper congregated, and they
were a sedate, dignified party. Even the
childn ;i seemed to be prematurely aged,

and the life and boisterousness observa-
ble in the other ears were entirely ab-
srju Tin costumes worn bore little re-
semblance to the sartorial creations af-
fected by the man of fashion, and it

chism must stipulate that every man is
to be his <>wn tailor. Shape to the gar-
ments there was none, and even buttons
ait regard. (1 as indispensable in only a
very few places. [looks and eyes supply
most of the supporting tackle, and the
clothes are built with a view to saving
as much work as possible. The Dunkard.s
are an earnest people, and the journey
was evidently regarded by them very
much in the light of a pilgrimage to a
promised land. Inquiries as to their des-
tinations invariably brought a smile to
their faces, and in broken English they j
proudly announced the name of the sta-
tion at which they will get off. Seem-
ingly North Dakota is to them a land lit-
erally Qowing with milk and honey.

Perhaps the oddest character on the
train was a stock young Dunkard, clad
in the garb of his sect, who was travel-
ing in a car tenanted for the most part
by young men who were going to North
Dakota "on spec." He was jolly, ard
sought to impress ail with whoriT he came
into contact with the idea that he was a
Wid< ly traveled man. To a reporter for
the Globe he explained that he had ex-
plored the trackless wastes of Florida,
and had once penetrated the labyrinthine
mystries of the streets of Boston. Into
this young man's mind the shadow of
skepticism had come, and he confessed
that he no longer had faith In the time-
honored tenets which have made the sect
famous.

Later in the afternoon another train,
loaded with passengers for the North
Dakota country arrived, and both werehauled out by the Great Northern. Thesepeople are, for the most part, weil to do,
and their effects came loaded into L"JOcars, all of which will leave this eity th's I
morning. The Great Northern has made \tecialty of encouraging the movement i
to the Devil's Lake region, and its ef- !
forts have been crowned with complete
success. Thousands of Dunkards have!
been taken into the country, and now
that the excellent quality of the land isbecoming noised about, farmers are ilock-ing into it from all parts of Lne Union.

J. J. HIM, SAID TO BE MAKING A

DETERMINED EFFORT TO
SECIRE CONTROL

SUCCESS OF DEAL IN DOUBT

Alread> Swing* n Heavy Amount of
Stock, bnt I'rcsi-nt Htrrling;toii

Directorate Is Strong;)V Op- ~"

NEW YORK, March 27.—The Evening
Post says:

"Hurlington and Northern Pacific
shares were strong and active today on
the revival of the. reports thfct there
would be a lease of the Burlington by
the N'onhern Pacific and Great Northern
railways. No official confirmation of
these reports could be obtained today,
and important stockholding interests in
the Burlington denied having information
that any offer had been made for the
Burlington railway. It may also be said
that neither the Great Northern nor the
Northern Pacific directors have consid-
ered such a lease or terms for taking
over the Burlington.

"A strong effort is under way, how-
ever, to secure control of the Burlington
and turn it over to the Northern Pacillc
and Great Northern. These propositions
originated with J. J. Hill and the nego-
tiations are entirely in his hands. Wheth-
er he will be successful in inducing the
present management of the Buritngl-jij
to accept his proposals remains to be
seen. It is believed that Mr. Hill is pre-
pared to bid a high cash price for the
Burlington, to lease it at a specified
guaranteed rental, or to exchange the
Btock for new bonds—as the Lake Shore
and Michigan Central roads were acquired
by the New York Central. In such ne-
gotiations the Hill interests have the ad-
vantage of owning heavy amounts of
stock of Burlington, bought at much
lower prices, both directly and through
allied banking interests in New York,
which would be voted in favor of any
proposal looking to securing the Bur-
lington for the Northern Pacific road.

"At present it may be stated on good
authority the effort to secure control of
the Burlington is evidently in the hauls
of Mr. Hill. Mr. J. P. Mjrg.m has taken
no active part in the negotiations, as he
did in those to secure the S;. PauJ. If
Mr. Hill succeeds in securing the Bur-
lington and the opportunity is offered to
the Northern Pacific roaJl to share with
the Great Northern in any guarantee or
join in the purchase price it will un-
doubtedly be accepted. At the present
time the preposal remains in an indefinite
shape, pending the outcome of Mr. Hill's
efforts to reach an agreement with" the
Burlington directors. President Perkins
is understood to be on the way east, and
that a definite offer will be made to the
Burlington board this wee*.

"Should the directors refuse the offer,
and heretofore they have been opposed
to passing control, the success of an et-
fort to lease the Burlington road to any
Western ' road would be jeopardized.
While Eastern bankers have become
heavy holders in the stock, the stock is
widely distributed throughout New Eng-
land, and it would be difficult to induce
these Investors to part with their hold-
ings. The average holdings of Burling-
ton's stock is said to have been seventy
shares lately, largely in New England.
It may be said that President Tlill has a
strong following in New England, and is
in a better position than almost any in-
terest to secure control of Burlington."

OMAHA IS ACTIVE.

To Build Spur Track In West St.
Ponl—More l.:nul in Minneapolis*.

The Omaha road has petitioned the dis-
trict court to appoint three commission-
ers to appraise certain property on the
west side of the river, which it wants
condemned for the purpose of building a
branch line near the Wabasha bridge^ to
connect with its line where it crosses the
river above the city. The spur line will
cost, it is estimated, in the neighborhood
of $250,000, and will be about two miles
In length. The road is to be built for
the purpose of furnishing railroad facili-
ties to manufacturing companies in West
St. Paul.

In order that it may be able to build
additions to its present freight shed andlay some new tracks, the same road has
purchased from 11. 11. Smith, North Min-
neapolis, a large block of property lying
between Seventeenth avenue north and
Twentieth avenue north, and between
First street and the river. The price paid
is said to be in the neighborhood of $114,-
--000. The deal is the largest in real es-
tate which has taken place in Minneapo-
lis for some years.

COWAX TO HOLD ON.

President of Ji. «V o. Ha* Good Thing. Where He Is.
NEW YORK, March 27.-The report

that James McCrea, tirst vice president
of the Pennsylvania lines west of Pitts-
burg, is to succeed John K. Cowan as
president of the Baltimore & Ohio rail-
way, is denied by some of the largest
stockholders of the last-named company.
The statement is made that Mr. Cowan
has a five-year contract it. a stipulated
salary of $30,000, with one more year to
serve. The retirement of William Salo-mon from the chairmanship of the Balti-
more &Ohio directorate is regarded as
very probable. An influential member of
the Pennsylvania interests said:

"While it was true the Pennsylvania
held the control of the Baltimore & Ohio,
it was not likely that any important
changes would be made in the board of
directors for some time."
