As originally introduced in the house
bj Mr. Torson, aciing for the origina-
tors »>f the measure, the bill provided
that a central board of control, consist-
ing: of three persons. should be appoint-
ed by the governor to have control of all
correctional and charitable institutions
of the state. The bill came back into
the houso amended by the senate, its
latitude enormously extended and its
powers multiplied so as to place under
this beard the fiscal management of
every educational institution, including

;te university, and excepting from
it; absolute control of all other state in-
sulations only the soldiers" home. In
this form it has passed both houses and
will become a law after Aug. 31.

Mr. Laybourn. the arch enemy of the
Jacobson bill, said last night that this
amendment is not advanced by the orig-
inal enemies of the bill, and that, if in-
troduced, would be upon individual re-
sponsibility. He said he did not see,
however, how Mr. Jacobson could help
but support such an amendment.

BITLEU ENLIGHTENS RICH.

Author of Street Hailirny Bill Scores

Representative Butler gave the house
a few plain ideas yesterday on the prac-
tice of holding bills up in the committee
to prevent action. Mr. Butler is- the
author of ihe bill providing that the
street railway companies shall be made
subject in the same manner that rail-
roads are to the state railroad and

warehouse commission. The bill has
been thoroughly considered by the rail-
road committee of the house, and yes-
terday Mr. Dobbin moved to have it
again referred to that committee, de-
spite the statement from several of the
commtttee that they did not think fur-
ther consideration by them was. either
fair or necessary. Mr. Butler wanted
the bill placed on general orders, and

after some hard fighting gained his
point.

Mr. Dobbin gave as his reason for re-
ffrring the bill back to the committee
that M. D. Munn, attorney for the street
railway company, might have a chance
to be heard. Mr. Butler was confirmed
by members of the committee, when he
said that a hearing had been set for
the lawyer once and he failed to appear.
Mr. Ferris, chairman or the committee,
offered some excuse for Mr. Munn, but
Mr. Butler suggested that S3 the com-
pany had other attorneys beside Mr.
Munn it might have been represented,
anyway.

\\\ W. Rich, the member from New
Brighton, naturally tavored delaying tne

bill by referring it again to the com-
mittee. Mr. Butler said:

"Do you think that it Is necessary for
corporation attorneys to come up here
and advise us on all legislation we
have?" Rich attempted to get back by-
retorting:

"It Is just as fair as for contractors

who have fat t-tate jobs to come up here
and get their bills passed."

"The difference is," said Mr. Butler,
the state capitol contractor, "the people
sent me here, and they did not send Mr.
Munn."

PATERSON BILL SLAUGHTERED

Constitutional Convention Measure
Defeated by U4 to 30—Demlng '

Parole Dill Is Passed
by 23 Votes.

The senate showed a decidedly hostile
front to the primary election bill, which
was a special order for yesterday fore-
noon. There was the usual hopeless
tangle when the amendments came thick
and fast. Senator Grindeland offered the
first amendment, making the time tor
holding primary elections ir. the country
districts the second Tuesday in June.
Senator Johnson didn't want the neigh-
borly disposition of the question of elect-
ing park boards, school officers and
library boards, made subject to the pro-
visions of the bill. Senator Young want-

ed congressional and judicial elections
unaffected. Senator Baldwin wanted
these specially included. Senator John-
son moved the appointment by the chair
of a committee of three which couid
draw up amcndim-nts including different
sets of officers, the senate to taKe its
choice on a vote. On a roil call vote, the
senate decided to recommend to this
committee for the including congres-
sional and state- oiucers.

The senate took a recess, without de-
ciding i whether or. nut a eomuiittec
should be apopinted, and immediately
after recess Senator Young moved that
the special order be continued until to-
day at 11 o'clock, at which time it is
expected that the senate will g«t its
bearings, upon-the measure. Friends of
the bill are actively at work, but its
present status is dubious.

DEMIXG PAROLE BILL PASSED.

Yonnger Brothers May Soon Regain

One of the happiest men in Minnesota
received the congratulations of his col-
leagues in the senate yesterday after-
noon when the vote on the Deming parole
bill was announced, giving passage to tne
measure by a majority of twenty-two
votes. That man was Senator George P.
Wilson, of Minneapolis, who, for twTo
sessions of the legislature has wraged a
strenuous battle on eehalf of the loung-
er brothers, now at prison in Stillwater.
There was little debate upon the meas-
vre when it came up for passage. Sen-
ators DaugheTty, Grindeland and Mc-
Carthy spoke warmly of their happiness

In aiding its passage. Senator S?hal!er
voted against the measure, and in ex-
plaining his vote said that it had been
the pride of Minnesota that it had been
the state to capture and secure convic-
tion of these men, who were terrorizing
the country. He did not propose to re-
cord his vole for any measure to re-
turn these men. for whom the bill was
drawn, to society.

A noticeable joyousness made tremu-
lous Senator Wilson's voice when, in ex-
planation of his vote he said: "The bill
baa already passed. I would not take
the time of the senate to talk upon its
merits now. except to answer the re-
marks made by the gentleman from Da-
kota. The men who may receive the
first benefit of this bill have lived and
suffered in prison for a quarter of a
century. They have given bona fide
earnest of their"sincere repentan.e.

MADISON, "Wls.. March 28.—The use of
voting machines in Wisconsin is likely to
be legalized by the legislature, the senate
having today ordered to third reading

the Hall bill passed by the assembly pro-
vivling for their use.

There was a small jangle over appor-
tionment in the senate, caused by an
amendment changing the make-up of the
two assembly districts In Brown county
so as to insure two Republicans. The
bill arid the amendment were finall sent
back to the committee.

The senate killed the bill providing a
$20,000 cottage for women students at
the university.

The bicycle side path bill, which was
on the assembly calendar and recom-
mended for killing, was laid over for a
wee*. The assembly reconsidered the
vote bv which it passed the bill relating
to right of way for street railways, a
clause having been discovered which wai
believed to give railways the right of
way through public parks. The bill waa
sent back to the committee.

JOLO, Island of Sulu, March 27.—The
commission was hcantily received, the
headquarters of the sultan and the resi-
dences of many of the people being
decorated with flags, the Stars and
Stripes floating throughout the town,
while thousands of firecrackers were ex-
ploded in all directions. It was a beau-
tiful summer morning and when the
sultan had not put in an appearance
upon the arrival of the last launch a
cutter was sent with the secretory of
the commission to invite the sultan to
visit the ship. They brought back his
majesty, clothed in gold and purple, and
decorated with jewels. He presented a
comic opera aspect as he came on board,
followed by his ministers, and a score of
relatives in motley court array. They
were greeted with a .salute of seventeen
guns. Commissioner Taft explained to
his majesty that there was no disposi-
tion on the part of members of the
commission to interfere with the admin-
istration of the sultan's affairs, or the
habits, customs and religion of the in-
habitants.
