HILL, TO ABOLISH TAX COMMISSION

IS LNTROniJCED IN
HOUSE

LAYBOUBN THINKS IT A JOKE

Other Members Take More Serious
View ami Believe Carlton

County Member Will

Punh Ills Bill.

As foretold by the Globe yesterday
morning, Representative W. H. Noyes,
of Carlton county, is Eha author of a
bill providing for the repeal of the act
by which the state tax commission was
created. The bill was introduced In the
house yesterday, as predicted by this
paper.

Though of a most .sensational char-
acter, the bill caused, aoparently no ex-
citement when presented, although there
was a great deal of surprise manifested.
Some of the stauncnest opponents of the
Jacobson gross earnings bill will be the
bitterest enemies of this bill, for they
argue that its introduction is a retaliatory
move on the part of Mr. Noyes, who was
himself an opponent of the bill raising

the gross earnings tax from 3 to 4 per
cent. Mr. Noyes, as stated in the Globe
yesterday, maintains that the tax com-
mission is not needed, since the Jacobson
bill has passed the house with the as-
surance which he believes it has of get-
ting through the senate.

Representative Laybourn, the author of
the bill by which the tax commission was
created and the leader against the Jacob-
son gross earnings bill, had the follow-
ing to say of the Noyes bill yesterday:
"I do not believe that this bill wil! be

pushed; in fact I am half Inclined to
look upon it as partial joke, and I am
quite certain that its author drafted it at
a time when he was feeling the defeat of
our faction in the passage of the Jacob-
son bill. I have talked with Mr. Noyes,
and I do not think he can really hope
for the success of his, bill."

There are other members who taKe
views diametrically opposed to that ex-
pressed by Mr. Laybourn. It is believed
by a number that the Noyes bill was pro-
posed in all seriousness, and will be push-
ed with a great deal of might. Several
members have given Mr. Noyes the as-
surance of their support for his meas-
ure, and this is a very significant feature
to be considered.

LEGISLATORS GROW IMPATIEXT.

House Demands Investigation of
Charges of Bribery.

Impatient for the instigators of the
bribery charges to prove their accusa-
tions and thus clear the house from an
odium of dishonor, Representative Schur-
man, of Ramsey county, yesterday sent
up a resolution requiring the bribery in-
vestigation committee, of which Mr. Mal-
lory is chairman, to file a report with
the house on Tuesday. The resolution
was unanimously adopted.

From all the information that can be
gained from any member of the commit-
tee, that functionary has held no regu-
lar meeting since its appointment, and
thus the charges of bribery made on the
floor of the house over a week ago are
still unsubstantiated, even to the mem-
bers of the committee. The house mem-
bers, who feel it their duty to resent
these grave charges and to have their
own names cleared of any taint, of dis-
honor, have been very much displeased
at the dilatory manner in which mat-
ters have been carried on. The iault of
the delay is no doubt due to both the ac-
cusers, who have failed to go before the
committee, and to the committee, which
has failed, so far as can be learned, to
take the initiative in ferreting out the
charges.

But the house is promised relief. Chair-
man Mallory has at last given out the
statement that his committee will hold
a meeting tomorrow." It is supposed that
all the information can be gleaned in a
very short time, and hence the meeting
will be brief. Messrs. Jacobson and
Washburn are expected to supply the
committee with all their material. It is
maintained that the information will be
sufficient to establish the fact that there
has been crooked work, but not sufficient
to convict anybody of bribery.

LAYBOURN 1111,1, DEFERRED.

Tax Commission to Wrestle With
Gross Earnings Problem.

Thehouse has referred the Laybourn
bill, providing for the division and dis-
tribution of the gross earnings tax re-
ceipts, to the tax commission, by having
a copy of the bill submitted to the com-
mission. This means that the commis-
sion will, after all. be called upon to in-
vestigate the question of gross earnings
tax.

The Laybourn bill provides that the
receipts from the railroads gross earn-
ings, which is exclusively a state tax,
shall be divided so that the state shall
retain but 10 per cent and that 90 per
cent shall be proportionately distributed
throughout the state in counties, cities
and incorporated villages and townships.
The bill met the obstinate objection of
the friends of the Jacobson gross earn-
ings bill. It was introduced before the
bill passed the house and was considered
a plan to defeat the Jacobson measure

bill would not feel very kindly disposed

;FORTY-SIX BILLS RECOMMENDED

FOR PASSAGE ON GEN-
ERAL ORDERS

QUESTION OF MORALS ARGUED

Umland Divorce Bill Gives Legisla-

tors Opportunity to Discuss
Important Ethical

Problems.

The senate, or rather the bare quorum
present at the chamber yesterday, show-
ed a disposition to get down to work.
The calendar was passed over and forty-
six bills recommended for passage under
general orders. Senator Daugherty pre-
sided as chairman of committee of the
whole during the forenoon session, and
in the afternoon Senator Greer succeeded
him. There was a little fuss over the
Benedict bill to provide for liens upon
horses and other animals for the cost of
shoeing the same. Senator Greer ridi-
culed the measure and held up for the
horror of the senate the idea of placing
a 15-cent lien upon a $500 horse. Other
members came to the defense of the bill
and it was recommended.

The Umland divorce bill was uniquely
argued. Senator Ives said he didn't know
anything about the measure—that his
colleague in the house Introduced it, and
coming from that source it must be good.
Senator Wilson was a little more em-
phatic. He explained that the bill would
prohibit instantaneous marriage after the
securing of a divorce, and would put the
divorcees upon a six months' probation.
The measure was in the interest of mor-
ality, and should be passed. Senator
Stockwell didn't agree with him, and
gave a good many scientific reasons why
an uncongenial marriage Is better re-
lieved by divorce. He couldn't see why
parties to a divorce should wait for six
months before entering a more happy
married state. The passage of the bill
would be detrimental to morality. Sen-
ator Schellbach had some original ideas
about the measure, and moved its indef-
inite postponement.

Senator Schaller denned the word
"morals," and instructed his colleagues

that the bill was along the line of good
morals. "Give them time to mourn over
the grave of their departed happiness,"

he pleaded. The Schellbach motion was
lost and the bill recommended.

The two bills, one repealing the land
grant act of Little Falls and Dakota
Railroad company, and the other provid-
ing for a compromise between the state
and the company, which were drawn by
Attorney General Douglas and introduced
by Senator Young, were also debated.
Senator Daly moved to have them made
a special order for Friday, but the mo-
tiion was lost.
