WRESTMXG MATCHES

COOTOLLY IS STILL WRITING

An Eastern Strong: Man Anxloua to
Fight Jim Corbett — Jack

Bonner's I.Htt\st
Fight.

CHICAGO, March 30.—(Special.)—Now
that matters are a trifle slack in box-
ing circles, foreign and fake wrestlers
have come to the fere with a rush and
are having an interesting time galling
the unsuspecting public and raking in
shekels enough to keep their fat, un-
wWdy carcasses in luxury for the re-
mainder of their use-less lives. fflVer
since the late lamented Yousouff went 1.0
his watery grave in the wreck of the
La Bourgoyne, a host of imitators of
the groat Turk have sprung into ex-
istence. His immediaite successor, Hall
Adali, was about the only one of tlie
host of pretenders entitled to wear the
mantle of- Yousouff. Both of these men
stand in a class by themselves. It is
only fair to say in justice to the genu-
ine Turks that the majority of those ad-
vertised of late as coming from the
sultan's realm never saw that country.

For instance, there is a fellow travel-
ing throughout the states who appears
in one city as a giant Turk, in the next
as an East Indian and so on ad lib, ac-
cording as the fancy of his manager
may indicate. To keep out impositions
of this kind, he carries along a stars
of costumes' of all nations with the aid
of which his bulky body assumes for
the nonce the character which It may be
called upon to play. Naturally all of
the matches in which this so-called won-
der participates are "fixed affairs," the
money being divided between the fakirs,
according to previous agreement.

it must be granted, however, that the
genuine foreign stranglers now appear-
ing on the mat are not much better than
the counterfeits. Paul Pens, champion
of France, who recently lost to Gripman
Kooney, in this city, is a tine
example of his order. In his
match with Rooney, the gigantic
bulky Frenchman betrayed absolute ig-
norance of the first principles of scien-
tific wrestling and floundered around the
ring in stupid and clumsy fashion. He
was positively one of the worst importa-
tions from across the sea tliat ever ap-
peared on a mat in Chicago and the
fiasco dealt a final knock-oat punch to
wrestling matches as far a.s local sports-
men were concerned.

Pona afterwards met Ernest Rocber
In New York, and several hours of weary
hugging and hauling ensued, the police
stopping the contest at midnight, aftrr
it became apparent that neither man
was particularly desirous of gaining a
fall. Since then Pons failed to throw a
man known as George Little in Mon-
treal, being unable to gain a single fall
in an hour, although his opponent
weighed but lfiS to the big fellow's 270
pounds. It afterwards transpired that
the so-called Little was none other thin
Dan McLeod. This Is not the first time
McLeod has wrestled under an assumed
name, a common trick with the members
of his profession.

Martin Julian's newly found Oriental,
\u25a0who travels under the cognomen of
Nouroulah, appears to be another over-
advor'.iserl monster. He threw James
McWerney recently in New York, not a
particularly brilliant achievement, when
the fnet is taken into consideration that
Julian's champion weighed J;2O and Mc-
Weeney onty IS7 pounds. He has also de-
feated a conple of other lesser lights,
but in none of these matches were iT.e
spectators impressed in any degree by
his skill. The following con ment on the
Oriental's victories by a Gotham critic
may throw some light on the situation.

''Nouroulah has beaten a couple of
small men on the mat, but he can thank
everything that goes towards making
him the expansive mass of humanity he
is. In a word., the big Bulgarian seems
to have as much claim to the wrestling
championship of the world as Mike Mor-
rlsscy had to the pugilstic title.

Roy Wirt Allis, a law student at the
University of Minnesota, broke all inter-
eellegial% f strength test records"" at the'
university gymnasium yesterday after^
noon. The previous record, held by C.
J. Herbert, • the -Harvard strong- man;'
who has been heralded a3 the strongest
college man In the world, was smashed
to smithereens.

The trial was under the Sargeant
system, which is used in all intercollegi-
ate competitions of this -kind. The total
record made by Allis vias I^B6 kilograms,
equivalent to 4,300 pounds. The best that
the Harvard athletic hero could do was
1,869 kilograms. Allis is not a powerful
looking man. He is small in stature and
does not tip the beara at more than 145
pounds, and a casual observer would not
notice anything ~of ,the Hercules In con-
nection with the young man's make-up.
His great strength lies largely In hia
shoulders and legs, and the development
of the muscles in these parts of his body
is something to wonder at. By th& tests
yesterday, Allis' strength of back was
525 kilos; strength of legs, 601 kilos;
strength of forearms, 116 kilos; strength
of lungs, 31 kilos. During the perform-
ance he chinned himself on pull-ups
forty-five times as against Herbert's rec-
ord of forty-two, and when it came to
the dipping, the modern young hercules
scored seventy as against fifty for the
Harvard nan. The-.total push-ups and
pull-ups achieved by Allis numbered 115,
the strength of cheat,, vpper arms and
back being equivalent to 882.5 kllo3.
