Your estimate is that thera
vill be a surplus of receipts over ex-
enditu~es for the fiscal year ending
une 0 next of abouwt $80,000,000. Your
tatement published yesterday shows
hat some forty millions of that sum
Uready has been realized. This would
ndicate thar within the next three
wnths forty millions more of cash will
e gathered into the treasury from the
¢neral money market.”

The Secretary—The estimates vou
peak of were made before the last ses-

ion of congress, and have been modified
v events and by congressional actions,

t is not now contemplated that the
ear's surplus will be over $60,000.000. A
alling off in receipts or larger disburse-
rents than have been estimated for
may also further modify the effects to
which vou point.”

GETTING AT THE FUNDS.
The Secretary-—There are” only two
ethods open to get surplus funds out

f the treasury vaults. One is to in.
‘case treasury deposits in National
nk depositories; .the other is to buy

nited States bonds. The latter is more
onsistent with government interests
than the former, since in buying bonds
mterest on the public debt is by so much
stopped. The department however would
not feel justified in buying bonds other
than. those which will mature and be.
come subject to payment within the next
Beven years, At a proper price it would
no doubt, be willing to buy these and
*hus relieve ¢he treasury from a surplus
vhich, as - You assume, might, unier
ome conditivds, be prejudical to general
usiness affairs. At the présent quoted
rates for the short bonds, I do not think
the secretary wonld be justified in buy-
ing bonds. The fives at the price yield
an investment return of only 1.03 per
cent; the short 4s, 1.61 per cent; the 3
per cents of 1908, 1.34 per cent, while the
new 2 per cents at their present price
vield a higher Investmenit return, viz:
1.73 per cent. Now it is a well known and
acknowledged fact that a long time gov-
ernment bond, everything else being
equal, is worth relatively more than a
short time bond. The present disparity
to the contrary is, therefore illogical, it
nct artificial, and at their present price
the secretary will not buy them.
Question—As an alternative, would
¥ou not increase the deposit of public
moneys with the banks?

CURE FOR MONEY CONGESTION,
The Secretary—No: that would ag-
gravate in some particulars the situation
to which I have just referred. To
qualify as depositaries, the banks woula
have to buy and depesit bonds. ‘The ef-
fect would be to set up a competition by
the aid o fthe government against the
government in the purchase of the se-
curities already abnormally high. We
are now advancing toward the period cof
the vear when there is apt to be a money
plethora instead of a money scarcity, so
I do not see that it will do any particular
harm if monrey accumulates in the treas-
ury. The reduction in taxation will. when
it becomes operative, partially or wholly
cure the present tendency toward a con-
gestion in the treasury. To put them
there in a nutshell: If it be a choice
between buying bonds at an artificial
price and letting funds accumulate in the
treasury, the latter will occur, nor will
the department advertise for offerings of |
honds. To do 30, T am satisfied would be
fruitless in results. If, howzver, the de-
partment can from time to time buy the
shert bonds at an investment rate re-
alizable to the investor who buys the
new 2 per cents, it will not hesitate to
do so. should the present market price
for the new 2s remain about on the pres.
ent basis,

The package freight
lines, however, on which every engineer
Is an association man, canot.move, un.
ess the strike is ended. %

The
Petrel was one of the vessels under Ad-
miral Dewey at the battle of Manila bay,
when she was in charge of Lieutenant
Commander E. P, Wooed.

| PLEPGE OF THIS GOVERNMENT

When the Constitutional Conven-
tion’s Work Is Completed Control
Will Presumably Be Given
to the Government,

OMAHA, Neb.,, March 81.—Gen. Fitz-
hugh Lee, for the first time since his
retirement from the army, has given
expression to his views with regard to
the future of Cuba. The occasion was
the banquet given in his honep at the
Omaha club. After referring to his ser-
vice as consul general and in the army
in that island, he said:

‘“More than ever must there be an
exercise of patriotism in its highest
sense by the citizens of the United
States. The ship of state has extended
its sailing chart to parts of the world
undreamed of until recently as being in
its course. The Philippines are ours by
treaty and their future, so far as the
United States is concerned, should be
duly determined by congress after, and
not before, the armed resistance to the
authority of the United States has ceas-
ed. The splendid exploit of Funstcon
throws a brilliant light upon the com-
ing path of peace.

“Porto Rico is ours by conquest, while
Cuba has its status fixed by the Teller
resolution in the act declaring
against Spain. Under that -resolution the
United States disclaims any intention of
exercising sovereignty, jurisdiction or
control over the island of Cuba, except
for the pacification thereof, and when
that is accomplished the government of
the island should be turned over to its
own people. That solemn declaration is
binding on our government and, in ‘my
opinion, will be and should be rigidly
adhered to.

UNITED STATES PLEDGES.

“The expenditure of treasure and blood,
the dead American soldiers and sailors,
the geographical location of the isiand,
the large interests held by the Ameri-
cans, Spanish, English, German, French,
and indeed the Cubans themselves, de-
mand that the island should not only be
pacified but be permanently pacified. The
pledge of the United States doves not
demand that American control or super-
vision Dbe absolutely withdrawn if the
TUnited States, from evidence before the
proper department, believes that tte
Cubans will fight among themselves be-
fore or shortly after the American sol-
diers now in Cuba stack their muskets
on American soil.

‘“The war was waged to make Spain
withdraw its land and naval forces from
Cuba and relinquish its authority on the
island. That having been acomplisheq,
the United States 1s now concerned in
upholding its solemn pledge of pacifica-
tion In the interests of all,

“Cuba will agree in time to the con-
ditions imposed by the Platt members in
the interest of its own dependence, and
in order thaty the United States can
faithfully maintain the pledged pacifica~
tion of the island.

WILL BE GIVEN CONTROL.

