OMAHa, N?b., April 4.—Magnates of
the Western base ball league held their
first meeting in Omaha today, since the
expansion of the organization from the
six club circuit originally formed at a
meeting held in this city, to a league of
eight i tubs.

Later Pres-
ident Hickey submitted a schedule and It
was adopted by mail vote, but. the
president determined that it would be
more 'satisfactory if the managers got
together and arranged a schedule thait
would meet with unanimous approval.

"While my schedule was adopted;" said
President Hickey, "I feared there might
be a bit of dissatisfaction later, so I
thought it best to have this meeting.
There are several things that enter into
the schedule matter. Several cities had
other attractions that seriously conflict-
ed with the schedule arranged for their
respective towns, and the result was
that a schedule satisfactory to all could
not be formulated."

The opening day has been st't for May
3. The opening games will be played as
follows:

St. Paul at St. Joseph; Minneapolis at
Kansas City; Omaha at Denver; Dcs
Moines at Colorado Springs.

This schedule gives Omaha. Minneapo-
lis, Kansas City and Denver games at
home July 4; Dcs Moines, St. Paul, Kan-
sas City and Colorado Springs have
games on Decoration day, and Dcs
Moines, St. Paul, Kansas City and Den-
ver will be at home Labor day. Tho
Sundays are so arranged that Minneapo-

PROVIDENCE, R. 1., April 4.—With

her forefoot wedged on a bunch of rocks
ten feet from low water mark, on Pa-
tience island, the passenger and freight
steamer Chester W. Chapin tonight is
temporarily out of commission. She may
come off on the next high tide, but the
indications point to a stay of several
days in her present uncomfortable posi-
tion.

NEW YORK, Apall 4.—The shoot for
the grand American handicap, which was
postponed from yesterday, began this
morning and was continued up to dusk
this evening. With the exception of a
brief interval in the middle of the day,
shooting at live birds was kept up with-
out any interruption, and nearly 5,000
birds were trapped. During the entire
shoot rain fell continuously, and this
made what would otherwise have been
fa3t flyers, very slow birds indeed.
There were 222 endries for the event,
ten of which were post entries. Twenty-
one men failed to toe their marks when
their turns came, and these absentees
forfeited $10 each, which went to swell
the purse. The entire amount of money
which will be distributed among the
fifty-four high guns when the event la
concluded tomorrow, is $5,355. When the
shooting was discontinued this evening
there were forty men with straight
scores of twenty kills each, and iilty-
three with nineteen each. During the
day several were forced out of the con-
test after having had live missed scored
against them. Of the leaders the work
of Ansley H. Fox, of Baltimore, was
by far the most creditable. Twelve
months ago, on the same sets of traps,
Fox succeeded in killing more birds
than any other contestant on the ground,
and this year he has made a moat re-
markable record. Since the shoot began,
Fox has taken part in every event on
the programme and has not missed one
bird in any of them. In actual compe-
tition he has shot sixty-three birds
without missing any. In addition to this
he has shot at sixty bye-birds and the
only miss recorded against him among
these was one which died out of bounds.
This makes a total for the four days of
122 kills out of 123 birds shot at by tho
Baltimore man who "is looked upon as
a likely winner of this year's blue ribbon
of trap shooting. Up to the end of the
fifteenth round today W. R. Crosby, of
O'Fallon, 111., and H. D. Bates, of Rldge-
ton, Ont., the winner of last year's grand
American, had killed the same number
of birds in competition during the tour-
nament as Fox had, but both of these
missed their sixteenth bird and conse-
quently left Fox to enjoy the individual
honor. By a peculiar coincident Phil
Daly Jr., whose number was thirteen
on order of shootlinsj, killed all his birds
in the handicap until he came to the
thirteenth This was an out-going towerer
and Daly missed it with both barrels.
He killed straight after this, winding up
with a total of nineteen kills. Among
the other prominent shooters who missed

was accompanied by Leonce Rabillon, of
tho French consul, and F. Q. Casparl.
president of tho French society of Uiia
city. The mayor expressed his pleasure
in welcoming the commander and his
ship to Baltimore and tendered the free-
dom of the city to the visitors.

One Sti-ike Averted.
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a complete disqualification for holding
office. Every one examined must lirst
take the oath of loyalty. An amendment
to the act, made Jan. 26 last, Uo take
offect April 1, declares all persons in
arms against the United States In the
Philippines and all persons aiding or
abetting them ineligible to hold office.
A minimum age limit of eighteen years
and a maximum of forty years is fixed
for the lower grades. The act provides
for the ultimate classification of all po-
sitions in the service from laborers to
heads of bureaus and offices and the
board ia empowered to determine the
efficiency of present and future govern-
ment employes. The classification of
policemen, firemen and guards at the
penitentiaries and prisons has been post-
poned until there are few disturbing
elements in the Islands. This is in line
with the opinion of the military governor
that the present system of selecting
these employes be not departed from.
Owing to the urgent need of secuilng
teachers without delay and the large
number required, these positions were
excepted from the provisions of the serv-
ice act.
It is believed that conditions In thenear future warrant their inclusion.

FILIPINOS FAVOKED.
The selection of skilled and unskilled

laborers has been left to fTie heads of
the several departments or officers, with
certain conditions as to certifying the
facts on which any removals may L>e
based. While it is believed that the
board will in time find it advisable to ac-
cept applications for employment as la-
borers, and to subject the applicants to
tests of fitness, it is not seen how, under
existing conditions this can be done.

The questions of ascertaining the fit-
ness of employes now in ttfe service will
be considered by the board at the earliest
practical date. At the beginning of the
civil administration, says the report, it
is essential that the service sttould not be
embarrassed by the presence of incompe-
tent employes. The act, while giving
preference to natives, still safeguards
the service by requiring that they shall
pass their examinations sufficiently high
to have their names certified, for appoint-
ment. The commission says that natives
found to have the capacity for positions
now held by Americans should be ad-
vanced as rapidly as possible.

The Filipinos, the report says, have
aptitude and a desire forknowledge. The
report described the civil service act as
a method to prevent unworthy persons
from securing admission to the service
and to promote economy, efficiency and
honesty in the transaction of public bus-
iness, which is desired in the future gov-
ernment of these islands, so that the
people may have the fullest measure of
good government at the least expense to
themselves.

The board invites suggestions at any
time from persons in the public service,
as well as Irom unofficial sources.
