'COMPOSITION IS FULL OF
• PROMISE >

LOCAL COMPOSER'S GOOD WORK

PhruMini? La Grave and Fine, and

Character of .Mmiie Is in .
. Keeping With,

Theme. "

Despite the disagreeable weather, a
large number of people attended the pas-
sion service at the First Baptist church
last evening. The principal part of the
service was the presentation, for the tirst
time in public, of parts 1. and 11. of Ar-
thus C. Koerner'a "Passion Trilogy,"
comprising the Crucifixion and the burial
of Christ. A short service preluded the
passion. A quartette, consisting of Mrs.
Katherine Gray, soprano; Mrs. Frank
O'Meara, contralto; E. McCaffrey, tenor,
and Frank Ayres, basso, sanjf "Abide
With Me." Dr. A. B. Meldrum, of the
Central Presbyterian church, read the
narrative from the gospel of St. Mark
and offered the prayer. Following the
offerings, during which the theme from
Chopin's funeral march was played, "The
Crucifixion of Christ," the first part of
the trilogy was given, Mr. Koerner pre-
siding at the organ. Miss Helen Grace
Danz, who was to have sung the voice
parts, was not able to attend, so for a
substitute Arthur Bergh played the voice
parts on the violin, and Mr. Fairchlld
read the text.
It is unfortunate that Mr. Koerner con-

sidered it necessary to surround his pres.
entation with so much of the spectacular,
for undoubtedly this detracted from the
dignity of his work. One could forgive
the cross, electric lighted though it was,
but the darkening of the church and tile
ostentatious trappings of woe were too
theatrical. Too little was left to the im-
agination of the hearers, and instead of
being aided by these outward symbols
their attention was distracted. A church
with vaulted roof and an organ are all
that it necessary to interpret the loftiest
compositions that have ever been written
by man. Then, too, the voice of the read-
er was not at all united to the text, and
it was entirely uneffective against the
volume of the organ.

Mr. Koerner's work was worthy of
greater simplicity. The two parts,
though uneven, have an impressive dig-
nity, and occasionally a grandeur that
promise a future for, the composer. The
enthusiasm of*a young musician Is ob-
servable throughout. This enthusiasm
has led him to make 9nme mistakes; oc-
casionally h£ is theatrical, as in the nail-
ing to the cross, for instance, but on
the whole his music is good music. Nec-
essarily the crucifixion is the more dra-
matic of the two parts. It embraces the
scenes from the installation of the Lord's
supper up to the time whni the centurion
announces "Truly this man was the Son
of God." Mr. Koerner has written his
best music about the scene in the Garden
of Gethsemane. The phrasing is grave
and fine and dramatic without being
theatrical. There«ls little to relieve the
somberness of the burial, and for this
reason it is slightly monotonous. A suc-
cession of minor motifs. somewhat
shadowy in their outlines, tell the story.
The composer's lack of experience 13
shown in his manner of working up to
a dramatic climax. The approach is Im-
pressive, but the climax itself is in-
variably disappointing. In spite of it3
defects, however, Mr. Koerner's composi-
tion deserves to be taken seriously, for it
is an ambitious effort.

BIG SALES ANTICIPATED
AJTXUAL SALE OP STATE LANDS

be paid at the time of sale; the balancecan run for forty years on interest at 5per cent per annum, payable annually in
advance on June 1 each year. The prin-
cipal can be paid all at once or in par-
tial payments at the pleasure of the pur-
chaser.
