THE EARL SAYS THE COURT IS EX-
TREMELY ANXIOUS TO RE-
TURN TO PEKIN

TROUBLE IN LEGATION GUARDS

Believed That It Will Be Neces-
sary to Have Them Fif-
teen Miles From
the City.

PEKIN, April 7.—Mr. Rockhill, United
Statez special commissioner to Pekin,
had a long interview yesterday with

Li Hung Chang, who satisfied him that
there is not likely to be any further im-
portant hitch in the negotiations tor a
settlement between China and the
powers. China has agreed to the list ot
punishments submitted by the ministers
of the powers, asking only one concess
sion, nan:ely, deprivation of office instead
of banishment in the case of a man who
is seventy years of age. To this the min.
isters have agreed. Li Hung Chang says
the court is extremely anxious to return
to Pekin as soon as the foreign troops
evacuate the capital.

Some of the ministers of the powers
begin to think that so large a force as
2,000 troops acting as legation guards In
the city proper, would be a great mis-
take. Such a body would have to re-
main in a space of one square mile. The
troops could not be allowed outside the
legation quarter armed, and it would
probably not be safe for them to go un.
armed,

It is thought by some of the ministers
that if the encampmeént was made from
ten to fifteen miles away with the new
stores, this arrangement would be more
preferable as a ftelegram could bring
the troops into the city immediately.

Morecver several ministers have been
insulted by troops of other nationalities.
Mr. Rockhill and Sir. Ernest Mason
Satow (the British minister) were return-
ing from dinner in sedan chairs when
the chairs were stopped by German sol.
diers who proceeded to beat the bearars,
The ladies of the party were greatly
frightened.

The ministers generally fear that the
presence in  Pekin of a considerable
force of troops of various nationalities
might be a source of international fric-
tion,

They are not entirely pleased with the
militz{rv proposals of the generals as
they fail to see the necessity for the
demolition of all forts,

HAS THEM GUESSING.

Perplexing Dispatch Received in
Washington From Pekin.
WASHINGTON, April 7.—The admin-

istration is perplexed over a cable dis-
patch received yesterday from Mr.
Squiers, now in charge of the Ameri-
can legation in Pekin. This dispatch, ac-
cording to a publication today, said that
the Russian minister refuses to receive
official communications from Chinese
commissioners, which carried the infer-
ence that diplomatic relations between
the two countries interested would be
broken off. The officials are very
reticent about the matter, and decline to
affirm or deny whether it is correctly
stated. They will go only so far as to
admit the receipt of a dispatch whose

rurport was not clearly understood, for |

which reason it was rot given to the
press for publication.

Another cablegram, which reached here
today from Mr. Rockhill, the special com-
missioner of the United States engaged
in conducting the peace negotiations,
made no reference to the alleged refusal
of the Russians Lo receive official com-
munications from the Chinese commis-
sioners. As Mr. Rockhill is in a position
to know promptly what develops between
the ministers and the peace commission-
ers, it is believed he would be prompt
to report a step of such far-reaching im-
portance as the published dispatch from
Mr. Squiers would indicate.

OFFICIALS HEAR NOTHING.

At the Russian embassy no informa-
tion on the subjects was obtainable to-
night. It was said there that no. com-
munications had come from the foreign
office at St. Petersburg since the Rus-
sian note of several days since, which
declared that government’s intention re-
garding Manchuria, a copy of which was
handed to Secretary Hay. The impres-
sion of the oflicials at the embassy was
that no special significance attached to
the Squiers dispatch. According to them
it simply meant that the Russians had
discontinued further negotiations at this
time on the Manchurian question alone,
which for the time Is held in abeyance.
This is in accord with the spirit of the
official publications of the government
on this matter, which asserted that re-
maining faithful to its original and oft-
repeated political programme regarding
Manchuria it will quietly await the fur-
ther course of events.

Absolutely no concern was felt at the
embassy on the subject, the officials ap-
parently being perfectly satisfied that the
communications referred to relate entire-
ly to the Manchurian euestion. In other
diplomatic circles the report failed to
receive credence on the general theory
that the interests of the Russian govern-
ment in China were tco great and far-
reaching to permit the severance of dip-
lomatic relations at this time when sub-
stantial unity on many of the matters
©f negotiations were so promising.

TO TELL THE KAISER.

Embassy Will Inform Him Tuesday
of King Edward’s Accession.

