Nothing was done by the house yester-
day with the Laybouin resolution in re-
lation to Messrs. Jaeobson and Wash-
burn. The author of the resolution,
which was introduced against the wish
and urgent appeals of party colleagues,
still expresses his determination of hav-
ing the resolution adopted and the au-
thors of the bribery charges censured.
But, with the solid opposition of his
party, he may experience more difficulty
than In- can overcome.

it was Mr. Laybourn's intention to
tiave the matter taken up yesterday, but
his partisans prevailed upon him to al-
low th«. matter to go over another day,
arguing that if it was taken up. a whole
day, which ought to be devoted to rou-
tine work, would be consumed, and as a
result a large amount of important busl-
i.< s< would thus be delayed if not passed
by entirely. The fact that the house, as
a whole, was placed under the grave
charge of bribery by two of its members,
which charges, after a labored investiga-
tion, are not sustained by evidence, does
not seem to be sufficient cause, in the
estimation of the majority faction, for
the resolution to be entertained.
It is apparently more important that

the serenity of the Republican organiza-
tion shall not be disturbed than that the
317 members of the house shall resent
the serious accusations made by two rep-
resentative Republicans.

Ml ST FILE AX.MAL REPOiRTS.

Street Car Companies* Obliged to
Disclose Their Financial Status.
By a vote of 60 to 27 the house yes-

terday morning passed Representative
Butler's bill regulating the business of
street and electric railways by subjecting
the annual reports of the companies to
the state railroad and warehouse commis-
sion.

Originally this measure provided that
the commission should have power to fix
all rates and fares of these lines, but thisprovision was stricken out. As the billnow stands all street and electric linesare compelled to file their annual reports
by July 1, each year. Such report must
disclose a complete exposition of the
amount of capital stock issued, the
amounts paid, the number of stockhold-
ers, the funded and floating debts, inter-
est ihereon, bonds and other obligations,
jo.«t of operation, value of franchises and
•quipment, number of employes and
their salaries, earnings of the lines, all
expenses, taxes and net profits.

For violating the provisions of this act
A penalty of JIOO a day for every day the
report is in default is* to be imposed. All
reports must be verified by the oath of
the president, vice president, treasureror comptroller.

Best Lc&ral Authorities Say House
Overstepped Its Bonnrts.

The indications are that the house over-
stepped its bounds in recommending for
indefinite postponement the Deming. pa-

r role bill Saturday. It is settled In theminds of some reliable authorities that
the bill was not legally recalled from
the governor's office after it had passed
the house and senate, and awaited hisexcellency's signature to make It a law.It was called back by the resolution ofa single member. Naturally it having
passed both houses, was as much a sen-
ate bill as it was a house measure, and
furthermore, if it was to be recalled, thesame majority by which it was passed
should have been necessary.

Senator Wilson, who is taking great in-terest in the legal aspect of the case, ispositive that the bill which passed is now
a law. and that the action of the house
Saturday was of absolutely no effect.
Senator Wilson said regarding the ab-sorption of the board of pardons by thebeard of control that the latter would
succeed to all the duties and lowers of
the former, and that on this g'ound, at
least, the bill cannot be declaitltS uncon-
stitutional.

Attorney General Douglas has been
asked for an official opinion on the mat-
ter, but up to last night had not reacheda decision.

S. F. 423, Wilson—Amending section 11,
chapter 19, General Laws of 1889, giving
district courts jurisdiction over violation
of the act which regulates the practice
of denistry.

S. F. 549, Young—Amending S. F. 251
of the present session, prohibiting decep-
tion in the manufacture and sale of imi-
tation butter, so as to change the grade
of offense from a felony to a misdemean-
or.

H. F. 346, Phillips—Amending chapter
226, General Uws of 1899, providing for
truant officers, to regulate the commit-
ment of incorrigibles.

H. F. 530, H. K. Nelson—Establishing
state inspection and weighing of grain
at country points, and making such coun-
try points terminal points as far as re-
lates to such service.

S. F. 3t>, Sehal-er—Amending section 1,
chapter MS, General Laws of ls£3, author-
izing corporations to refund their bonded
indebtedness. Extemis provisions to vil-
lages and insures payment of interest.

S. F. 76, Brown—Enabling county com-
missioners, at any time before Aug. 1, to
issue bonds to fund the floating indebted-
ness existing Feb. 1, 1901, and levying
taxes for the payment thereof.

S. F. 198, Buckman-Making it a misde-
meanor for employes who obtain trans-
portation or other advancements, to o«
repaid in labor, to refuse to perform the
labor or repay the advancements.

S. F. 20t>, Lovd—Amending the general
laws relating to auctioneers so as to limit
licenses to citizens of a county, and to
piohibit practice beyond limits of county
where license is issued, and adjoining
counties.

S. F. 208, Baldwin—Legalizing sheriffs
certificates in certain cases.

S. F. 222, Grindeland—Amending chap-
ter 101, laws of 18P9, providing for uni-
form state certificates for teachers in
certain public schools. Entitles teachers
holding certificates of this year's course
in normal schools to first-class certifi-
cates.

S. F. 22.. Somerville—Amending section
18, chapter 229, General Laws of 1395, re-
lating to municipal courts in cities hav-ing less than 5,000 inhabitants. Deter-
mines amount of costs to be assessed.

S. F. 2G9, Shell—Regulating the num-
ber end grade of officers and enlistedmen in the national guard to conform
with the organization of th-i regular
army, and prescribing the duties of reg-
imental quaitermasters.

