SUPREME COVRT FILES IMPORTANT

DECISION ON INTERSTATE
COMMERCE LAW

AS TO LONG AND SHORT HAULS

Findings of Circuit Court and Cir-

cuit Court of Appeals Reversed

•—lnterstate Commission
Turned Down.

WASHINGTON, April B. —ln the United
States supreme court today an opinion
was handed down by Justice White in
various cases involving the long and
Bhcrt haul clause of the interstate com-
merce law. The principal opinion was
rendered in the case of the East Ten-
nessee & Georgia Railroad company, and
the charge- was to the effect that a lower
rate was charged on freight carried to
Nashville than was charged on freight

to Chattanooga, the distance to the first
point being greater than the latter. The
decisions of the interstate commeice

commission, the circuit court and the
circuit court of appeals were all antago-

nistic to the railroad company though
on different grounds. The opinion handed
down today reversed all these decisions
i.;ul was in favor or the railroad com-
pany, though without prejudice. The de-
risions in other similar cases were on the
same lines.

Two other cases decided were proc?ed-
ings against the C lyde Steamship com-
pany, while the fourth was against the

m Atlantic Railroad company. In
the latier case the charge of disciimina.
lion was made with reference to the

from Cincinnati to Atlanta, as
when at other places on the line of road
to* tween the two points, including Mari-
etta, Cartersville, Kingston, Adairsville
und Calhoun. In one of the Clyde cases
rates on the Georgia railroad are in-
volved, and in the other case the rates
on the West Point &. Western railroad of
Alabama.

In his opinion in the East Tennessee
' istice White said that the decision

of the circuit court was not in accord
with tlie finding of facts by the com-
mission. The decision of the supreme
court was "tile decree of the circuit
court of appeals should be reversed with
costs and the case remanded to the cir-
cuit court with instructions to set aside
its decree and adjudging that the order
of the commission be enforced and to
dismiss the application made for that
puipose with costs, the whole to be with-
out prejudice to the right of the commis-
sion to proceed upon the evidence already
introduced before it upon such further
pleadings and evidence as it may be
allowed to be made or hear and deter-
mine the matter in controversy according
to law.

In the cases of the Clyde Steamship
company the decree of the circuit court
of appeals and of the circuit court were
modiiied by providing that the dismissal
of the bills shall be without prejudice to
the right of the interstate commerce com-
mission, if it so elects to make an orig-
inal investigation of the questions con-
tained in the records pertinent to com-
plaints presented to that body.

As so modified the decrees were af-
firmed.

LOWER RATES TO ALASKA.

Shippers of Merchandise to Receive
Benefit of a < tit.

At a conference of Ihe managers of the
steamship lines engaged in the Alaskan
trade, it was decided to reduce the
freight rates to Cape Nome from Seat-
tle, from $40 to $30 per net ton. This
decision v.as reached Saturday, and the
coast railroad liner were notified of the
reduction yesterday. On the passenger
end of the business the rates remain
v.nchang:td, quotations to Cape Nome
varying from $125 to $!tO for Fr.st-cla.ss
passage, according to the size and ac-
commodations of the steamers.

The lines aff^ct^d in the freight re-
duction are the Ncrth American Trading
A: Transportation eon.pany, the Pacific
Coast Steamship company, the British-
'Avneric&n line, the Empire line, the
White Star line, and the Pacific Clipper
line.

Km the first boat out of Seattle, which
sails about the last of this month, the
rates are considerably higher, $200 being
asked for first-class passage, $150 for
Becond, and $5C per ton for general mer-
chandise. Most of the companies will
Bend up their first boats along about the
end C/f May, as it has been found that it
is not always safe to reach St. Michaels
before the river is free of ice.

The announcement that the freight
iai' a to Nome ami St. Michaels have
been cut 'JL per cent will be \ery wel-
come to these who annually ship hun-
dreds of tons to the far north.

LAWS AFFECTING RAILROADS.

