Those
responsible for the various deals, actual
and rumored, are giving the market their
full support. Prices may be high enough,
too high in fact for conservative opinion,
but prudent warnings fall upon deaf ears,
and it is quite possible that the mgrket
will continuz its ‘course with occasional
shaip reactions for some time2 to come.
The large capitalists have plans under

way to which a bear campaign would
be fatal. They are oblized to support
the market; and, as the latter is stili un-
der their control, they a:e lirly to en-
courage a moderate and preoicnged ad-
vance rather than a skyrocket rise
General conditions, it must be admitted,

are ‘all in their favor; prosperity con-
tinues both for railroads and industrials,
and there is no prospect of a change in
sight.

There seems to- be
no end to the creation of new deals, and
each successive one adds new oil to the
flame of excitement.

Every
Mmovement in such a direction piles up
the more false construction to be un-

‘done. The higher prices are pushed
‘@above the normal level, the lower will be
the fall below it. The bulwark of past
profits may today inspire the utmost con-
fidence, but when the impetus of the final
liquidation gets on full headway, the re-
action is likely to surpass many of the
ﬁ:e\'ious adjustments of Wall street

'oms. At the moment, the sitvation is
probably inopportune for the promoters
of the grzat industrial_schemes to permit
&ny encouragement of a realizing policy.
‘When that stage arrives, the ocu:side in-
terests will soon discover thei- position
and the return of the market to its nor-
wal level is not likely to be a slow
yrocess.

I do not intend that our friends shall
remain uncautioned as to the end with
Wwhich this extraordinary excitement may
be expected to culminzate. My experi-
ence thrcugh many speculative episodes
has proved to me that there ‘s only one
ovtcome from wild excesses in the stock
market, and that the safe pollcy is to
quietly get out whenaver prices reach
extreme figures.

Great
confidence was professed over the future
of the money market, and the buying
was said to be in anticipation of a fa-
vorable Tank statement. The strength
‘was very generally in the railroad list,
Burlington and Northern Pacific both
moving upwards. The TUnited States
Steel stocks recovered from yesterday's
depression. Amalgamated Copper was
active and strong, and Sugar was moved
up 2% points and Colorado Fuel an ex-
treme eight points. There was a good
deal of selling on the advance and con-
siderable reaction had occurred when
the bank statement appeared. Rock
Island forged upwards after the publica-
tior, touching 156%, and falling back over
a pcint and then recovering under man-
ipulation to 1563 before falling back
agaain. = The stock closed at 1558, a net
gain of 3%. 'The high point was the rec-
crd price for the stock under the prescnt
capitalization, and the fact J4hat the
stock crossed St. Paul was also made the
subjeet of interested comment. The bank
statement was interpreted as favorable
owing to the rise in the surplus, but the
decline in the reserves proved considera-
bly larger than anticipated, znd the
drastic lean ccriraction of $13,454 600 was
all that saved the surplus from further
depletion. The bulis eked out the effect
of the ircrease in the surplus by rumors
of meaures to be taken by syndicate
berrowers for the further relief of the
money market, and of further large of-
fierings to he made tc the secretary of
the treasury of government boads at iig-
ur<s which he would accept. ‘There was
nevertheless an active selling movemen
to take profits on the advance, and the
closing was irregular and below the best
all arcund. .
