INTERNATIONAL CHESS.

Te» American* Will Coo teat With
Ten Briton* by Cable.

NEW YORK, April 18.—Once more tenrepresentatives of America will meet anequal number of experts-of Great Brit-
ain in order to contest a team chess
match over the Atlantic cable for pos-
session of a trophy, .presented by Sir
George Newnes, of London, six years
ago. The match will be played at th's
end at the Brooklyn Academy of Muslo,
under the auspices of the Brooklyn
Chess club, while the Britishers will con-
duct their games at the Cafe Monaco,
London, the days of, playing being to-
morrow and Saturday. According to
the rules of the contest, the side win-
ning three consecutive matches will be
declared the absolute winner of the
$1,000 trophy, and as the Americans have
already placed two consecutive victories
to their credit, this year's contest may
decide the distinction of winning the
trophy from Great Britain. From the
opinions of those competent to Judge in
this city and Ixmdon, the chances are
the Americans again wHI win, as the
coir,position of their ttsm is much
stronger than Great Britain's. The sec-

For Nearly Two Hours He Holds the

Between legal quibbling of a ridiculous
nature and an evident reluctance on the
part of a majority of the county com-
missioners to acquiesce in the public de-
mand for a change in the site of the
new county Jail, the work of the citi-
zens' committee who have Interested
themselves In this laudable matter has
thus far been barren of results. Yester-
day, according to promise, was to see
the matter practically settled in respect
to the selection of a site from the sev-
eral furnished the commissioners by the
citizens' committee, but the time allotted
to the meeting was consumed in talk .

Any results that might have been at-
tained were effectually blocked by ex-
Assistant Attorney Zollman,. who, in a
speech of nearly and hour and a half,
attempted to show the commissioners
that they would be treading on danger-
ous ground If they attempted to change
the site. His argument was based on
the ground that the bonds issued for the
erection of the building, some $1:0,0.0
worth, were for a fixed purpose, with
stipulations as to site, etc., Incorporated,
and any attempt to change without the
consent of the- purchasers would in-
validate the bonds and Involve the coun-
ty In a legal tangle. Mr. Zollman's argu-
ment was lengthy, and at times Quite
heated, as questions attacking his stand
were put to him on several occasions by
members of the citizens' committee.

With Mr. Zollman in possession of the
floor and the hour drawing toward 6
o'clock, discussion on a, site was out of
the question, and the meeting finally
broke up Into small gatherings,' the com-
missioners and the committee Indulging
in an informal discussion with the bond
argument as the basis. While raising apoint that would require investigation,
Mr. Cooper, chairman of the citizens'
committee, and his associates, were ofthe opinion that it was overdrawn and
refused to accept it as a final and bind-ing argument against a change in the
site.

GESr. LIBBEY TRYIXG TO ARIUXGE

Minnesota National Guardsmen will beglad to learn that an effort will be mad«
to have an interstate shoot this year.
It is now exactly ten years since thia
state has taken part in a shooting con-
test where the Northwestern states have
been represented, and Adjutant General
Llbbey is determined \o revive, if pos-
sible, the yearly programme which was
always a feature in National Guard cir-
cles. The state of Illinois now has the
Washburn trophy which is a large silver
bison head, valued at $500. Minnesota
held thia trophy for many years, but in
1891 Illinois won it, and has held it since
that time, for the reason that interstate
shoots fell out of fashion.

There is to be a large interstate shoot
this fall at New Jer3ey, at wh!ch marks-
men from fifteen states will take part,
bat Gen. Libbey says Minnesota cannot
be represented there, because the legis-
lative appropriation is not big enoug-h.
For this reason he is all the more anxious
to get up an interstate contest for sharp-
shooters in states near to Minnesota-
He will communicate with adjutant-gen-
erals in other states, and leave no stone
unturned to accomplish his purpose. All
National Guard officers are backing him
up in his efforts.

The target practice at Lake City will be
conducted on different lines than for-
merly this year. Each battalion will
have a day for the exclusive use of the
range and the shooting will not be done
promiscuously. Every guardsman, to be-
come a marksman, must get 105 points.
All marksmen are entitled to try for the
sharpshooter's badge. A sharpshooter
must secure 165 points out of 220. Ten
sharpshooters are alway3 selected for the
regimental teams and these teams hold
contests to see whcr will compose the
team for the interstate shoot. The ten
best sharpshooters in the state will re.-
present Minnesota in the big shoot, and
this year Minnesota will once more have
a chance to recover the Washburn trophy.

"I tell you, gentlemen, the trouble with
our youth lies with their parents. They
are too fond of seeing their boys wear
creased pants, stand-up colalra, and the
like, and do not want them to soil their
hands."

You must remem-
ber that back of all our institutions there
is a material physical force and there 13
the great manufacturing spirit in this
country- Our youth oug-ht to think more
of what is really good and fit for them-
selves and then follow (their destiny, with
unswerving steadiness. They ought not
to be afraid to soil their hands or to do
physical labor. If a man Is a good me-
chanic he Is something." He said muah
more in the same strain, winding up with
some short reference to the great work
accomplished for this state by James J.
Hill, president of tho Great Northern
railroad.

Mr. Crosby, president of the American
Hoist and Derrick company, spoke about
the "School of Mechanical Science and
the Workshop." He said most of the
boys employed by him were American
born, but that their parents were foreign
born, showing that parents from foreign

countries did not despise trades.
A. K. Pruden spoke on the subject,

"The Railroad and the Factory." He
said that the railroads and factories of
the state and country work hand in
hand, as It were, and that the former
can "make or break-." They develop the
future resources of the country And if
there were no railroads it would seem
as if we were hemmed In by a Ch'iese
wall. Factories spring up through tho
encouragement of co-operation by rail-
roads, and the great magnates of the
country are the far sighted men who
look to "future development."

HITTIAN IS PARDONED
IXSANE MURDERER TO BE TAKE.V

BACK TO GERMANY.
Fred Hittman, Olmsted county, for

twenty-three years a prisoner at Still-
water, has been conditionally pardoned.
He was given a life sentence for mur-
der Dec, 17, 1878, but he Is now as good
as a free man, and he will soon be en
route to Germany^ where his relatives
will care fcr him. The board yesterday
afternoon gave him a conditional pardon

for the sole reason that he has been in-
sane since his sentence, and in the hos-
pital for tea years. His friends in Ger-
many having signified their willingness
to care for him for the rest of his life,
and the German consul has assented for
his government. It is stipulated, how-
ever, that he be returned without un-
necessary delay to his friends in Ger-
many and never return to this state.

The case of Fred Jackson, sentenced
from Crow Wing county, Sept. 19, I£<3,
to prison for life for the murder in the
second degree, was continued and will
come up again with the other cases in
July.
