East river. She was scheduled to sail

- on the return trip to Cuba tomorrow
and was being loaded with a new carso
when the fire was discovered in the
Btnidship section of the vessel.

At 1:35 p. m. the fire broke out in the
cabin.. The two city fire-boats pumped
water into the steamer thorough eight-
inch pipes, while two engines at the end
of the pier also threw waiter on board
The large quantity of water in the hold
has caused the vessel to sink deeply at
the stern, throwing her bow almost outof the water. The Olinda has a list toport. lit may be necessary to scuttle trie
vessel.

At 2 o'clock the fire appeared to be
extinguished, but as a matter of pro-
tcrtion, three four-inch streams were
kept playing in the holds. The Olinda
rests on the bottom of her slip, with aheavy list to port and it is feared thatshe may turn turtle. Extra heavy haus-ers are being- used to tie her to the dockto prevent her from going over.

PLOTTED ROYAL LIVES
TAIJS or ANARCHIST CONSPIRACY

NEW YORK, April 19.—A dispatch to
the Herald from Buenos Ayres says:

Police of the town of Rosarlo, in the
province of Santa Fe, have seized papers
which prove that a plot against the l.yes
of the emperor of Germany, the czar o*f
Russia, the king and que?n of Italy and
Count Turin, was recently laid in Pater-
son, N. J. Investigation was begun
here on the receipt of d'spatehes from
Berlin, announcing that the police of that
city had discovered a plot ag.iinst the
life of Emperor William. These dis-
patches stated that anarchists from Ar-
gentine wer« the moving spirits in the
plan, and that one named Romagnola.
The members of Romagnola who re-
cently left this country was traced l»y
agents of this country. It wa.s found
that he belongs to an anarchist party
which has lons been in existence. The
authorities of that town began an Investi-
gation and finally ma I? a. raid upon the
homes of some of the most prominent
anarchists. Some impor.ant papers bear-
ing on the organization of the society
were seized.

These showed that Roma;no:a acted on
direct orders from Paterson. A letter
was sent to him, telling him that he had
been chosen by lot to kill the German
emperor and instructing him to go im-
mediately to Berlin. He left Rosavio
soon afterward and sailed from this
port.

He did not go directly to Germany, but
to Rome, where it is supposed he com-
municated with Italian anarchists. He
then went to New York, evidently to
receive final instrcctU ns from the leaders
in Paterson. He came to Argentina
again and held communication with his
friends and then sailed for Germany,
where he was arrested before he could
execute his «rders.

Whether any specific action has been
taken to carry cut the resolution of the
Paterson society for the assasination of
the czar of Russia and the Italian rulers,
the police will not say.

The German, Italian and Russan lega-
tions, however, have been placed in pos-
session of the facts.

MOHK VVOIIB-BE SETTLERS THAX

AVASHIXGTON, April IJ>.—The prospect
for the opening of new lands in Okla-
homa Territory to settlement, under the
act of >la;ch 3 last, providing for the
disposition of lands ceded by t'.ie Wichi-
ta, Kiowa, Cojnanehe and Apaelvc In-
dians, has had the /ffect of increasing
the correspondence of the eommssioner
of the general land office until it his
come to be of enormous dimensions. Mosr.
of the letters ask for information upon
this subject. In January 2,327 letters
were received; in February, 4,239; in
March 5,074, and thus far during tho
present month this mail has numbered
3,744. In view of the fact that the lands
to be offered for settlement include on'.y

about 12,000 quarter sections, or an equal

number of homes, it is foreseen that
there will be a tremendous rivalry.

Many persons in the vicinity of the new
lands and elsewhere are represented to
be holding out inducements to would-be
settlers to consult them as to ways and
means of securing lands, professing to

have exclusive information. Commis-
sioner Hermann, of the general land of-
fice, today issued a warning to the pub-

lic against all su:-h representations.

"No one can have information on this
question that is not open to all alike,"

he said. He also repeated the depart-

ment's warning against intruders, saying

that those who abide by the law will be
protected in their rights, while those who

violate it will be punished.
The lands will be thrown open In ac-

cordance with the terms of the presi-
dent's proclamation, and under the law

that proclamation cannot be issued until
the 6th of next August.

