RAIN AND SNOW IN THE OHIO

P image Near Pittsburg Aggregates
$3,000,000---Traffic East of

Cleveland Delayed.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, April 21.—The Ohio river
reached forty-five feet tonight and will pass the'danger
line of fifty feet here before midnight. Reports from
up the river are of great distress, owing to snow, flood
and cold weather. Rain and snow have alternated
here all day. The worst condition in the Ohio valley
is now impending. — ---- -

PITTSBURG, Pa., April Pittsburg
and Allegheny are slowly emerging from
the murky flood. At 8 p. m. the rivers
were receding nearly a foot an hour.
The highest point reached at Davis isl-
and dam was 25.8 feet at 3 a. m., which
means 28 feet at the junction of the Alle-
gheny and Monongahela rivers. The wa-
ter remained stationary until about -3
p. in., when it. began to fall. Conserva-
tive estimates of the total damage in
this district are between $2,000,000 and
$3,000,000. Fifty thousand workers are
suffering from enforced idleness.

While there have been greater floods
at this point, there was never one that
caused so much financial loss and dis-
comfort. This was due to the dense pop-
ulation caused by the rapid growth of
the two cities and to the fact that all
the manufacturing plants on the river
banks were in active operation, most of
them working night and day, until the
rising water put out the firefc and drove
the workers to higher ground.

RAILROADS SUFFER.
The loss to the railroads entering Pitts-

burg from flood, landslides, wrecked
bridges, heavy snow and the interference
with traffic is roughly estimated at $1,-
--000,000. o:'.'\u25a0.-;..-

On the Fort Wayne the worst trouble
was a snow blockade between Salem and
Masslllon, O. This began Saturday
morning and tied up the road in twenty-
four he-urs. At 9 o'clock this morning
the track was cleared and trains began
moving. The same trouble kept the
Cleveland trains on the Pittsburg &
Lake Erie late, five trains having been
blockaded at Windom, near Leaviltsburg,
for twenty-five hours. This snow fall did
pot extend east of Newcastle, but at
Youngstown, 0., it was two feet deep,
and the drifts in the cuts north of that
city were up to the locomotive head-
lights. The wreck of an Erie train block-
ed the road, so that deep drifts were un-
disturbed. Water was two feet deep on
the Erie tracks at Sawmill Run, bat
trains got tfirough.

Big landslides occurred on the Pitts-
burg & Lake Erie, the Baltimore & Ohio
at Soho. on the Pan Handle, on the south
side; the Bessemer at several points, and
the Allegheny Valley, near Franklin,
Pa. The slide at Soho was 120 feet long,
and it required fourteen hours' work to
clear one track. Through east-bound
trains were loaded at Thirty-third street,
passengers being transferred by street

SERIOUS LANDSLIDES.
At Skobo, between Monaca and Ali-

quippa, the Lake Erie received its most
Serious landslide. One hundred feet of
the west-bound.^ track was carried' fifty
feet down the steep bank, the whole face
of the bank slipping down into the river.
On the lines .of the Pennsylvania and
Baltimore & Ohio, .to Wheeling, great
damage "is.reported, and both lines were
tied up for several hours. Five miles of
the Pittsburg, Bessemer & Lake Erie
tracks were either under water or mud.
The bank was . continually sliding . down
onto the tracks, and a large force of men
could not keep them clear.

STORMBOUND CLEVELAND
ENVELOPED IN DENSE FOG.

' Nearly All Telegraph and Telephone

Lines Prostrated and Streets

% Blocked With. Snow.

.CLEVELAND, 0., April 21.—The fierce
St^m.of wind and snow that swept over

this city and Northern v Ohio ; throughout
yesterday and last night gradually sub-
sided today. It was followed. tonight by
a fog so dense that it was almost im-
possible to see from one side of a street
to the other. ...... .- i r

Notwithstanding the heroic efforts of
the telegraph and telephone companies
to repair their prostrated lines there has,
thus far, been little improvement in the
service. Not a single wire was working
on any direct route between this city and
Buffalo, or Pittsburg, tonight. Through-
out the day big gangs of men have been
at work on the various lines resetting
poles and stringing wires. Every avail-
able man has been pressed into service
by the several companies, and while the
repair work is progressing rapidly it will
be perhaps several days before direct
communication with points east of Cleve-
land Is fully re-established.

Trains on practically all roads entering
the city continue to arrive from one to
three hours behind schedule time. This
is especially true in regard to the lines
from the East. The fact that there are
no wires to facilitate the movement of
trains Is responsible to a large extent
for the delay in traffic. :r>~;v-

A number of the suburban electric lines
running east and south from the city
are still tied up and will likely remain
so for many hours to come. :•

Traffic on the city street car lines con-
tinue to be badly crippled all day as a
result of the deep snow and slush on the
tracks. So heavy is the snow and slush
in many places that the most powerful
sweepers become stalled in it.

A large section of the city is still cut
off from communication by wire with fire
headquarters. '. Scores of fire alarm boxesare out of service, and seven fire de-partment stations are without telegraph
or telephone communication as a resultof the general prostration of wires.

ALL TRAFFIC EAST
HAS BEEN BELAYED.

