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CITY IS GREATEST CENTER FOR
RAISING MUSHROOMS IN
COUNTRY

GROWN ALL YEAR ROUND

Caves Along the Bluffs Make Admir-
able Places in Which to
Rear the Edible

St. Paul is-the-best place in the world
to raise mushrooms, and something like
1,060 pounds are now being shipped
annually to Duluth, Kansas City, Chi.
cago and St. Louis, Very few people
in the city are aware of this, for the
industry is yet in its Infancy, though it
is growing rapidly. A banquet cannot
take place in any of the leading hotels
of the ecity without mushrooms. They
are indispensible, while ten years ago
it was rarely that their use was heard
of, . -
Louis F. Lambert, now of the Minne-
sota Mushrdomh CO0., started@ the-industry
here in 18%, and from the small begin-
ning of 100 pounds a year he
now claims a total producgtion of 30,000
pounds, The company raises the fungl
in the vacant ‘caveson-the West Side
near the High bridge, in the old caves of
the Hamm Brewing coiipafy near Day-
ton’s Kluff, .and in_the caves of Ban-
holzer’s brewery near the Omaha shops,
The general impression is that a mush-
room springs up to full growth in a day,
then dies to make room"for another,
According to Mr. Lambert, however, Lhe
mushrooms that is the best for eating
takes over--th#ee..months..in growing.
Soil in which mushrooms are to be
grown is prepared just like a hot bed,
and covered with a couple of inches of
rich heavy loam.  The spawn is planted
before the loam is laid on. There is
much poor spawn in the market, and it
is difticult to distinguish between the
good and t_ge)‘)‘a.d and beginners in the

FIRST OF THE SEASON

STEAMER EDWARD DOUGLAS PASS-
ES THROUGH DRAWBRIDGE.

Navigation on the Upper Misslssippi as
far as the stretch of water between St.
Paul and Minneapolis is concerned, was
practically resymed at 6 o'clock last even-
ing, when the Great Western drawbridge
opened to admit the steamer Edward
Douglas, bound from the lower river to
the Minneapolis log booms with a barge
of tie binders and two barges of hard-
wood tie pins.

When the boat came in sight, the call
for the cpening of the draw was sounded,
but the engineer, evidently deep in a
Rip Van Winkle slumber, falled to re-
spond, and the deep sonorous blasts from
the boat's whistle awakened the echoes
no less than three times before the pon-
derous draw slipped from its mooring
and straightened its length out over tke
stream. As the boat neared the draw,
which failed to open, a halt was made
opposite the Diamond Jo dock, and a
boat was sent ashore to find out the
trouble. By this time the engineer had
reachcd the scene, and, pulling the lever,
removed the obstruction.

Last Thursday the pleasure steamcy
Tora was the first craft io plow the wa-
ters in this vicinity aftcr their long siege
with the ice king, but the Douglas is the
first craft to demand the opening of the
draw. The fleet now at Stillwater 1is
expected in a'few days. Two days ago
considerable ice was reported in Lake
Pepin, and in several instances boats up
from the lower river were compelled to
take to the shore to avoid ice floes. The
lake is now practically clear.

Mushrooms- thrivier best in & téemperature
of 60 degrees, though they will grow at
a much lower temperature. After ihe
spawn is planted there is a wait of three
months before the -fungi appears, and
then for the succeeding threementhsthey
can be used. After this the ground must
be plowed over again and prepared for
the new crop as before.

Mushrooms are raised in St. Paul all
the year round, and-  scarcely a day
goes by but some of the large hotels
here order from twenty to thirty pounds.
They bring from 40 to 50 cents a pound
here and in Chicago, and the other cities
as high as 60 or 70 cents can be obtain-
ed. In Chicago mushrooms are raised
only in the green houses in the winter
time. The winter crop will soon be gona
now, and then the price will go up to
the top notch. It is mnot practicable to
ship them farther than §t. Louis, be
cause tley must be kept on ice and tle
freightage must be paid on this. This
winter Mr. Lambert used forty tons of
coal to heat some of the caves where he
is raising the mushrooms, He has warm
water pipes running all around the
caves,

There are two or three other concerns
now raising mushrooms in the city,
but the men connected with these once
worked under the direction of Mr. Lam-
bert, and their firms are practically small
ofishots of his, They do not sell their
crops here, but in the -outside towns.

