SERIOUS Fonm CHINA.
The Chinese situation assumes a

phase, as the result of the collision be-
tween the matives and British troops in
the vicinity of Shan Hai Kwan, which
be attended
China more serioas than any which have
thus far followed the recent Boxer out-
break.

It has never been rpossible 1o write
with complete intelligence on the Chi-
nese difficulty since the investment of
Pekin by the allied troops. FEverything
in the shape of news has plainly been
distorted or® colored to suit the ends of
the senders. The work of a newspaper
correspondent in China has been that of
an attache of the foreign office of the
country whose press he happened to rep-
rescnt. This has been, perhaps, less
the case with the American correspond-
ents than with the Europeans. But the
fuct does not admit of serious question,
tnat the published Chinese news has heen
from the outset enlored to answer the
political ends of the nations, rather than
to supply the intellizent reading publia
of the world with news.

There can be no reasonable doubt but
that Gen. Liu has taken arms against
the allies. How strong his force is,
or what his ultimate purpose may bhe,
it would be folly to attempt to seek
to discover, on the partial statements
that have been published thus far. Tha
continued absence of the emperor from
Pekin and the probable unwillingness of
the court to return to the capital, taken
in connection with the burning of the
winfer palace, will probably be found
to involve in a considerable degree the
true explanation of the great activity
which now prevails among the European
troopns.

The fact that it is the British troops
which were attacked will relieve the sit-
uation of much of the suspicion whicha
would have otherwise been attached to
it, that there is a concerted purpose c¢n
the part of the allies to bring
trouble.

Most of the events which have
transpired of late, as well as the under-
current visible in tha wording of the
press dispatches published in American
papers from one or other of the Euro-
pean capitals within the past month or
so, would seem to sustain such a vicw
of European conduct.

the hand of China in the last event as
have other of the European powers.
Whether the attack on the British

troops was made by mere robbers or by
an army under Gen. Liu will matter
much when the necessary amends come
to be made to England.

In any event there will be a full
indemnity demanded. Untfl there is
some evidence to warrant such a con-
clusien it would be unjust to assume
that the indemnity is likely to be util-
ized, as was done by Germany, to justi-
fy some further seizure of Chinese terri-
tory.

The events of the next few weeks in
China may safely be regarded as showing
more clearly than has been manifest for
some time past what are the immediate
purposes of the allies,

ANOTHER HIETMOVEMEXT.
There have been a good many so-called
Hill movements in Democratic politics
for the past twelve or sixteen yvears.

GAMBLING C-HlTl;Cll MEMBERS.

Of all the movements. arhong those
which are generally regarded as designed
for the social, moral or pelitical better-
ment of the people, none has been con-
ducted with more persistency than the
anti-gambling crusade. Even in New York
gambling has been driven out of sight;
and public gambling in that and most
other American cities is now almost out
of existence. 1t is truly a remarkable so-
cial phenomenon that while this condition
exists with reference to public gambling,
it has been found necessary to engage in
a distinetly moral crusade against private
gambling, now greatly prevalent among
church people of the highest social stand-
ing.

The anti-gambling crusade inaugurat:ad
by the leading ministers of New York
is no mere fad. It is set on foot to de-
stroy what is a grave social evil. The
discovery and exposure of the gambling
vice among the members of the fashion-
able*church congregations is due to one
of the great dailies of the metropolis. The
unanimity of sentiment which is seen to
prevail among the ministers concerninz
the wide extent of the evil among the
members of their congregations shows
how dangerous an evil is that which tiey
are now about to combat.

‘When gambling for money invades the
household, and is, as appears now to he
the case to some considerable extent,
practiced for the promotion of church
undertakings, it is rather a severe satire
on our public morality that so general |
sentiment of opposition to professional
gambling should prevail. The satire is
rather sharpened when it is reflected that
the classes among whem the gambling
habit is found prevalent have been excep-
tionally active of late in movements for
the social and moral betterment of the
poorer tenement population.

Were the leading ministers of New York
not go entirely unreserved in their recog-
nition of the great extent of the evil,
there might be some rvom for doubting
whether the matter is as serious as it iz
claimed. A good deal of harmless gam-
bling is and has always becn in prog-ess
among all classes of social lif>, and more
especially among those who make up the
bulk of the church congregations of ev-
ery city of the country. The euchre party
is an established social fastitution,
Euchre parties are usualy conducted for
prizes of one kind of another, the cost
of which is of course contributed by the
losing parties. Often, too, ladies of the
different congregations get up card par-
ties for the promotion of the financial
ends of the church, through the sale of
tickets and ctherwise.

Such gatherings as these are undersiood
to enjoy the approval of the church and
society alike. They ma:y have furnished
the origin of the prevailing gambling
craze among church people in New
York. Whether the practice is main-
tained for individual enrichment or for a
laudable purpose, socclal or religious, it
should be driven out of social life, or
else we should give up the pretense of
regarding public gambling as either a
moral or a social evil.*

For one reason, at least, “Prince Otto”
is a satisfactory play. It gives Otis
Skinner plenty of obportunity to maks
love and he can do it better, perhaps,
than any other actor on the American
stage.

charm about #t. It is an intangible
charm, however, and if one stops to
analyze it, he is sure to lose it.

Tut there can be no question about the
charm of Otis Skinner. It is tangible
enough, and it lies not so much in a
handsome face and fine physigque as in
the personality of the actor. That per-
sonality is so wholescmely winning, so
frank and fine that a much poorer part
than Prince Otto would be redeemed by
it. As for the play itselr, it is a tritle
slow in the first two acts, livelier in the
third, thrilling in ‘the fourth and idyllic
in th fth.
