KILLED BY THE ELECTRIC.

lioilyof John Hemphill Found Near
Stlllwu Irr Track.

STILLWATER, April 25.—(Specials-
John Hemphill, apparently thirty years of
age, was killed near Parrcnt's crossing,
a short distance west of the city limits,
by an interurban car Wednesday night,
and the body was not discovered until
after midnight, when the last car arrived
here. He was identified by means of a
card carried in his pocket, which directed
that T. H. Thomas, of Wheatland, Cal.,
be notified in case accident happened to
him. He also had a Y. M. C. A. card, is-
sued at Temple, Tex., and was apparent-
ly a railroad man, a large number of let-
ters of recommendation being found upon
his person from various railroads In the
South and West.
It is believed the man was struck by

the car leaving this city at 9:45 p. m.,
but the motorman claims that he didn'tsee him or know nothing about the acci-dent. One of Hemphill's shoes was found
a short distance from the track, where
he had apparently removed it, and offi-cers of the company are of the opinion
that he was intoxicated and laid downon the track in such a manner that thecar ran over his right leg. He was alsobadly injured about the head, the skullbeing crushed.

She informed Ward-
en Wolfer that she had co ne all the
way from Boise City, Mont., to ste Da-
vis, and that Davis was not a criminal,
but had pleaded guilty to crime, just so
that he could coma to the prison here to j
study the methods of management in
vogue there and to become thoroughly
acquainted with all conditions inside the
prison walls. She argued that Warden
Wolfer had the right to liberate Davis,
and this she wanted done at once, so
that Davis could assist her in getting i

out a scientific work treating upon the
management of penal institutions. Mr."
Wilfer noticed that the woman was
slightly deranged, but gave her no en-
couragement and she went away. He .
supposed that she had left the city, but
she returned frequently, and each time :
she became more persistent in Davis' be- j
half. She said that Davis was only one
of many members of a scientific party,
now doing time in prisons, and that all
were in prison under the same conditions |
that surrounded Davis.

SAUK RAPIDS, April 25.—(Special.)- !

Thr court house was invaded this after-noon by a party of gentlemen whose i
visit has been anticipated for some time.
The party was made up of John Folev, ]
George W. Martin and N. C. Hall of •
Foley, and Attorney J. D. Sullivan, of
St. Cloud. The visit was to County Au-
ditor A. E. Kasner. and to that officialthey presented a huge petition, asking \
that the county commissioners call a j
special election in Benton county for I
the purpose of voting on the preposition Jof moving the county seat from Sank i
Rapids to Foley. The petitioners claim !
that Foley is more centrally located and \u25a0

that for the county at large would be
more accessible. The petition bears the
signatures of 1,519 voters of Eenton
county. At the last election there were |
J.S2T votes cast, and the- law requires i
that the commissioners shall call a spe- i
cial election upon petition of 66 per cent
of the legal voters of the county. The
Foiey petition. It will te noticed, has
about 400 more names than is required.

Foley has made a strong bid for the
removal of the county seat from Sa-ik i
Rapids. The citizens have placed $15,010 ;
in the P.ank of Foley that is to be turn- i
ed over to the county commissioners
should the proposition of removal carry,
to be used for the construction of a I
new court house. In addition, a site will !
be donated, and the claim is made that \
the removal of the seat of government j
from Sauk Rapids to Foley will not cost j
the taxpayers a cent. The county com- i
missionerss are required to call an elec- j
tion within thirty days of the time of j
the filing of the petition, if it is found i
that the petition is legal and that the |
signers are voters of the county.

The residents of Sauk Rapids have
prepared a remonstrance and the work
of circulating it will begin tomorrow.
The fight promises to be an interesting
one. and the Sauk Rapids people feel
cojj£dent that even if the question goes
to a vote that the county seat will be
retained for this village.

A thousand men of the Ninth (colored)
cavalry and Forty-seventh regiment of
volunteer infantry are at present in Al-
bay.

There are no American schools and few
municipal governments. Although un-
settled the sentiment is strong for peace
and civil government.

Big-turnouts at the commission's ses-
sions in all the Luzon provinces are be-
ing organized.

INSURGENTS SURRENDER.
MANILA,April25.—Capt. James If. Mc-

Kae, with Companies G and F, of the
Third infantry, recently encountered a
force of insurgents near Norzagaray,
province of Bulacan, killed five of them
and captured twenty-five rifles. Soon af-
terwards Gen. Morres, with six men,
'.arae to N'orzagarc'y and surrendered.
Later Gen. Morales surrendered.

Many surrenders are expected before
May 1, when the limit of the amnesty
expires.

Commissary Sergeant John M. Eston
(charged with complicity in the commis-
sary frauds, whose trial ended April 35)
has been sentenced to be dishonorably
discharged and to two years' imprison-
ment.

The sentence of the other sergeants
end clerks similarly implicated will prob-
ably be greater.

Lieut. William Patterson, of the coast
artillery, formerly a Philadelphia lawyer,
is to be tried by court-martial for misap-
propriating the company funds.

WASHINGTON, April 25. — Copies of
general orders emanating from the divis-
ion of the Philippines contain the records
of court-martials of several Filipinos
charged with murder and arson. Prob-
ably of most interest was the trial of
three natives charged with the murder
of Private Eugene S. Anderson, Company
E, Sixteenth United States infancy.
Anderson and another soldier constituted
a guard for a transport that stop; ed
near the town of Cabagan Nuevo, and
Anderson went ashore to gather wood.
He was seen to enter a nearby copse with
two of the natives, who were afterwards
accused of his murder. He never return-
ed alive, and circumstantial evidence
showed that he was stabbed to death
with a poinard. The men, when they es-
corted the man to his doom, were con-
versing with him In a friendly manner
and apparently were altogether peaceably
disposed. They were sentenced to be
hanged, and Gen. MacArthur approved
the finding of the court.

Santiago de Chile—Gen. Korner, of tha
Chilean army, has received from the em-
peror of Germany the Order of the Prus-
sian Eagle first class. Gen. Korner is
chief of the general staff of the Chileanarmy and was the organizer of the mil-itary forces of Chile, He was a former
officer of the Prussian army.

Hartford. Conn.—A verbal agreement
has been reached whereby the Phoenix
Insurance company, of this city, will re-
insure the outstanding business of the
Citizens Insurance company, of Pitts-
burg, Pa The latter company's busi-
ness in 1900 amounted to $230,000 in pre-.
miums, emanating from a dozen states.

New "York—Dealings will be discontin-
ued in the stock certificates of the Fed-
eral Steel company, National Steel com-
pany, National Tube company, American
Steel and Wire company American Tin
Plate company and American Si eel Hoop
company, the stock exchange authori-
ties having ordered them stricken from
the llßt.

Sydney, N. S. W.—The flagship Brook-
lyn, with Adjniral Remey on board, which
arrived here en route for Melbourne,
where she will participate In the exer-
cises at the opening of the first federal
parliament from May 6 to May S, was
warmly welcomed when she entered the
harbor, and cheered by the crews of the
other warships present.

Chattanooga, Tenn.-r-The entire plant
of the Lookout Distilling company, to-
gether with 631 barrels of whisky, has
been seized by Revenue Collector Mul-
linlx, by orders from the Washing-ton au-
thorities.
