Some valuable facts concerning the
amount of money paid out for fire insur-
ance and the total amount of indem-
nities paid by the companies in Minne-
sota can be gleaned from the followingz
array of figures extracted from the rec-
ords of the state insirance commission-
er's office. The total amount of premiums
collected for a period of eight years is
given under three distinet heads: first,
-the amount for the three largest oitics,
Minneapolis, St. Paul and Duluth; second,
for other towns and cities having fire de-
partment facilities; and third, for the re-
mainder of the state which is not »ro-
tected by fire departments. Aside from
these totals for the eight year period the
premiums, losses and ratio of loss are
given for the year of 1900 alone. These
figures do not include business transacted
by the township mutual companies, of
which they are a number, or the inland
transactions in the state.

As an excuse for the
dust that prevailed yesterday, the of-
cials say it is impossible to obtain good
results on asphalted streets when the
sun is shining and a wind like tQat of

SCAFFOLD GIVES WAY.

WORKMEN HAVE NARROW ESCAPE
AT NEW GOVIERNMENT BUILDING.
While at work on a scaffold on the third

story of the new government building yes-
terday afternoon, a beam to which one
of the ropes supporting the scaffolding
was slung, gave way and John Turnquist
and William Hoffman had a narrow es-
cape from fatal injuries.

IiIe took ud-
vantage of the momentary stop and
grabbing a rope which was hanging down
from the building, slid to the ground thus
escaping injury.

According to the con-
tracts asphalted streets must ba
sprinkled seven times a day to three for
brick. Under a hot sun and a brizk
wind, any moisture applied to the streets,
they say, disappears in less than fifteen
minutes.

SMALLPOX TROUBLE.

DR. BRACKEN TO PACIFY RESI-
DENTS OF QUARANRNTINED TOWNS.
Gov. Van Sant announced yesterday

that he had received no word whatever

from Dr. Bracken, whe had gone to Sis-
seton, 'S. D., to aild in compromising tte
difficultics existing belween the tesidents

of - Roberts county, South Dakota, and
Traverse county, Minnesota, over the
smallpox quarantine. The governor ex-

presses the belief that the trouble wil
not develop into serious aspects, and
does not look for any message from the
secretary of the Minnesota state board
of health until his return, which will
probably be tonight or tomorrow.

Dr. Bracken was to have met Dr. Mc-
Nutt, of South Dakota, yesterday, and
the two representatives for their resepct-
ive states would endeavor to effect some
amicable seitlement. Owing to the sirong
feeling existing betwegn the two towns,
Sisseton and -Brown's Valley, it may
prove to be impossible for terms of peace
to be as easily made as anticipated.
The smallpox is said, by the Brown's
Valley people, to exist nowhere but in
the village of Sisseton, and the latter
place has succeeded in having itself freed
from the quarantine, which is placed over
that portion of the South Dakota coun-
tv tributary to Brown's Valley. Ths
affects the trade of the latter place, and
the people of that town will do all in
their power to obtain redress from what
they consider a gross imposition, while
at the same time it will be the part of
Sisseton to keep the legal restrictions
where they are and guard against plac-
ing them on itself.

A rumor, the authority of which was
somewhat questionable, however, reached
St. Paul yesterday that trouble could be
expected on the borders before this mat-
ter was brought to a settlement. This
view is not given serfous consideraticn at
the capitol, but it sald to have come from
those who are interesting®™themselves on
one side or other of the fight.

Jumped From Northern Pacifie
Bridge in Minneapolis Last
November—Identified
by Relatives.

Horribly decomposed, with only some

Through ®articles of elothing bearing

Minneapolis trade marhks, a partiial clue
was obtained, and a complete idemtiiica-
tion of ithe remains was made late yes-
terday afternoon when Minneapolis relas
tives recegrized the woman as Miss
Selma Ostra, a domestic, who had mys-
teriously disappcared from her home last
November. A dark plush Eton jacker,
with a waist and skirt of green material,
all in a fair state of preservation,
furnished her idcentity, if the unrecogniz-
able remains did not, and the body was
turned over to those whe called.

The evidence obtained by Coroner Mil-
ler and Mergue Keeper Richardson show-
ed a plain case of suicide, the w an
who was twenty-eiglit years of age anad
a domestic, jumping off the Northorn Pa-
cific railroad bridge at Minneanolis last
November. She was known to be in il
health and being afllicted with a disease
that she thought incurable, had often
told her friends that she would end her
life if relief did not come. Her presence
on the bridge at the time and later her
disappearance with the finding of the
_body yestcrday, fully established the
fears of her family.

An autopsy was yesterday held by Drs.
Finnel and Artz, under the direction of
Coroner Miller, a rather gruesome task
considering the condition of the remains,
but no marks of violence were found.
It was a case of plain drcwning.

During the day several perscns called
to view the remains, among them August
Drechler, of 2206 Third strecet south, Min.
neapolis, whose wife mysteriously disap-
peared a week ago. Others thought it
was Miss Drexel, a Mill City dressmaker,
who conunitted suicide some days ago,
but all thenries were disrelled when a
brothier of the woman identified the re-
mains as those of his sisier.
