Omaha Decides (v Parehase the Mm
nesota A "Wisconsin.

The Omaha road has decided to buy the
Minnesota & Wisconsin Railroad
which runs north and south
through St. Croix and Pierce counties,
Wisconsin: The road is a very shortone, its total mileage being only twenty-
six miles. 1C commences at Emerald, a
point on the Wisconsin Central line, andruns south to Spring Valley, crossing the
Omaha at Woodville. The territory t:a-
versed by the miniature railroad is rich
in Iron ore, and at the time th<; road was
built was believed to be a bonanza coun-
try. A smelter was built at Spring Val-
ley, ami considerable pig iron was turned
out. The iron did not prove so valuableas was expected by the parties who
built the road, but there are, neverthe-less, considerable deposits which can be
made commercially profitable. The roadwas built by ex-Senator Sabiri and asyndicate of his friends.

It is understood that the Omaha's ac-
tion was piompted by the fact that theWisconsin Central is believed t-j be after
the property.

The Omaha may extend the road toDura-id, a programme that was mapped
by the original builders. W. A. Scott willbe the new president of the Minnesota
& Wisconsin; J. A. Claik, vice president,and 1.. A. Robinson, treasurer. The pur-
chase price has not been made public,
but as the road cost $15,000 a mile tobuild, it is probably in the neighborhood
of that amount per n,ile.

CITY WILL LAY MOKR THUS YEAR

THJUN EVER BEFORE.
Last year over fifteen miles of cement

sidewalks were constructed in St. Paul,
the close of the year rinding the city inpossession of ]2t miles of wa k constructed
of this material. This yea- the. amount
will be doubled, orders lor walks now tn
file in the office of the board of publ c
works being greater than for any period
during the history of the board.

Tne sidewalk inspectors have been un-
usually vigilant this year and the result
of their labors Is found in the shape of
many calls for walks where none at pres-
ent exists, or where the wooden sidewalks
have deteriorated to the extent of be ng
either a nuisance or a menace to the lives
of those who daily pass o.er them.

Last year over one-half the walks con-
structed were done by private contract,
the property owners preferring to dv the
work themselves rather than intrust it
to the parties holding the regular city
contract for the same. This year wiil
see a difference, because of the rate
secured by the city, 48 cents a runn'ng
foot against 64 for the year previous.
This is a cut of 16 cents and is considered
quite liberal. The Portland Stone com-
pany hold the city contract for the work.
