WINT IN NORTHERN .

R LANDING BROKEN

A -
Lumbermen Getting the Winter's
Cut Ingo the Streams as
Rapidly as Pos-

g sible.

DULUTH, Minn.,, April 27.—The Swan
river landing has been broken, 50,020,000
feet of logs being started down river in
three days. It was quick and impressive
work. The rivers were high and there
was no trouble; The landing was about
5,000 feet long, running from the mouth
of the Swan, and the logs were piled to
the bottom of the river and far above
high water mark, leaving only a narrow
channel at the farther shore for the wa-
ter to pass by. In the company’s year,
which closes July 1 next, 120,000,000 feet
will be handled. Of these 20,000,000 feet
must be landed from now on. Hauling
down the road is now stopped, but wiil
commence as soon as the lakes, into
which logs have been dumped during the
winter, are open.

The company has banked in the elght
or nine years of its existence more than
1,000,000,000 feet of logs. The timber that
is being cut by the Swan River com-
pany was bought by Wright & Davis
some nine years ago from the Weyer-
haeuser people for $1,450,000, and a con-
tract was taken back to log and deliver
at ‘the Mississippl river. The Duluth,
Mississippl River & Northern road was
built and the contract begun. Ore was
found on the lands and two or three years
ago J. J. Hill bought the entire Wright
& Davis interests for $4,000,000. “Today,”
said a prominent Hill official, in speak ng
of this deal, “Mr. Hill could sell for $2¢,-
000,000 or more,”

There are 5,000,000 feet of logs In Silver
lake at Virginia; put in by Moon & Kerr,
which were sold to the Northern Lum-
ber company. They will be pulled ouf,

VISITED BY PROLONGED
DUST STORMS

LIGHT OF SUN WAS SHUT OUT

Blew So Hard That It Was Neces-
sary to Suspend Work—Wheat
Beed May Be Blown
Out.

“M'.AYVILLE. N. D, April 21—At 38
o'clock yesterday afternoon the thermom-
eter registered 84 degrees above zero. Yet
Mayville was in the throes of a blizzard,
There was not a cloud in the sky, but
the sun shone dimly, as though it were
in eclipse. A dust storm was raging and
had been on for thirty-six hours, with
no sign of abating.

These storms are frequent in the
8pring before the wheat gets up.
Every foot of land in this great valley is
cultivated. There are at ith's time thous-
ands of square miles of black soil that
the harrow and the secder have reduced
to powder. A higa wind springs up, and
there is a blizzard, a llizzard in which
dust takes the place of snow.

The men cannot stand
the dust, and the breathing of it would
500n ruin the teams. ~ There is danger
that the wheat alrcaly sown will be
blown out of the ground. Storms like
this will be of frequent occurrence tiil
the wheat gets high enough to prevent
the raising of the dust.
