DISEASE IN MILD FORM HAS FOOT-
HOLD AROUND FORT
PIERRD

AUTHORITIES NOW STIRRED UP

Were Lax in the Matter at First
When the Disease Was Be-
lieved to Be Chicken
Pox.

FORT PIERRE, 8. D,, April 30.—(Spe-
cial)—Smallpox has a solid hold upon the
Sloux Indians. Bixteen are known to have
died from it and many more will perisan
from the dsease. The scourge has been
running for over two months in this vi-
cinity, little attention beng paid to it be-
cause it was generally of a mild type
and because the local physician and

health officer diagnosed It as chicken
pox. No restrictions were placed around
those afflicted, dances and public mecet-
ings being permitted without protest
from the authorities. Persons broken
out with the disease have frequented,
Wwithout hindrance, the streets, public |
gatherings and saloons. The authorities

of Plerre made an attempt to persuude
the superintendent of the boerd of hea'th
in this county to establish a quarantine,
but he refused, and later, when the state
board sent an agent here, who diagnosed

the disease as smallpox, the Stanley

county superintendent refused Lo receive '

im and later refused to adopt any quar-
antine regulations. The disease was
stamped out in Picrre, but a few days
gsince it broke out anew in the Grand
Facific hotel, and then a strong demand
was made for a quarantine against Fort
Pierre, which was finally adopted. Pas-
sengers are only allowed to cross the
Missouri river between 8§ in the morn‘ng
and 8 In the evening, and then only with

the permis<ion of the inspectors. Dr, W1il- |

iam Edwards, of the state board of
health, was here Friday and Informed
the authorities of Fort Pierre that he
would stop all mail and transportation

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WISCONSIN SUPREME COURT HANDS
DOWN AN IMFCRTANT DECISION
CN CONSPIRACY

CIRCUIT COURT IS REVERSED

Higher Tribunal Holds That Intent
to Injure Is Criminal Liability
Within the Polica Power
of the State.

MADISON, Wis.,, April 20.—The state
supreme court today handed down a de-
cision adverse to the defendants in the
case of the Milwaukee Journal against
various other Milwaukee pape.s, revers
ing the circuit court ruvling.

city, it was charged, Informed advertisers

advertisements in any of the other papcrs
except by paying the advanced rates to
the other papers, without regard to their
circulation. Nor could such an adver-
tisement be placed in cne of the dallies
without being placed in all of them.

The defendants were charged with
criminal conspiracy, and under the pre-
liminary examination were held to trial.
They swore out a writ of habeas corpus
and were cleared by the circuit court on
the ground that no offense had been com-
mitted and that it was perfectly legiti-
mate for business men to combine
against a rival, even if that rival's busi-
ness might be injured. The state appeal.
ed to the supreme court, and that csurt
decided that the defendants must stand
trial. The supreme court holds that un-
der the statute upon which the case is
based, the word intent means “bad In-
tent.”

The malice of the statute is not neces-
sarily {ll or malice in fact; it means, as
iIn common law, a wrongful act done
intentionally without just cause or ex:
cuse. The supreme court also holds that
the police power of the state is broad
enough to permit the legislature to deal,
by creating civil or criminal labilities,
or both, with all combinations in re-
straint of trade which are voided by eom-
mon law rules. There is nothing in this,
the supreme court holds, Influencing at
all the right of individuals to combine
or gssociate for the promotion of their
individual welfare in any way. The law
strikes only at the resort to use as a
sirgle power of the individual abilities
and resources of two or more to wrong-
fully accomplish harm to ancther,

ceiving bribes and with other official
| misconduct, which began hera yesterday,
Iwus continued today and was flercely
‘ contested.

Thomas Harries, a bookkeeper of the

| firm of Robinson & Macondray, testified
| that Mr. Robinson pald Capt. Reed $381

The firm books contained entries to that
effect,

Fred Macondray testified that he ar-
ranged to give Capt. Reed 10 per cent
commission on the sales of vegetables
furnished to transports.

Before testifying Barry Baldwin, for-
merly United States marshal for Ozli-
fornia, and now manager of the Macon-
dray company, shipping merchants, mad
a statement to the court. He sald tha
attempts had been made to intimidate
him, and he asked for the protection of
the court. He had an afidavit prepared
which he offered to the court, but the
latter declined to receive it and returned
it to Mr. Baldwin unread.

Mr. Baldwin teaied to having a $200,-
000 beef contract. Capt. Reed came to
his office and claimed there were slight
shortages in the beef deliverles on ac-
count of which Mr. Baldwin gave Capt.
Reed $545, .

Adjt. Gen. Garlington testifled that
Capt. Reed sald Maj. Davis was short
14,000 pounds of beef. He admitted re-
celving money from Mr, Baldwin, but
sald the sum he received would be ap-
plied to the beef shortage.

Mr. Wolf, a partner in the firm of
Castle Brothers, testifled concerning at-
tempts to secure commisslon for C(apt.
Reed out of the sales of vegetables, etc.
Col. Woodruff, head of the subsistence |
department at Manila, gave testimony |
regarding the number of cigars supplied
to the Casino.

R. Carson, chlef clerk of the depot
commissary, testified to once obtaining
funds from the bank and to a shortage
being ocovered by placing flve laborers,
at 40 cents per day, on the emergency
pay roll. This witness also testified con-
cerning the investigation Into the irregu-
larities of the depot commissary.

J. J. McLeod, manager of the Mari-
time company, testified that he prweured
for Capt. Reed receipts from the general
cigar factory, showing the amount of
commissions paid by Castle Bros. &
Wolf.

The prosecuticn then rested. The de-
fense will begin tomorrow.
