BY DELAYS OR DEDUC-
TIONS

MTCARDY'S VIEW OF CHARTER

Comptroller Claims Contracts Com-

menced Before Paper* Are Sign-

ed Should Not Be Paid
for by City.

According to the charter, contractor
who commence work before the contracts
are properly signed, can have no recourse
for work done prior to thai: period. This
is the contention raised by Comptroller
McCardy. It received publicity yesterday
whtn the final estimate of the Barber
Asphalt company for the paving of
Arundel between Holly and Mackubin
streets, came up before the assembly
committee on ways and means for con-
sideration.

The work was done last August, the
company unaware of the charter pro-
vision, and tired of waiting for the final
signature of Mr. McCardy to the con-
tract, went ahead and tore up the street
in order that the work, might be com-
pleted within the specified time. Between
the time operations wcrs commenced and
Mr. McCardy affixed his name to the con-
tract, work to the value of $1,400 had been
done and this Mr. McCardy informed the
committee should be deducted. In addi-
tion to Arundel, several other streets
were included in the contract and as the
work was not completed within the spe-
cified time, Mr. McCardy also insisted
that $415 should be deducted in addition
to the first named amount.

The estimate entire amounted to $746.79
and this amount the committee decided
to recommend to the. assembly for pay-
ment, the penalties and Mr. McCardy's
contentions "being ignored on the ground
that the delay was not really the fault of
the contractors. The contract amounted
to $14,587.10.

While the committee has decided to
ignore Mr. McCardy's contentions, that
Official will in all probability refuse to
audit the bill when it ccmes bet'ore him.
It is held that the charter provision cited
by Mr.McCardy works a hardship to well-
meaning contractors and was really in.
tended fcr a "club" to be used in case
the city was being victimized.

The growth In every way is remarkable
and with a continuance which cannot be
doubted, means a tax on the board and
the city of no small sized proportions, to
keep pace with.
