PRESIDENTS ADDRESS.
"Mr. Mayor. Gov. Sayers and My Fel-

low Citizens:
"I wish 1 had the voice and the speech

to respond in fitting words to the gra-
cious welcome given me by- your honored
mayor, speaking for you, and in your
behalf. I am glad to be in this histoiis
city, on this historic pot, and receive
from you the greeting and good will
Which yen all feel toward this great re-
public and toward the office which for a
little while, by your suffrages, I am per-
mitted to fill.

"These arc sacrificial giants that cleav-
ed the darkness asunder and beaconed
us where we are. Where they fell, de-
voted, but dying, the meanest rill, the
mightiest river rolls mingling with their
fame forever.

"1 was glad to receive the welcome of
the Grand Army of the Republic and the
Confederate veterans, reunited %>rever.
each having respect for the courage of
the other and all of us sharing the valor
and tin- heroism which were shown en
both sides of the line. We know what
etuff each is made of, the men of the
South and the men of the North, but we
have but one side now. We are l.d
only for the Union and the flag.
"i cannot describe to you my satisfac-

tion at the response the state of Texas
made to the call of the executive on a
free, people to preserve the honor of out
common country; and the sons of the
boys in blue and the sons of the boys In
gray fought side by side in Cuba, Porto
Rico and in the Philippines, and are to-
day, shoulder to shoulder, carrying the
flag we love, spotless in its mission o-
llberty and emancipation.

"It was a pleasure to me to be received
by the school children of this historic
city. As I marched through the line of
more than 5,000 and heard them sing
•My Country, 'Tis of Thee. Sweet Land
of Liberty,' I knew the future of the
republic was safe forever. I want to
return my thanks to the people of this
great Empire state, not alone for their
welcome to me, but for their contribu-
tions which they are making for the ad-
vancement and prosperity of the repub-
lic No state was ever more blessed by
a kind Providence than this. You have
everything, strong men, fair women, and
fields full of the products of wealth
awaiting the cultivation of men. I con-
gratulate you upon this splendid heri-
tage, and I join with your honored
mayor In saying that we stand today one
in hope and one in faith; "one In liberty,
one in destiny; the freest republic be-
neath the sun, for us who are livingand
for those who are to come."

At the conclusion of the president's re-
marks, Gov. Savors, on behalf of the
people of San Antonio, presented the
president an oil painting of the Alamo.
The train left at noon for El Paso, 625
miles away, the longest distance to bo
traveled during the entire trip, without a
scheduled stop.

LANGTRY, Tex., May 4.—Late in the
afternoon the route dipped southward,
and for a time ran along the picturesque
cliffs of the Rio Grande. At Del Rio,
just before dark, the train stopped to
change engines, and tho president shook
hands with quite a number of people,

some of them Mexicans from across tho
border, and in response to the calls made
a brief speech, as follows:

BKRIIX, May 4.—Herr Theodore
Molter, who has been apopinted minister
of commerce in succession to Herr Bre-
feld, is a National-Liberal of the right
wing and a Westphalian machine marm-
faoturer. Whenever he has come in con-
tact with the emperor -the latter has ex-
pressed a likingfor him.

Parliamentary circles have believed that
Count Zedlitz Truetschler, president of
lUsse-Nnssau, was the personal choice
of Kmperor William for the office of
Prussian minister cf the interior, to suc-
ceed Baron Kluinbabtn against Count
yon Buelow's advice, be'eause his majesty
hoped to effect through Yon Zedllta
changes In the present school system,
rendering it pronouncedly Christian and
inculcating submission to the temporal
and spiritual authorities especially tha
crown.

Herr Brefcld's going was rendered
necessary because his recent utterances
showed thait though minister of commerce
his sympathies were elsewhere.

The events of the last few days hava
proved a great sensation, but, upon closer
inspection they do not mean a change in
the system. It is quite certain that
neither Emperor William nor Count yon

Bue'low have the slightest intention to
try to govern with the aid of the IJboral3
tho Radical left, nor to dissolve the
diet. Whether the canal bill will reap-
pear is uncertain, in spite of the assur-
ances of a high official. In any case, tha
bill is buried out of sight, for the time,
thus meeting the wishes of the Conserva-
tives and Agrarian Centrists.

The press comment from both parties is
extremely cautious, not triumphant.

