TAKE 8$5,000,000 FROM OLD
BUILDING TO NEW

THE FINEST IN THE WORLD

Is Said to Be the Institution’s New
Banking Structure — Wiil Fur-
o~ nish Free Lunch for Its
Employes.

CRICAGO, May 4—From a small and
somewhat dingy quarters the Chicags
National bank was moved today to what
is said to be the finest bank building in
the world. A sccre of clerks were em-
ployed in transferring the deposits,
amounting to $5,000,000, from the old
building to the new. The street was
crowded as usual, but the transfer was
accomplished without mishap. The new
edifice was begun a year ago and oc-
cuples the land designated es 148-154 Mon.
roe¢ street. The exterior is of Bedford
limestone and is four stcries in height.
The interior is magnificent. The bank-
ing roomn: is 86 feet wide and 138 feet long,
The walls, which are about forty feget
in height, are of genuine Italian marhle,
the panels being of statuary marble and
the rest of the pecnliar dark gray stone
of the quarries of Pavanazo. The dcors,
gates and wickets are of solid bronze
and the ceiling of ornamental glass,
Aside from the four immense columns in
front of the building this kind of sup-
pert was not used, and the banking roem
is said to be .the largest in the world
without them. A feature of the new
building Is the restaurant planned by
John R. Walsh, the president, and Fred
M. Biount, the cashicr. In it 100 employes
of the bank will be given their noonday
meal free of charge.

The charge, which was made with de :‘
liberation and precision of statement, |
was the result of close ffuestioning nn
the part of Judge McGee. For a number
of days rast, ever since the arrests were
made, in fact, there have been rumors of
official corruption In connection with the
slot machines, some of them even golng |
S0 far as to declare that the saloon men
were, virtvally compelled to place them
in their rooms.

“l have heard that these machines
were put in the saloons in a manner that
practically amounted to compulsion, and
if any state of affairs like this existed,
now is the time to tell 1t," remarked |
Judge McGee as the first of the offend- |
ers was brought before him. He also
stated that he had heard that lmmunity
from proésecution had been promised,
and he called upon the saloonkeepers as
they were arraigned, to explain the elr- |
cumstances under which the machines
were put in,

FAHEY'S ACCOUNT.

“It was this way, your honor,” ex-
plalned Edward Fahey, one of the ac-
cused men. “Fred Briggs and another |
man called at my place and told me that
if I would put in a machine they would !
see that there was no trouble, and they
assured me that I ran no risk. T let them
put In the machine and we divided the
profits.”

Gldeon E. Clark, the commission man,
who operated several machines of diffir-
ent make from those of the Briggs syn-
dicate, which are owned by the Marsh- |
field Novelty company, pleaded guilty to
having had a machine stored in his of=
fice,

Judge McGee questioned him closely,
and it was brought out that he had piac-
ed several machines around town, and
that he had encountered great oppost
tion from the Briggs syndicate. Dur-
ing the recess Clark sought voluntarily
an interview with Judge MdcGes, and
what took place in the latter's chambers
was brought out later, |

After the recess, Clark was sum- |
moned before the court and he said that!
he had first been called upon by a man '
named Phillips, who told him that every- |
thing had been ‘‘fixed,” and he was after- |
wards seen by Blodgett, agent for the!
Marshfield Novelty company, who In-|
formed him that he would have to do|
business with Briggs, the understanding |
being that the money was to b2 divided
equally between himself, Eriggs and the!
authorities. 3

CLARK REFUSED TO PAY.

“At first,” said Clark, “I pald the
money to Triggs, and later on I refused
to do business with him, when he gent!
word that my machines would be
smashed, I had a machine in Charlay |
Gebhart’s which he remcved, and re-|
placed it with one of his own. Blodgett
informed me that Briggs must have one-!
third of the money with which to “fix' !
the authorities and the newspapers, and
when I refused to give up, I was in-
formed that I would be compelled to do
80 if I run the machines at all, .

“Afterwards a man named Peterson!
called upon me and asked me to accom-
pany him to the office of Dr. Ames, where
Briggs was waiting. The doctor was not
in, and T said I would not wait, when
Peterson went out to see the mayor,

*“In a short time he returned, and saild
he had seen the doctor, and that every-
thing was all right. Peterson eald he
asked the mayor if he should give one.
third to Briggs, and the latter had said
‘no," but that the money should be given
to Blodgett.”

Clark then stated that he had employed
a man named Caffery to look after his
machines, and the latter told himm that
Blodgett had said that there was not
much in the machines, as one-third had
to go to the newspapers and the authori-
ties,

He also made the startling statement
that Briggs had said that if he did not
come to time with tgie machines he would
close the saloons whera they were located
at midnight and or Sundays.

ROGERS' SBTORY.

‘““Tooze’” Rogers, who was indicted on
seven counts, ani paid five fines, toli
the court that he _had been guaranteed
protection by Briggs, who told him he
need not have fear of any Interference,
as he had *“fixed” things with the au
thorities and the newspa-crs. Rogers
sald it was his understanding that tha
latter were to receive one-third of Lhe
receipts.

In a large number of cases the saloon-
keepers told the court that while they
objected to the mach'nes, they were al-
most forced to operate them, and in al-
most every case the accused had been
informed that there was not the slight-
est danger of any interference.

The indicted saloonkeepers were ar-
ralgned separately, and it was long past
noon when the last man had entered hig
plea. All pleaded gulity.

Only a few were represented by attor-
neys, Lars Rand and Victor E. Welch
! being the most consplcuous, and as
{Ju.dge McGee took matters Into his own
hands there was little to do.

Immediately after sentence. had been
pronounced, a rush was made for the
office of Clerk of the Court Dickey, apd
for some time that official and Deputy |
Clerks Royce, Kobler, Ryberg and
others were kept busy in taking in the
coin of the realm. The fine and costs
In each case amounted to about $55, and
by Monday the coffers of the county
treasurer will have been enriched to the
extent of nearly $5,000.
