Under the n2w law the bank saves one
half of 1 per cent a year of the tax on
circulation when the new 2 per cent bonds_
are used. It is about an even thing to
exchange this 4s at 112% for the 2s at
106Y%. The saving of the taxes on bonds
deposited to secure circulation amounts
to about 3500 on each $100,000. About
$25,000,000 in the 4 per cent bonds are
now used as a basis for circulation. The
full tax rate must be paid on them. They
are owned by the banks, and they could
be sold to the treasury at the current
rate, thus permitting the purchase of 2
per cent bonds at the market price, w.th
a consequent saving to the bankers of
the country on their tax on circulation
of aver $125,000 every year, X

The advantage of selling bonds to the
treasury may become mbre apparent
later, when money gets a little qghter.
There is already deposited in the Nation-
al banks, to the credit of the treasurer
of the United States, $30,000,000 in round
numbers. This can be increased con-
siderably, of course, but possibly not

without some criticlsm of the secretary.
At the rate speculation has been going
“in Wall street, it will be utterly impos-
sible for the treasury under the law to
do anything llke meeting the demand
for money which is certain to ensue in
the case of a rapid slump in prices in
‘Wall street.