“Thirty-one members were elected, or
rather selected, from the whole island to
constitute a constitutional convention,
‘When its work is completed, the or-
ganization of a government should fol-
luw and when that Is accomplished tha
control of the. island will undoubtedly be
turned over to the Cubans. The foreign
and other properiy holders want pro-
tection and peace, The majority ot
Cubans constituting the agriculturists
are apparently ignorant that a conven.
tion is in session and it is most difficult
to make them vote on any question.
Many portions of China did not know a
war was In progress with Japan; so
many Cubans pay no attention to the
war of words of the convention. The
ex-Cuban soldiers are active and more
or less excited, When the time comes
to flll the government offices they will
be heard from often and early, -

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SEVEN ARRESTS HAVE BEEN MADE

Thousands of Sacks of Flour and
Wagon Loads of Other Supplies
“Have Been Stolen.

MANILA, March 8l.—Interest in the

capture and fate of -Aguinaldo is well
nigh overshadowed in Manila by sensa-
tional developments, present and pros-
pective, of frauds in the commissary de-
partment. How widely these cxtend has
not yet been ascertained, but c¢nough is
already known to justify the belief that
they are far-reaching.

Capt. ‘Fred J. Barrows, of the Thir-
tieth voluntesr infantry, quartermaster
of the department of Southern Luzon,
together with seven commissary ser-
geants, several civilian clerks, a promi-
nent government contractor, the assist-
ant manager of the Hotel Orient, the
rroprietors of threeofthelargestbakeries
din Manila, a number of storekeepers and
other persons have been arrested. The
investigation has scarcely begun, but
thousands of sacks of flour, a quantity
of bacon and wagen loads of other goods,
all bearing government marks, have been
found in the posscssion of unauthorized
persons.

It is alleged that the contractor in
question, whe has been doing a business
approximating $100,000 per month, has
Spent-huge sums in entertaining officers.
A prominent commw’ dary oflicer is ac-
cused of leading a .<andalously immoral
life. It is asserted that large quanti-
ties of stores have been lost or stelen
in transit, and also that there is a short-
2ge in the commissary denot.

New scandals are developed daily. II-
Jicit transactions have been traced back
to June, 1990, and it is possible that
there are others of earlier date.

The exorbitant tariff on prrovisiors
makes the surreptitious sale of supplies

immensely profitable., It 1s understood
that other United States officers may be
arrested.

Lieut. Philip K. Sweet, of the Forty-
sixth volunteer infantry, is prosecuting
the investigation under the direction of
Col. Wilder, chief of police.

Chief Clerk Schmahl Decides Thag

the Measure Is a Law and Ac-
cepts the Veto Under .
Protest. ;

Gov, Van Sant vetoed his first bill

Owing to a lack of experience in thig
line of statesmanship, however, the govy-
ernor’s veto involves a flaw which may
invalidate the act and allow the bill to
become a law.

The measure in question was introduc-
ed in the house by Representatives John
C. Sweet, of Minneapolis, and its pur-
pbose was to establish a uniform system
for accountimg In state correctional and
charitable institutions, The governor
gave as his reasons for vetoing the bill

i that he considered it conflicting with cer-

tain provisions of the board of control
bill, and had decided that if ft was sign-
ed and became a law the board of con-
trol could not legally operate until the
Sweet act was revoked. Chief Clerk
Julius Schmahl, of the house, is in doubt
as to the validity of the veto and re-
ceived the bill under protest.

The governor sent the bill back to the
house Saturday forty-five minutes after
adjournment by his private secrftary,
Judge Jamison. It was a surprise to Mr.
Schmahl, but not sufficient to take him
unawares, and he promptly declined to
receive the bill. He gave several good
reasons for his refusal. In the first place
the bill was transmitted to the governor
ten days before for his signature, hav-
ing passed both houses, and Mr. Schmahl
was of the opinion that as the house had
adjourned, and the bill would become a
law within itself without the signature of
the governor today, under the rules of the
legislature, he had no right to receive it,
nor had the governor any right to place
his veto upon it at that late day. It
would not have been at all surprising if
Mr. Schmahl had been taken off his
guard, this being the first bill vetoed, and
coming in with a number of others, but
his promptness in detecting the flaw only
indicated that he keeps a thorough ac-
count of every bill from the time that
it is introduced until finally disposed- of.

JAMISON OFFERS EXPLANATIONS.

In explaining why the governor had not
sent the bill back sooner, Judge Jamison
said he wanted to wait and see what
would be the fate of the board of con-
trol bill. If the latter had been defeated,
it would not have been necessary for
him to veto the Sweet bill, as he had
no other objection to it then that it was,
in his judgment, conflicting with certain
provisions of the board of control bill
But this did not wholly satisfy Mr,
Schmahl. He found other objections.
The engrossed bill_ had been returned
from the governor’s desk instead of the
enrolled bill, as the rules prescribe. Judge
Jamison excused this error on the part
of his chieftan by saying that the en-
rolled bill was locked up in the large
vault, and the man with the combination
Executive Clerk James A. Martin, had
gone home. 2 4

Still Mr. Schmahl refused to receive the
bill. Being himself a most thorough and
cautious official, he was not satisfied to
become a party to a haphazard omc.lal
act of that kind. He sought the advice
of several of the representatives,' and
they took the same position as himself,

‘believing that the governor had delayed

the return of the bill longer than was al-
Jowable, and that it was neither incum-
bent upon nor correct for the clerk of the
house to receive it. Judge Jamison in-
sisted, however, and Mr. Schmahl finally
took the measure under protest, as he
ctated afterward. He lg still of the opin-
fon that the bill has become a law by
virtue of having been in the hands of
the executive the required period, and
tRat the veto will consequently not stand,
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