BERLIN, April 7.—The speclal embassy
emploved to announce to the German
empercr the accession of King Edward
VII. will arrive in Berlin tomorrow night.
It consists of the Duke of Abercorn. the
Earl of Xinntoye, Maj. Gen. Sir Archi-
bald Hunter and Mr. George R. Clerck,
of the British foreign office.

Emperor William will recelve the mem-
bers of the embassy in solemn audience
at noon on Tuesday, and will entertain
them at dinner that evening at the
Schioss. On the following evening they
will probably dine at the barracks of
the dragoon guards. On Thursday they
wiil’ dine Infcrmally because of the
mourning for Queen Victoria at the Brit-
ish embassy, and on” Friday they will
lesve for Dresden, from which city they
will Tefvrn t¢ England.

She Predicts That He Will Be Ban-

ished and Die an Ex-
ile in England in
1924,
BERLIN, April 7.—Careful investiga-

tion at Potsdam today regarding the
cireumstances under which Emperor
William delivered his latest military ad=
dress developed the information that
during a review last Tuesday (not Fri-
day as originaliy®cabled) of a number ot
military bodies belonging to the Potsdam
garrison, inciuding the first regiment
of foout guards, extraordinary precautions
were taken to prevent any representa-
tive of the press or any-other civilian
obtaining knowledge of his majesty's
remarks, which were uttered in the lust
garten, adjoining the royal castle. y

From persons who were present it was
learned that the kaiser. spoke.substan-
tially as follows:

I'ORESEES SERIOUS TROUBLE.

“A hand from -out of the people was
recently raised against me, to my intense
sorrow. Evidently serious times are
coming, which will try our mettle. 1
know that the army is true to its tradls
tions and to the solemn oatl: it has taken,
1 know it will remain steadfast and
faithful to me.

*“My conviction is_especially strong re-
garding the guards’ and regarding this
regiment now present, which is tied to
the Hohenzollerns by indisputable bonds,
as the past has shown during the troub-
lous times abread and even during revo-
lutionary times at home. The authority
of the crown must be maintained at all
hazards. Woe to the soldier who listens
to the voice of the tempiter.”

Orders seem {0 have been given by the
Prussian ministry of the interior to sup.
press all public menticn or quotations
from the Emperor's speech. At Styrum,
near Essen, during a recent meeting
called to prctest against an increase ot
the corn tolls, the police dissolved the
assembly when a speaker cited a sen-
tence from his majesty’s speech to the
Emperor Alexander grenadier regiment
at his first appearance, on horseback
after the attack upon him at Bremen.
Phe papers mention similar instances

KAISER TO BE EXILED.

Mme. De Thebes, Famous Chiro-
mancer, Foretells Emperor’'s End.
CHICAGO, April 7.—A special cable dis-

patch from Berlin to the Chronicle, says:

™Mme. De Thebes, the famous old chiro-
mancer, who foretold Kartoum’s fall, the

Carnot assassination, Faure's sudden

death and Victoria's demise, the latter to
the exact hour, has just departed from
Berlin. She claims she was summoned
there ten days ago by order of the kaiser,
who, hearing of her fame, expressed a
desire to consult her.

Mme. De Thebes says that whzn she
reached Berlin the kaiser postponed the
seance from day to day, because, as he
afterward admitted to the chiromancer,
he feared what the card would reveal
about his future. At last he sent a car-
riage for Mme. De Thebes and recelved
her in full uniform, standing with hands
crossed upon his saber the whole hour
and a half the seance lasted.

The kaiser, at the start, was impressed
nervously with secret facts the woman
told about his past. He listened to what
she predicted of his future with intense
earnestness, pressing her eagerly with
questions. Mme. De Thebes attributes
the violence of his recnt Berlin speech
to what she found in the caris. Part
of this was a prediction of the disruption
of the German empire precipitated by the
discontent of the minor sovereigns
against the preponderance of Prussia,
Prussia itself, she told the kaiser, will
rise against \Wilhelm led by a Kepublic-
and aund a Socialist on the first pretext.

PREDICTS GENERAL EUROPEAN
WAR.

Following all this coming turmoil and
the death of the Austrian emperor, caus-
ing a separation of the Hungarian por-
tion, there will be a general European
war over the allotment of the remain-
ing provinces. Mme. De Thebes predict-
ed that the kaiser will die in Eng.and
twenty-three years- hence, exiled by his
people. She refused to give further de-
tails of the interview beyond reporting
the farewell words of the emperor:
‘““Adfeu, madam, your predictions won't
sway me, but I shall be interested to see
what share of them come true. Pray
do not speak of the interview, if, being
a woman, you can be so discreet.”