S. F. 3H, Snyder—Amending section 4807.
General Statutes of 1894, providing forpermanent alimony in actions for divorce.
Allows permanent alimony to be assessedon earnings and income."

S. F. 324, Judiciary Committee—Amend-ing section 57, Chapter 175. General Laws
of 1895, relating to the giving of surety
bonds by certain officers. Allowing re-
ceivers and assignees for premium on
their bonus.

S. F. 331, Baldwin—Amending section 4,
chapter 292, Gereral Laws of 1597, relat-
ing to mortgages, providing that Hens
shall not continue for more than twoyears after maturity as against creditors
and innocent purchasers.

S. F. S4O, Ives—Amending the statuterelating to appeals from the probate
court, providing that appeals may be
taken on an order denying an application
for the restoration to capacity of any
person under guardianship.

S. F. 266, Committee on Education—
Amending chapter 352, General Laws of
139. adding a superintendent or principal
of a high school to the state hi;?h school
bcr.rd, and requiring high schools to
maintain an e-ptional business or English
course.

S. F. 372, Batz—Providing for the de-
struction of lists or statements of per-
scnal property by county auditors, after
six years have elapsed, unless proceed-
ings for collection have been instituted.

S. P. 385, E. E. Smith—Authorizing cit-
ies of ever 60,000 to establish, maintain
and cpeiete employment offices.

S. F. 404, Special Committee—Authoriz-
ing the division of organized towns oy
boards of county cenrnissionjrs in cer-
tain cases.

S. F. 501, Snyder—Providing for the
creation of art commissions in cities of
ever 50,000 population and defining their
powers.

LAND GRANTS UP FOR DEBATE

I inluiui Marringe Bill In Resurrect-
ed and I'iisxi-d After an

Animated DiM-
cosKion.

An industrious senate went to work
with a will yesterday and cleared the
calendar by passing forty-two bills
passed and killing one. The bill upon
which a quietus was put was th«
Sehurman bill, prohibiting certain city
and county olhcers from holding any
otlier ofttce during the term for which
they were elected or appointed. Thirty
senators voted for the measure.

Debate upon the two bills relating to
the land grants to the Little Falls and
Dakota railroad company was the spe-
cial feature ol yesterday's rather prosy
session. Senator Young argued for pas-
sage of the bills. He said that they
were drawn by Attorney General Doug-
las and had beer, recommended by him
and by State Auditor Dunn. The eftv-et
of their passage would be to settle the
long-standing dispute between the com-
pany and the state and put an end to
the litigation. Senators lyes and Daly
opposed the passage of the bills, Senator
Daly stating that there is an action
pending to determine the right of a rail-
road company to 12,700 acres of lanri
deeded to it by the state four years ago.
The bills under consideration not only
provide for surrendering all of the rights
of the state as to the 12 700 acres now in
controversy in the courts, but further
provide for giving the railroad company
22,000 more acres in consideration that
they relinquish their rights to 70,000 acres
that they cannot own and have not
earned. The bills were both passed by
identical vote of 35 to 12 as follows:

The Hurd cemetery bill was lost, and
upon request of Senator Snyder was
reconsidered and unanimously passed.
Tlie bill extends tc cemetery associations
added power in their right to hold land.
The Horton capitol bill was re-passed
with the house amendments. The Um-
land marriage bill, which provoked such
earnest discussion upon the lloor of the
seriate, was first lost, and later passed
by a vote of 34 to 14.

At the request of the governor, Sena-
tor Potter introduced a bill repealing
his bill passed on Feb. 19, 1901, which
provided for the sale of certificates of
indebtedness to anticipate the tax levy
for the completion of the Kennepin
court house and city hall. The new bill
makes provision for the issue and sale
of bonds for the same purpose.

The special joint committee to which
the Batz white lead bill was referred has
reported the measure back with the
recommendation that the senate refuse
to concur in the house amendment. The
omnibus bill is made a special order for
tomorrow. The capitol bill was passed
as amended by the hcuse.

The voluminous : measure involves a
great deal of new I legislation, and but
two days are left in which, to discus 3its
details. One of the most important pro-
visions of the bill-is-that empowering
the board of control to tranfer money
appropriated to one state institution to
that of any other, which, in the judg-
ment of the board, is more in need of the
money for repairs and improvement. The
institution from and to which the money
is transferred must be in the same class.

MADISON. Wis., April B.—The first
Monday morning session of the assembly
found ilfty-seven members in their seats,
just a few more than the quorum neces-
sary* to do business. Most of the work
done was of a murderous character, thir-
teen of the twenty-four measures acted
on being killtd.

Among these was the bill passed by the
senate requiring three years' study in-
stead of two before examination for ad-
mission to the bar, and the bill giving
the state board of health supervision of
water and sewer plants. Efforts to save
this by an amendment cutting oft the ap-
propriation failed. Only one bill passed,
Mr. Zinn's amendment to the statutes
requiring fireescapes in hotels and other
buildings so as to require at least two
exits from each floor and two escapes
on the building, or in lieu thereof an inch
and a half rope in each room.

Among the bills advanced was Senator
O'Neill's, providing for the appointment
of a woman on the state board of nor-
mal school regents.

The Halting bill requiring dogs to l>a
licensed, went to the third reading i
amended so as to make the license fee $2
instead of $1. and providing that the law j
shall not apply in cities and villages hay- I
ing local license ordinances.