Some Measures Recently Passed In

State Lestislalnres.
During the last few months some inter-

esting legislation relating to railroads
has been passed by the different legis-
latures in session all over the country.
In South Dakota a measure was passed
requiring railroads to fence in their rails
wherever they pass through inclosed
fields. The Colorado legislature adopt-
ed a rigorous measure in which it is pro-
vided that the penalty for train rob-
bery may be as severe as the death pen-
alty.

The Illinois senate passed a bill favor-
ing the free transportation for children
in rural school districts. In Wisconsin
several bills for a two-cent per mile rat-3
and interchangeable mileage have been
defeated, and in the Washington state
legislature a bil! to make it a misde-
meanor for any railroad to give and any
public official to accept passes, was de-
feated by the narrow margin of 23 to 33,
the casting vote deciding.

LAKE RATES ARE U.VCIfAXGED.

Montreal Conference Adheres to Lnut
Year's Schedules.

The St. Paul delegates to the rate con-
e held in Montreal returned to the

city Saturday. Nothing of a radical na-
ture was attempted, and the rates on
lak« ami railroad traffic on the great
lakes, and on merchandise from Eastern
Canada to Manitoba and British Colum-
bia points, were settled on the same basis
as prevailed hist year.

the Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pa-
cific. While the conference was in ses-
sion T. Lowry, president of the Soo road,
was in Montreal and had a conference
with T. G. Shaughnessv, president of
the C. P. R.

Million Feet.

The Northern Pacific has entered into
a contract with the Muscatine Lumber
company and William Kulser, also of
Muscatine, 10., to haul :!0.p0n.000 feet of
saw logs from Beniid.ii to Stillwater via
the Twin Cities. The logs are already
cut and are now on the Muscatine tract,
owned by the parties making the con-
tract. It is estimated that in rilling the
contract the railroad will be obliged to
vse 4,000 cars. The logs will be trans-
ported on the line of the Brainerd A&
Northern. They will be unloaded into
Lake St. Croix and floated to Stillwater.

This is cne of the- largest contracts for
hauling lumber ever concluded in this
city.

ANOTHER COMBINATION DIE.

Ohio Lines ArraiiKiiiK for a Central-

izutlon of Management.

CHICAGO. April B.—That steps looking
to the combination of the Cincinnati,
Hamilton & Dayton, the Monon. the Cin-
cinnati Southern and the Southern rail-
way are under consideration was admit-
ted by Gen. Samuel Thomas, former
president of the Monon, in this city to-
day.
"I think the combination will effected,

for all the reads concerned are favora-
ble lo it," said Gen. Thomas. "The
scheme is not to amalgamate the roads,
but money to bring about a centralization
of power in the management of the af-
fairs of the various lines."

States, if not In the world. Prom an ex-
treme avoirdupois of 710 pounds, which
he reached a few years ago, he has
dropped to a mere featherweight of 660
pounds. The unacquainted might imag-
ine that this loss of fleeh is a source of
regret to him, but such is not the case.
Trickey has always lamented his extra-
ordinary hulk, and now that it has been
reduced by 150 pounds, he rejoices rather
than mourns and is seeking to effect ft
still greater reduction. At the time h'.s
picture was printed in the daily papers
a few years ago, his weight was abo .t
CSO, and at that time the claim was
made, and it met with no denial, that he
was the heaviest man In the United
States. Heavy as he is, Trickey follows
daily the occupation of a teamster; in-
deed, this is his only means of li\ell-
hood, for he is a poor man with a Im-
pound wife to support, and although he
has and could still make a good salary
posing as one of the star attractions of
a Minneapolis dime museum, he prefers
the quieter life of a country town. An-
other delusion that people labor under
with regard to Trickey Is that he is a
heavy t-ater. This is exactly the reverse
of the case, for he really doesn't east as
much at a meal as an ordinary 13">-pound
man. He is now twenty-seven years old,
but reached the 500 mark several years
before he attained his majority.