SAYS REBELS ARE BONE

DISPATCH FROM BOGATA.
"WASHINGTON, April 19.—The Colom-

bian minister, Dr. Martinez Silvela, has
received a cable dispatch from Bogota,
saying that the government authoritits
have the situation completely in hand,
peace and quiet being restored at all im-
portant points and the revolutionists be-
ing scattered to the wild interior rgions.

It adds that the extensive river com-
merce has been resumed and that the ex-
ports of coffee and sugar are being re-
vived m a most satisfactory extent.

Vnited States Minister Hart, at Bogota,
has transmitted to the state department
a translation of a decree of the Colom.
bian executive exempting from import
duties on a number of food products.
The decree states:

"The following articles are declared
exempt from import duties in the custom
house of the republic during the continu-
ance of the present disturbed condition
of public order and during sixty days
more: Sweet potatoes, potatoes, onions,
garlic, rice, corn, peas, lentils, beans,
sugar, wheat, flour, lard, butter and all
kinds of vegetables, grains and garden
stuffs imported in their natural state an:l
without any preparation whatever. The
decree took effect March 5.

COLOMBIAN MINISTER'S LATEST

CONTROL OF BURLINGTON
BELIEVED DETAILS OP CHANGE

ARE PRACTICALLY COMPLETED.
NEW YORK, April 19.—At the office of

J. P. Morgan & Co. today it was stated
that there was no official announcement
to be made concerning the control of
the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy rail-
road by the Great Northern and Northe n
Pacific interests. In financial circles the
belief prevailed that the important de-
tails of this scheme were settled on
Thursday, when Robert Macon and
Charles . Steele, of the Morgan firm,
were in Boston. Air.ing?ments for
financing the change of control have not
yet been completed. This plan involves
an outlay of many million dollars and
the underwriting syndicate will include
the Chase National bank, the Firs: Na-
tional bank, Kuehn, Loeb & Co. and Kid-
der, Peabody & Co., of Boston.

LONDON, April 19.—The Spectator to-
morrow will discuss "The Continent and
America,' taking as a text a portion of
an interview with Admiral Count Cane-
varo at Toulon, which the Spectator be-
lieves has not attracted the attention it
deserves.

Admiral Canevaro in concluding his
utterances regarding the triple and dual
alliances having given Europe thirty
years of peace, said:

"This fact would, perhaps, lead
European nations to consider the possi-
bility and necessity of uniting against
America, Africa and Asia, as the future
of civilization will require them to do
so."

The Spectator does not consider this
the rash outburst of the "man-in-the^
street" on the part of Admiral Canevaro
who has been Italian minister of foreign

affairs.
'His utterances," the Spectator will

say, "corresponds exactly with those on
the part of Count Golouchowsky (Aus-
trian-Hungarian foreign minister) and
with all the recent trend of affairs. The
annoyance of tb^e continent with Ameri-
ca which is very deep is based upon
three reasons, the first being the dread
or rather the conviction thait compe-
tition with America Is nearly impossible,
her wealth and energy being too great.
Both are employed, the continent thinks,
to monopolize trade and so to control in
the end all the wealth, of the world, an
idea not without advocates even among
ourselves."

AMERICA HATED AND FEARED.
The Spectator mentions the giant trus?s

and protection and refers to the Ameri-
cans as "not scrupling: to commence
quick and severe reprisals if European
government force them off with tariffs."

"The second reason," the article will
say, "is that Americans are sadly in
the way in Asia. The whole action of
the Washington government in the Chi-
nese muddle points to the conclusion
that although the Americans itook the
Philippines they are not willing to see
any but native powers in control of the'
rich countries of Asia.

"The third reason is America's atti-
tude in South America. She will neither
take lit. nor let anybody else.