Large quantifiers
of perishable produce was stored in the
cellars along this street and much of it
was destroyed by the water, which, in
many instances, was waist: deep.. In
several of the fashionable houses where
there are no cellars, the water came
above the flooring, and office. furniture
could be seen floating around the stores
on the ground floor.

ZONE OF RUIN REACHES
TWO HUNDRED MILE§

A Remarkable Feature of the Storm
Is That lint Few Fatalities

Have Been Reported.

PITTSBURG, April 21.— most wide-
spread and destructive storm, from a
material standpoint of view, has passed.
It has left a zone of ruin two hundred
miles in diameter. It was unusual In
that it possessed so many different feat*
ures. Cities seventy miles from Pitta-
burg were tied up by one of the worst
snow storms ever known. While the
snow-fall was from eighteen inches "to
three feet deep, which is not extraordi-
nary, the snow was so wet that it clung
in weighty masses to shade and fruit
trees and electric wires and poles, bear-
ing them to the earth.

will run off faster " than the snow can
melt, yet here traffic was practically sus-
pended. Water over-flowed . and washed
out railroad tracks, and hillsides came
down and burried the rails. " In addition,
nearly , every town on the Ohio river
between Pittsburg and Wheeling, Is in
darkness tonight. Electric light plants
or their wires are damaged, and the gas
in the mains is generally turned off.
In previous. floods this precaution was
not taken, and the result was explosions
with loss of life and property. The gas
companies" will wait until the waters
toubside sufficiently to permit an in-
spection of the pipes and to repair any
leaks. So half a million or more people
are tonight groping in what appears to
them the blackest darkness compared
with years of cheap and brilliant illum-
ination. '

A remarkable feature of the storm is
that few fatalities directly attributable
to this cause have been reported. A rail,
roader caught in a wreck, caused by a
landslide, and the death of an old
woman from shock, are the only ones
known so far. There may be others,

but as communication is cut off from
many populous places, It will be the end
of the week before the total can be
footed up. 'vVj

The money loss is just as difficult to
foot up. It may reach $3,000,000.. The
railroads think they have lost $l,fW),000.

The loss of wages to the army of workers

in manufacturing plants up and down
the river mount up to $500,000, and the
repairs to plants will be a large sum.
The damage to stores,, stocks, residences,
and furniture in Pittsburg, Allegheny,

and towns and cities dewn the Ohio will
probably reach $500,000. The telegraph
companies have suffered severely, but
cannot yet compute their losses.

In addition there is the enormous in-

direct damage caused by the almost com-
plete suspension of trade. '\u25a0;, , What that
amounts to no one can determine exact-
ly, and estimates simply reflect, the con-
servative radical character of the com-

puter.

Not Thought That the Present Flood
"Will Prove as Serious aa That

,-..0f February, 1884.

CINCINNATI, 0., April There has
been more alarm throughout the" Ohio
valley today on account of the floods
than at any period since Feburary, 1884,
when the Ohio river reached its highest
stage of seventy-one feet and nine inch-
es in this city. Most of the inhabitants
of the valley spent the night in anticipa-

tion of the worst flood ever known in the
valley, as they will not know until to-
morrow the water has begun falling at
Pittsburg. . Until the news reached the
river men here tonight, it was feared that
the record of 1884 might be broken, but
now it is generally believed that the river
will not exceed the floods of February,
1897, and of March, 1898, when it reached
sixty-ope feet at Cincinnati. The present

flood is the worst. that has ever been
known so late in the spring. ;

Owing to the general prostration of
telegraph and telephone wires it is im-
possible to hear from many points." The
trains are late on all the railroads and
some trains that were due last night
from the east nave not yet arrived. It
is generally conceded-that the fruit crop
throughout the Ohio valley is gone and
the damage to crops is very great.

THE CITY OF WHEELING

IS ENTIRELY CUT OFF.

Cincinnati Liners, but Do
No Damage.

Residents Along the River Fire on

WHEELING, W. Va., April 21.—At 4
p. m. the river is forty-one feet, four in-
ches, and rising two Inches an hour.
The top notch is expected in an hour or
two with less than forty-two feet. This
stage shuts Wheeling entirely out of
outside communication by rail, and only
the big Cincinnati liners are able to
run now, and irate residents along the
river banks, are firing frequently at the
boats because the swell from them is
washing the foundations away from their
houses. Tonight a Wheeling island man
fired at the packet Keystone state, and
at a . passing tow "boat, but without
effect.'

The shot missed" the
crowd and struck /Blanchard,- who -was

; waiting for a street car.-: During the ex-
citement -; that' 3 followed, - half a dozen
negroes -secured revolvers and shotguns
and .began \u25a0 firing promiscuously. Deputy
Marshal : Davis came upon the "scene

and was greeted with-a volley from the
negroes, receiving a. wound' in the : hand.
Davis, with the aid of two officers, final-

Bank: Examiner and Said They ,'

Had Been Speculating? L

In Stock*.