600D WHEAT PROSPECTS

GROUND IN EXCELLENT CONDITION
FOR SEEDING OPERATIONS,

The Van Dusen-Harrington company.
of Minneapolis, has issued its first crop
report of the season, which is compiled
from 1eports received by elevator com-
panies whose interests cover Minnesota,
the Dakotas and Northern Iowa. The re-
port follows:

Northern Towa and Southsrn Minne-
sota—Seventy-five per cent of the wheat
acreage has been sown. The seed was
well selected and the ground in good
condition when seeded. Rains and snow
flurries during the past week have in-
terfered with seeding. 'There will be an
iricrease In the wheat acreage in this dis-
trict, estimated from 5 to 10 per cent,
and there is estimated for corn and flax
an increase of about 10 per cent each.
Without further storms the seeding
through the distriet mentioned will bo
finished by the 27th inst.

Central Minnesota and Northern Half
of South Dakota—About half the wheat
acreage SOWI. The sced was well se-
lected and the ground in good condition.
Seeding has heen at a standstill, how-
ever, for four or five days, due to the
celd, wet weather, and the conditions
now are quite favorable to the resump-
tion of work. Three or four davs of
warm weather without rain or snow ig
required.

Northern Minnesota and North Dakota
-—The wheat acreage seeded here is esti-
mated at from 10 to 25 per cent of thé
grcund to be sown. The seed, while
well selected and generally tested, wiill
rot be equal to that generally sown in
this district. ‘The ground is wet and
cold, and seeding will not go forward
until we have several warm, dry days.

Without .delay - the..child was removed,
the house fumigated and quarantined and
the colony rounded. up for the customary
scratching of arms and the application
of vaccine virus.

While a confluent case, and one of the
most virulent the officlals of the health
department have tackeled so far, yet
nothing serious is apprehended, as ‘the
department took pains some time ago to
thoroughly inoculate the levee colonies.

REV. DR. HUBERT LECTURES ON
CONDITION OF NEGRO IN
SOUTH

EDUCATION THEIR ONLY HOPE

President Knows of the Wrongs

Endured by Black Men,
but Does Noth-
ing.
Rev. Philip Aklis Hubert, firancial
secretary of the Welberforce (colored)
university, Ohio, whose fecture, ‘“The

Light Turned On,” gave him national
féme as a colored orator, occupied the
pulpit at the Clinton Avenue M. K.
church last evening, his remarks being
dlrectgd at enlisting sympathy for the
colored people of the South and help in
enlarging their sphere of usefulness. Dr.
Hubert is a ldarned speaker and has a
grace of delivery that enables him to
give pathetic utterance to the wrongsy
that the colered race have suffered.

His parents and ancestors were helil in
bondage, and he told of the life of the
negro as led under the lash and the in-

-dignities that are even now heaped on his

people because of their color. With al

-his faults, Dr. Hubert held, the negro

of the South is today susceptible to better
things, and if only g.ven a chance will
redeem himself, and at no distant date
show that he is worthy of the help g ven
by Lis white brother. >

To the statement that the race
is decreasing in pepulation he quoted from
the latest census, which shows over
12,000,000 colored people in the United
States, against a fraction of that number
at the close of the Civil war.

The lecturer was particularly yehement
in his denunciation of the ind'gnities
heaped upon the black man in the South,
which he said made the very biood boil
and the heart grow sick. He deplored
his people were as a rule the sufferers,
their doom being pronounced by a mob
always more guilty of crime than the
poor wretch they were prerarng to send
before his maker.

Dr. Hubert gave a rather overdrawn
picture of the black man as he is being
treated by the people of the South today,
and contended that God would avenge
their wrongs at no distant date. It was
the illiterate that suffered thus, he said,
and their only salvation was education.
It was their only hope, and when the
world recognized this, the co6lored race
would receive that equality which has
long been denied them. This conditicn of
affairs could only be brought about, he
said, by an industrial education. What
the black man wants is an education that
will enable him to herp himself.