CHICAGO, May 4.—The Record-Herald
tomorrow will say: Railroad officials in
Chicago have received information that
an attempt is being mado to revive the
American railway un'on under the name
of the United Brotherhood of Railway
Employes and to make it even more far-
reaching and powerful than in the days
previous to the Pullman strike. Great
secrecy is maintained concerning the
movement both by the men supposed to
be engineering it and by the railroad of-
ficials. So far as could be learned the
movement originated with the employes
of the Southern Iaflflc and the Order of
Railway Telegraphers is thought to be
the moving spirit.

The avowed purpose !s said to be to
band together all tfhe employes of rail-
roads in the United States in an organiza-
tion similar to the one that went to
pieces under the administration of
Eugene V. Debs.

LABOR UNEASY AT ROCHESTER.

ROCHESTER, N. V., May 1.-A gen-
eral sentiment for strikes exists among
laboring men In this city. Nearly 800
machinists will go on strike on May 20,
if their demands are not acceeded to.
Early last fall a demand was made on
the master machinists for a nlno and a-
half-hour day, a reduction of thirty min-
utes and on Nov. SO last the demand wont
into effect. Now tha machinists demand
that the working day be reduced to nine
hours. This week every member of the
association receives! a little slip of paper
from the International Association of
Machinists, which in genoral conferenca
some months ago. decided an organized
effort would be made to obtain a shorter
day, in which it was stated that a strike
will be declared if the nine-hour day is
not put Into effect by May 20.

The carpenter:;' strike declared on
Wednesday, has boon settled, the con-
tractors agreeing to raise the salary of
the men from J2.40 to $2.50 a day.

The situation In the painters' strike Is
unchanged, the c< ntractors standing firm
in the determination not to give the men
an eight-hour day instead of nine, as at
present.

The Rio Grande passenger train No. 3,

due here yesterday, was penned up for

DESOLATION REIGNS
IN JACKSONVILLE

Ten Thousand People Driven From
Their Homes by the De-

stroying Flames.

One Hundred and Forty-eight
Blocks Swept Bare of all

Buildings.
JACKSONVILLE, FLi., May 4.-Jack-1

sonville's great fire, -which began yes-
terday, has burned itself out. One hun-
dred and forty-eight blocks of a beau-
tiful city have been laid waste. The
loss will not be known even approxi-
mately for a week, but It Is believed
it will amount to $10,000,000. There are
many rumors afloat of loss of life, butas every undertaker In the city ' was
burned out it is impossible to obtain an
official report. Ono story which is per-
sistently reiterated is to the effect thata party of men and women driven to the
docks by the fire wyre compelled to
jump Into the water and that several
of them were drowned. Mrs. Hogan.
a negro woman, was burned In her house
and her charred remains were burled by
friends this afternoon. The burned dis-
trict 13 thirteen blocks wldo and two
miles long and extends from the St.
Johns river, where It burned ten docks
to the water's edge, to Catherine street
on the east, Orange- on the west and
Davis to the west—this Immense area
was swept as clean as a floor. The city
is under martial law and all of the avail-
able state militia 13 on duty in the
street. Some order Is being brought
out of the confusion. Jacksonville Is
facing the emergency calmly and hits or-
ganized for relief work.

MANY* ARE HOMELESS.
Ten thousand people are homeless ana

\u25a0many of them left on afternoon and
night trains for St. Augustlno and other
coast cities and nearby towns, while
numerous river craft took many to little
places on the St. Johns river. Sjpply
stations have been established in va-
rious parts of the city and all day long
they have been thronged by the
hungry. The prompt action of Secre-
tary of War Root in tendering the use
of the barracks at Fort Barrancas, near
St. Augustine, was received with grati-
tude on every Bide. The East coast
train leaving: here at B o'clock this aft-
ernoon carried over 2,000 people to St.
Augustine who hope to receive tempo-
rary shelter from the government. . A
committee was appointed at a meeting
of citizens this afternoon to telegraph
the governors of various states to send
all the tents they can spare. It will be
weeks before anything like permanent

shelter can be provided for the homeless
thousands and Jacksonville will be for
some time a city of tents. The relief
fund raised by tho citizens at a meeting
this afternoon amounts to $15,000. This
was augmented today 'by a telegram
from the Armour company, of Chicago,
instructing Mayor Bowden to draw for
$1,000. Other subscriptions are be'ng re-
ceived from many places. Jacksonville
has not yet made an official application
for aid. There seems to be some ob-
jection to this, but It Is mainly basal
on the assertion by many leading citi-
zens that Jacksonville and Florida can
meet the emergency and care for Its
own.