The kaiser’s recent speech show him to
be suffering one of his periodic attacks
of cerebal excitement. Strong influences
have been brought to bear to induce him
to go on a yachting trip to Norway
untik the efiects blow over. wilhelm
lcoks ill and worn. He is extremely
restless, brooding perpetually and start-
ling his entourage by breaking out in
wild tirades against his supposed en-
emies.

FEARS FOR HIS LIFE.

It is related that yesterday the kaiser
directed the vaptain of the guard to kneel
before him, holding up the hilt of the
sword as a symbol of the cross, and
swear that he would slay his own brotn-
er to defend the emperor, The Kkaiser's
excitement is trdced’ to ‘the feeling
aroused by criticisms of his friendliness
for England. He 'constantly expresses
the resoive to make the German people
accept his foreign policy.

The Russian disturbances prompted
him to send even more pointed dispatches
to the czar than to sultan, but the czar
suppressed them. The kaiser has just
presented two stained glass windows to
a blind asylum. One represents the
kaiser as a mediaeyal knight, helmet on
head and naked sword in one hand. The
other window represents the kaiserin as
Elizaketh with miraculous roses in her
hand. The Kkalser is delighted witu h's
first appearance in stained glass. He has
ordered several other windows showing
him in various other saintly poses.

WATCHING EACH OTHER.

Each Seems Saspicious of. Any Move
Mande by Another.

LONDON, April 8—The Pekin corre-
spondent of the Morning Post, wiring
Saturday, says: ““The French are still
opposed by the Chinese near Hai Lu, but
are careful to avoid a conflict because
any advance would be anticipated by the
Germans, whose patrols are thirty miles
within the province of Shen Si, and can
reach Tal Yuen TFu at any moment.

“At Ching Ting Fu the French inter-

cepted a letter fromn Li Hung Chang to

~

the governor of Shan 8i, complaining
that the Manchuria convention must be
signed because the European powers
were willing to sit down as usual to
watch Russla devour China.

“It is asserted on good authority that
Russia is willing to give Japan a free
hand in Korea, with a view to prevent-
ing her assuming a hostile attitude.”

JAPAN ON TIHIE ALERT.

Shipping Companies in Readiness
for Transnort Services,

I.ONDON, April 8.—The Yokohama cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail, wiring
vesterday and dealing with the attitude
of Japan toward Russia’s Chinese Dpol-
icy, says: “Shipping companies have
been ordered to hold their vessels In
readiness for transport service. Ali
leaves of absence have been recalled and
officers of the first 1eserve have been
warned for service. Cruisers on the re-

serve list have been commissioned ftor
active service. There is much popular
excitement."”

GOVERNMENT IN LUZON

FORM FOR THAT PROPOSED TO BE
rUT IN EFFECT.

CAGAYAN, Mindanao, P. I., April 7.—
In response to interrogatories from Mr.
Elihu Root, United States secretary of
war, the Philippine commission has pre-
pared recommendations as to the form
of general civil government to be es-
tablished for the Philippines, July 1, and
to continue until congress shall have or-
ganized a permanent government for the
archipelago.

This temporary civil government is ex-
pected to consist of a governor, a cabinet
and a legislative council, and It is be-
lieved that the members of the present
commission will act as the principal ad-
visers of Gov. Gen, Taft, although there
will probably be a few Filipinos in the
council. The members of the provincial
legislature will all be appointed.

The commission will reach Manila May
1, after having established provisional
governments in all the large provinces
except Sandor and Mindanao, As soon
as routine business has been disposed of,
the commission will proceed to the or-
ganization of every remaining province
in the island of Luzon, and will also deal
with the matter of civil government for
Manila.