"The total result is a bitter dislike ot
America mixed with dread. Our efforts
are only to awaken the Americans from
an illusion to induce them to increase
their fleet and to persuade them to think
steadily out what they are doing. They
may rely upon it that the continent will
lose nothing by want of planning and
that when the animosity against Ameri-
ca, of which Admiral Canevaro talks
is transmulted into facts it will fall
heartily and hard."

Mr. White is here on
his annual visit to this country and will
return to England next month. He has
taken a great interest in the case of Mrs.
Maybrick.

"The worst thing that could happen for
Mrs. Maybrick is for gone one to renew
the agitation of her case in this coun-
try. Her eventual freedom may be de-
layed by the agitation over here, he said.
"The revival of the talk has led to abus-
ive letters being sent to the English au-
thorities by people in this country. Even
Queen Victoria was the recipient of sev-
eral letters from enthusiasts in Mrs.
Maybrick's cause. I have been working
on the case ever since Mrs. Maybriok
was sent to prison and at every oppor-
tunity to do something for the unfor-
tunate woman, I have exerted myself
with every home secretary in the Britffih
cabinet. I have no means of knowing
what King Edward will do, but I do not
believe he will interfere in 'the case. The
late queen made it a strict rule to have
nothing to do vwith capital cases. Mrs.
Maybrick is in the Aylesbury prison and
is kindly treated. 1 hear indirectly from
her twice a week. Her health Is not seri-
ously affected, although she has not been
in the best of health. She is fairly cheer-
ful and has a good prison record."

NEW TROOPS TO BE SENT OUT

ResrimeiiitiM .Vow Being? o<rKa.nlzed In

United States Will Be Shipped

to Miainiilu. as Rapidly .

WASHINGTON!, Aprlf 19.—Adjt. Gen.
Corbin authorizes the statement that no
material changes will be made in the
army in the Philippines until after the
war department has heard from Gen.
Chaffee on the subject. In accordance
\u25a0with the orders previously issued Gen.
Chaffee will relieve Gen. MacArthur of
the command of the military forces in
the Philippines on June O, and the pres-
ent expectation is that a general civil
government will be established In the
archipelago about that time. Gen. Cor-
bin says that recent developments in the
Philippines have caused no change in the
general plans of the department for the
dispatch of regular troops from the
United States to replace the volunteers
ordered home for discharge before July 1
next. Gen. Corbin gives an emphatic de-
nial to the published reports that Gen.
MacArthur has been instructed to re-
duce the army immediately to 40,000 men.

TROOPS TO BE RELIEVED.
With a view to relieving all the regular

troops who have had a long period of
service in the Philippines the secretary
of war has decided to replace them as

, rapidly as circumstances will permit
with the new regiments now in course oforganization in this country. A plan has
been adopted by which troops will begiven one year's service in the United
States and two years in the Philippines.
Its operation will result in each regi-
ment always having one battalion in re-
serve in the United States.

The regular troops In the Philippines
will be brought home gradually, and the
movement will begin as soon as the nec-
essary arrangements can be perfected.
The troops having the longest service in
the tropics will be the first to return to
the United States.

TORPEDO BOATS FRAGILE.

Another One Breaks Down on Her |
Trial Trip.

WASHING-TON, April 19.—Like almost
every one of the torpedo boats recently
added to the navy, the Little Goldstoor-
ough, which promised so well, has come
to grief on her final trial. A telegram
received at the navy department from
Lieutenant Commander Peters, the prin-
cipal trial officer, dated Seattle, Wash.,
yesterday, reads:

"Second final trial GildsbDrough Inter-
rupted today by the 'breaking of the port
low-pressure eccentric rod, forty-six min-
utes after starting. Probably not less
than ten days will be required to re-
fit."

A later dispatch announces that tha
break was due to a defect in material.