VANCOUVER. Wash., April 21. -»
Charles Blown and E. L. Canby, presi-
dent and cashier, respectively, of the,
First National Bank of Vancouver, which,
was closed yesterday by the comptroller
of the currency, committed suicide las?
night, two miles from this city, by shoot-
ing themselves with a revolver. Their
bodies were found this morning lying tow-
gether in a small clump of bushes about
one-half mile north of the Columbia
school, which Is situated on the out-
skirts of the town. They both used the
same weapon, and Canby evidently died
first, as the revolver was found in
Brown's hand. It is evident that Canby)
put the muzzle of the revolver. In his
mouth and then blew the top of his head!
off. Brown then took it and shot himself
in exactly the same way, -falling over,
Canby's body. .-_\u25a0'"; 'I":-".- :'

The fact that Brown's bicycle and an,
umbrella belonging to Canby were found
a short distance out of town last night
led- to the belief that the two bank ofll-.,
cials had taken their lives. Early this
morning a searching party started out, j
and after several hours' hunt the bodies
were found in the clump of bushes.

TRIED IT BEFORE.
Friday evening Canby, upon being told

by Bank Examiner J. W. Maxwell that'
the bank would not be permitted to open JSaturday, went out 'in the yard behind
the bank and attempted to shoot him- 'self. His revolver failed to explode, al-
though all five chambers were loaded. !
After failing to shoot himself Canby i
came back -into the bank and he and:
President Brown left together later, tak-
ing his revolver. When Examiner Max-
well confronted the bank officials with
the shortage of $81,000 which he had dis-
covered, both men admitted - their guilt.
It is said that both Brown and Canby!
had been speculating in stocks. Besides
Brown's body there was found a package'
containing $25 and a note, saying that;
the money belonged to his daughters
Upon Canby's body the following brief
note was found: - •:

"My Dear Wife— ;. feel what I am
about s

to;do ; Is, for the best. Forgive ma
if you can", and-try to live for our \u25a0 dear
children. .. God. bless you all. . Good by*.

Brown, who was fifty-four years of
age, lived in Vancouver since 1562. His
father was the first receiver. of the Van-
couver land office. He has served as au- f
ditor of Clark county, is married and has
a family. ; His connection with the bank'
as Its president dated back ten years. ,' '

Cai.by was fifty-two years old, and
was well connected. His wife was Miss
Frances Burns-ide, daughter of an .Ore-gon pioneer. He has a brother who is a
paymaster in the United . States army,
Another brother committed suicide by \
jumping off the wharf at Vancouver sev-
eral years ago. W.^", \u25a0'-'.. .'

While Bank Examiner • Maxwell, who
is now In charge as receiver, has made
no official statement, it is known that
the bank has loaned a large sum of,
money on insufficient security. Accord- j
ing to his report to the comptroller of
the currency, there is a shortage of $81,000
in the bank's accounts, and it Is under- I
stood that a considerable portion of this
amount was loaned to Brown and Canby
en their personal. notes. About a yea*
ago the bank reduced its capital stock
from $100,000 to $60,000. At that time
about one-half of the s^-called bad as-
sets' was "charged off" and has-been
carried as an asset since that time. '

. COD. JOSLYN SUFFERS.
The heaviest stockholder is Col. Ste-'

phen P. Joslyn, of the regular army, a
member of Gen. Shaffer's staff.'.. Col.
Joslyn is stationed at San Francisco.
His post \u25a0 was Vancouver when the bank
organized in 1883, and ever since that
time he has been the heaviest stock-
holder. -r^°" ':'<-;• -^Z-

According to the last statement, issued
in February, the bank deposits amounted
to about $230,000. ;

From the condition of the bodies and
other circumstances it is almost certain
that the suicides occurred between 7 and
8 o'clock Friday evening. Two- pistol
shots, coming from the direction where
the 'bodies were found, were heard at
that hoar by L. B. Rand, who lives a
quarter of a mile distant Following the
arrival of United States District Attorney
Wilson R. Gay -last night, a warrant
was Issued by Judge Mailer, of the super-
ior court, charging Brown and Canby
with the embezzlement of . $10,%0 of the
funds of the bank on Jan. 18. 1901. 'The
complaint contains four charges of em-
\u25a0^fizlement and misapplication of 'the'
funds of the bank and Issuing false re-
ports of the tank's condition to the con-
troller of the currency. Bank Examiner
Maxwell, who has been installed-by the
controller as temporary receiver of the
bank, still;refuses to give out any state-
ment of' the affairs of the bank. \ Both
Brown and Canby, wlhen" confronted Fri-
day by Maxwell with false entiries in the
books, made a full confession, Canby re-
marking: -

"Well, you have caught me this time.

PULLED HIS GUN.
Then, picking up a pistol frcm the

counter, he remarked as he held themua-
zle toward his head, "this Is. the only
sure way I see out of the difficulty."

: Maxwell remonstrated with him against
his apparent suicidal Intent, when Can-
by lowered the weapon and left the room
by ; the rear door. It Is believed " that
while outside, he attempted 'to Mil him-
self^ as on returning he. threw down' the
pistol, remarking: "The gun Is no good
and will not go off." '

In answer to an inquiry from Maxwell
if he was -implicated. in the 'orimlnal en-
try. Brown replied: "Yes, -I am equally