Congress, for tts fallure to prevent the
South and stop the black man from be-

1 ing made the central figure in lynchings

the terrible burnings, in which oftentimes
he was:an innocent victim, came in for
a castigation from the speaker. He also
rebuked the membenrs for their irreverence
in smoking and chatting while the chap-
lain was engaged in prayer.

“President McKinley knows what my
people are suffering,” said the speaker.
“I have talked to him time -and again
about their being sheti down and killed
in cold blood by the people of the South,
but he can' do nothing. He would say
to me, ‘Doctor, God will protect your peo-
ple; He will assist you.'

“When Theodore Roosevelt was - in
trouble in New York he asked me to help
him, and T did: I always help my white
friends because lots of them help me.”

In concluding his remarks Dr. Hubert
asked for assistance in educating his
people and spoke of the* university with

which he was connected. "It Is doing a |

grand work and furnishing an industrial
education that is reclalming the negro
race from illiteracy.

CANADIAN HALF-DIMES.

Standard Weight Used by Tea Bro-
kers in Sampling Tea.
Canadian 5-cent silver pieces are In
great demand in the tea trade, a_nd peo-
ple who have some of these coins can,
if they want to, easily dispose of them

at any tea broker’s office. X

A New York Sun reporter who visited
the ofiice of a tea merchant recently was
surprised to see one of these coins lying
in one of the scales in which tea 1s
weighed when a sample is to be tasted.
He picked the coin up and examined i.
The manager quietly remarkKed: °

“I hope you won't take that for a
pocket plece. We have quite a lot of
difficulty in getting those coins and keep-
ing them.

“What are they used for?" asked the
reporter.

“A Canadian 5-cent silver plece is the
standard weight in the tea trade in this
country for weighing tea sufficient to
make one cup. Where the custom orig-
inated I don’t know, but when we make
a sample cup of tea we just take enough
to balance this coin in the secales,

“We have lots of trouble in keeping
them. Every one who comes in looks at
the coins and probably not realizing what
we use them for takes one away.

“Some of the brokers use a picce of lead
of just that weight instead, but the
weight of a piece of lead may be ques-
tioned when the tea is weighed. Others
stick a pilece of paper on each side of
the coin to disguise it.

It is one of the old trade customs,.@nd
I suppose will last as long as tea Is
bought and sold.”

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EMPLOYERS. REFUSE UNION’S DE-
MAND FOR INCREASED
' WAGES

CARPENTERS STANDING FIRM

Woodworkers Have Not Reached an
Understanding With Their Em-
prloyers and May Strike
May 1.

‘Labor troubles in Minneapolis have
been ‘still '‘further augmented by a
disagreement between the stonecutters
and thelr employers, which has resulted
in -a lockout for the former. The urion
has made a demand for 50 cents an hour,
instead of 45 cents paid last year, which
has been refused. Formerly the stone-

ule, but during the period of financial de-
pression they agreed to_reduce the price
to 46 cents, providing that after “good
had_ returped the old schedule
would be resumed. The stonecutters con.
tend that the employers can well afford
to pay 60 cents an hour this year and em-
bodied a.demand. for that wage in the
contract for this season.

There is still no sign of weakening on
the part of either: the master builders or
the Building Trades council. The lockout
is still in force and promisés to be con-
tinued as rigidly as during thé week just
past. Both sides rested yesterday, and
Alexander’'s hall, which, during the last
week, was thronged with workingmen,
was practically deserted. The master
builders, who had been holding ‘one and
sometimes two or three sessions during
each day of last week, spent Sunday at
their homes.

A member of the Carpenters’ union de-
clared that the fight had reached a stage
where some action. ought to be taken to
bring it to an end. “I don’t say this,”
said"he, “because I think there is any
danger of the Bullding Trades council
being defeated if the lockout is continued
all summer. In fact, I belleve organized
labor can stand this sort of business just
if not longer, than the con-
tractors can. But it is a patent fact that
both sides are losing money. As a mat-
ter of good business policy it seems to
me that a settlement should be arranged
soon. The points cn which the two or-
ganizations disagree are immaterial,