Conferences last week with many
Moros, Mindanao tribesmen and othars
confirmed the members of the commis-
sion in their intention not to substitute
provinecial for departmental government
in Mindanao and the Sulu group eXtépt
by the organization of the province of
Northern Mindanao. Judge Taft says
the matter of abolishing slavery can and
will be handled deliberately and tact-
fully, but that no legislation affecting
polygamy among the savages is prob-
able,

CANIBALISH AT SEA

TWO SURVIVORS OF A PARTY
TWELVE MEN

LLONDON, April 8.—The Singapore cor-
respondent of the Daily Express wirss a
story of cannibalism at sea, brought to
Singapore by two survivors of ths Nova
Scotian bark Angloa, wrecked six days
sailing from Marila, Oct, 18 last. The
correspondent says: ot

““The survivors, Johnusen, a Swede,
and Marticornu, a Spaniard, assert that
the Angloa struck a reef. Two rafts
were built. The smallsr, bearing five
men, disappeared. The other, with twelve
men, drifted for forty days. The sailors
ate barnacles, sea weed and finally their
boots.

‘“‘On the twenty-fifth day two became
insape and killed themselves. On the
twenty-sixth a Frenchmean  killed the
mate with an ax, drank his blood and
tried to eat his brains, but was pre-
vented by the others. Next day the
Frenchman was killed while attempting
to murder the captain. The survivors,
all of whom were now insane, ate the
Frenchman’s body.

Cannibalism continued wuntil © only
Johnnsen and Marticornu remained. On
the forty-second day the raft stranded
on Subi or Flat Island, in the Na@una
Group (northwest from Borneo).
Johnnsen and Marticornu were awfully
emaciated, Friendly Malays sent them by
junk to Singapore.”

FLOODS IN NEW ENGLAND

DANGER THREATENED TO RBOTH
LIFE AND PROPERTY.

BOSTON. Avri! 7.—The intermittent
rains of the past week will result in
fioods in various parts of New England,
where stregms of extensive watershed are
in freshets higher than for a number of
vears. It is not known yet if there has
been any loss of life or property, but As-
sociated Press reports from various
roints of New England indicate great
danger. There is an unusual amocunt of
snow and ice in the mountains of Ver-
mount and Maine, so that the great rivers
that drain them are cvertaxed to carry
off the extra water. The Penoboscot
river, fed by manifold tributaries from
the great chain of mountains, the Mecr-
rimac river, fed by its main arteries,
which find their sourcz in New Hamp-
shire and that other great waterway, the
Connecticut, which gathers together the
waters of about all the rest of New
England, are all very high.

EASTER IN NEW YORK.

Elaborate Services Were the Order
in All the Churches.

NEW YORK, April 7.—At all the
churches in the city elaborate Iaster
services were held, and the - weather
seemed to have no appreciable effect upon
the attefance. At Old Trinity church
more than 1,000 people were unable to
find even standing room within the doors,
The music in the church was of the
finest character. Many of the graves in
both Trinity and St. Paul's grave yards
were decorated with flowers in honor of
the day. In St. Paul's the huge tomb of
the Rhinelanders was fairly buried be-
neath hydrangeas. hvacinths' and Easter
lilies, and in Trinity grave yard there
was the same lavish display of flowers.

Archbishop Corrigan officiated at St.
Patrick’s cathedral, and the great church
was more than filled with the crowds
that came, and onlv fhose who were pro-
vided with tickets could gain admittance.

The magnificent edifice of the Second
Church of Christ, Scientists, at Sixty-
eighth street and Central Park, west, was
dedicated today, just two years after the
cornerstone was laid, There was a very
large attendance for the greater part
made up of people from other cities.
There was no attempt at decoration, with
the exception of a few plants and
flowers around the reader’s dals and desk.

Lathrop, the first reader of the church,
and John Carroll Lathrop, her son, who
is the second reader.

He had been asked to say
something concerning ‘a story printed in
a morning paper to the effect that Valet
Jones had spent.sevaral hours, accom-
panied by a policeman attached to the
district attorney’s office, in touring the
Tenderloln district. . Aecording to this
story, concert hall gardens and theaters
had been visited by the prisoner and his
attendant, and ®ozens of drinks taken.
On this point Lawyer Patrick said:

“I had known that this sort of thing
had been going on for several weeks. 1
couid not have sworn that such was the
case, but I had learned from various
sources that Jones was plentifully sup-
plled with money, was taken out buggy
riding and was otherwise treated with
kindness and considerdation.”

Patrick then went on to speak of the
Rice murder case, ds the first time

he has made any statement Slnce his ar-
rest. He sald:

PATRICK'S FIRST STATEMENT.