BERLIN, April 19.-^ dispatch to theCologne Gazette from Pekin, ,Vcd April
18, says that three companies of theSecond Eaet Asiatic reg ment command-
ed by Maj. MueWenfels, and all but 4COmen of the gaa-rison at Pao Ting Fu,
marched April 17, under the commandof Generals yon Loessel and Ketteler, to
the Huai Lv passes in order to attack the
Chinese general, Liu.
It was asserted by a high German offi-

cial today that the German government
does not expect the expedition against
Gen. Liv to lead to an engagement, in- -
asmuch as he will hardly stand h'sground. The expedition is more in the
nature of a threat. A military contribu-
tor to the Berliner Tageblatt expresses
the same opinion, pointing out that inthis instance, as in the case of the Pao
Ting Fu expeditions months ago, prema-
ture publications by the British and
American press will enable the Chlnef-e
government, "which profits by the excel-
lent news purveying system of the Chi-
nese, fed by every Chinese diplomat
abroad," to retire beyond the reach of
the allied expedition before its arrival.
This writer asserts that "such premature
publications have done immense damage
to the cause of the allies in China en
various occasions."

LI HL'NG WANTS PEIATE.
PEKIN, Thursday, April 18.—Tn conse-quence of strong representations to the

Chinese government an imperial decree,
dated Tuesday, April 16, has been issued
ordering the Chinese troops at Howai Lv
to immediately remove outside the gr. at
wall.

The Chinese troops, whose withdrawal
outside of the great wail has been order-
ed by imperial decree, are underst od
to be the force which a German and
French expedition were preparing to at-
tack.

Huai Lv has been located in the cable
dispatches as south-west of Pao Ting
Pu. The Chinese occupied a position
within the limits of territory which the
military representatives of the powers
had decreed as being under their pro-
tection.

REPORTS CONFLICT.
NEW YORK, Ap.rU 19.-A uispat.h to

the Herald from Pekin says:
Gen. Loessrel, commanding the German

troops in China, has started for Pa»
Ting Fu with 1,000 additional men. He
was accompanied by tihe French com-
mander, Gen. Bellloud. The Ftranco-
German forces available for the expedi-
tion number 8,000 men. The greatest se-
crecy is maintained as to the object of
these military preparations, but it is be-
lieved that it Is proposed to take pos-
session of another of the. Ansoling passe 3
into Shan Si, where Chinese troops are
reported. Members of the diplomatic
corps without exception are mystified and
manifest considerable apprehension at
this revival of military activity.

Viceroy Li Hung Chang sent a courier
to Gen. Liv, commanding the troops in
the Shan Si passes, calling upon him to
avoid a meeting if necessary by retiring
from his position, which is Incontestably
Chinese; but the viceroy is not confi-
dent that the general will obey orders
unless sanction comes from S"han Fu,
which he is endeavoring to se?ure.

There is apparently no military or po-
litical reason for this advance.

LONDON. April 19.—A dispatch from
Paris says that in consequence of the
imperial decree ordering the Chinese
troops to leave the territory considered
under the protection of the allied forces,
the French-German expedition has bten
abandoned.

France will shortly withdraw IC.OOO
troops from China.

SCHWARZKOPF'S FUNERAL.
PEKIN, April 19.—Gep. Chaffee called

upon Field Marshal yon Waldersee and
\u2666 xpressed his deep sympathy with the
latter in the death of Gen. Schwarzkopf
and the destruction of the -German head-
quarters by fire. Gen. Chaffee offered
to aid Field Marshal yon W^ldersee in
any way possible. The field marshal is
in good health.

The remains of Gen. Schwarzkopf have
been recovered and his funeral will be
held tomorrow. Gen. Chaffee, with offi-
cers of his staff and a troop of Amer-
ican cavalry, will attend the funeral in
behalf of the United States. Other for-
eign powers here will also render similar
honors.

• FRANCE'S LITTLK BILL.
PARIS. April 19.—The officials of the

French foreign office say that the French
claim for indemnity amounts to £OC,OQiOOO
francs. An official dispatch from Pekin
says that Lieut Col. Marchand was the
first to render help at the fire which
destroyed the headquarters of Fir-Id Mar-
shall yon Waldersee, thus confirm ng
previous dispatches on the same subject.
He directed the operations to extinguish
the conflagration.

JAPAN AGATNST RUSSIA.
LONDON, April 20.—There are strong?