“Jones never killed W, M. Rice. Haa
he done s0 he nevep‘would have testi-
fled to it, especially as the district at-
torney had promised him no immunity,
nor would his counsel, eyen though pro-
vided by Capt. Baker, have permitted
him to do so. His confidence is due to
the fact that- W. M. Rice, at the age
of eighty-four, died of heart failure, as
did his brother, F. A, Rice, yesterday, at
the age of seventy, ~there will never
be any proof otherwige.

WENT UP THROUGH HIS BODY

Terror of Two States Brought to
Town a Corpse, Making Good
Boast He Wouldn't
Be Taken Alive.

DICKINSON, N. D., April 7.—(Special.)
—Sheriff John Goodall, of this county;
Stock Inspector Billy Smith and four
deputies came down on the camp of Jim
McPeak, alias Squint-Eye McCarty, last
night with warrants for his arrest, te-
gether with several of his pals. McPeak
was out when the posse dropped in, but
one McDonald, a member of the gang,
was there, and he was taken prisoner.
The posse decided to wait until McPeak
returned. Late in the evening the des-
perado himself appeared. He rode up
within fifty feet of the camp, He was
ordered to halt, but instead started for
a hill a hundred yards away. The offi-
cers poured lead into the horse, with in-
tent to take their man alive, but Me-
Peak was wounded in the thigh, as he
lay forward upon his horse, the ball
passing out through the left breast.

The horse ran 150 vards and dropped
dead, pierced by twenty bullets. McPeak
fell on his Winchester, and was trying
to get to use it when Sheriff Goodall
seized his arm. He made a desperade ef-
fort to pour lead into the sheriff, but
was overpowered. - He lived ten hours,
swearing all the time and cursing his
pal should he give up anything.

McPeak had been the leader of a gang
of wholesale cattle and horse thieves for
several years. Inspector Smith got him
once, but he skipped out and had ¢vaded
or terrorized others sent out for him,
and had often beasted he could never
be taken alive, His body now lies .at
the undertakers in this city, where hun-
dreds of people are taking a look at the
man who died with his boots on and an
oath on his lips.

U. S. PRISONER ESCAPES

DARING GETAWAY MADE IN A CHI-
CAGO DEFPOT.

CHTCAGO, April 7.—Prentice Tiller and&
G. H. Grant, allas A. R, Chase, alias C.
Martin, who were-recently arrested In
Nebraska, and who were wanted by thes
federal authorities in Cineinnati and
other cities for 1obbing the United States
malils, made a sensational dash for I1ib-
erty .in.the Union .station this evening.
Grant made his escape’from the officérs,
who had the two men in charge, and Is
still at large, Tiller was captured. When
they made their break for freedom, they
had just arrived in Chicago in charge
of Deputy United States Marshal J. O.
Moore and Sergeant Michael Dempsey,
of Omaha. Before leaving the train, the
leg irons on the prisoners were changed
to handcuffs, so they could go up the
stairway to the dining room for break-
fast. During the change one of the pris-
oners in some way got possession of the
key to the handcuffs. Sergeant Dempsey
misged the key as soon as they reached
the waiting room, and, leaving the pris-

oners In charge of Deputy Moore, he
returned to the car to search for it.
With Deputy Moore sitting directly In

front of them, Tiller fumbled with the
handcuffs as if they were chaffing his
wrists and succeeded In springing the
loeck

Grant, the moment he was released,
sprang upon Deputy Moore, and pinion-
ed his arms, telling Tiller to run, Tiller
scrambled to his feet and started for
the door, while the deputy marshal
struggled with Grant and frantically
shouted an _ alarm to the startied pas-
sengers in the waiting room, directing
them to catch Tiller, Grant informed
the excited crowd that began to gather
that Moore was a crazy man, and tol@d
them not to pay any attention to his
ravings. In response to the demands of
the deputy some of the by-standers in-
terfered. Moore left Grant In their
charge and gave chase after ‘liller.
When Deputy Moore returned to the sta-
tton with Tiller in handeuffs, he asked
for Grant, and was told by some of tha
by-standers that he had gone away. The
police started on his trail, but lost trace
of him a few blocks from the depot. Til-
ler was taken to Cincinnatl tonight. Up
to a late hour the police had not suce
ceeded In locating Grant.

He also states that when he went to
prison he gave her over §15,000.

Mrs, Doherty’'s friends maintain tba
the divorce was not secured until a fe
months ago, and that since being s<p-
arated from him she has had no monay
from him

Mrs, Doherty has been released unde
bonds. ¢
