DRAPER TO SPEAK.

Addresw Stun- V.
The commencement address at the uni-

versity this year will be delivered by
President Andrew S. Draper, of the Uni^
versity of Illinois. President Northrop
made this arrangement at the recent con-
ference of the .presidents of Northwesterncolleges at Champaign, 111.

Dr. Draper was for several years a suc-
cessful lawyer of Albany, N. V., and was
for some years a judge of the United
States circuit court in Alabama. He
served two terms as superintendent of
public instruction in New York state,
and one year as superintendent of schools
In Cleveland. O. In 1893 he was called to
the presidency of the University of Illi-
nois, and since ttren he hns brought that
institution to the front as an educational
factor. He is regarded as an excellent
speaker.

President Northrop returned yesterday I
morning from the Champaign conference.
Four sessions were held and many mat-
ters of importance discussed, including 'the question of uniformity of entrance
examinations, the proposed national uni-
versity, graduate work and methods for
promoting a higher sense of citizenship
among the student body. The plan of
agriculture and experiment stations to
secure a chance for graduate work in thedepartments and collections of the gov-
ernment at Washington was approved.
Athletics were not discussed. Those at
the conference were: President Angell,
of Michigan; Jessey, of Missouri; North-
rop, of Minnesota; McLean, of Iowa;
Baker, of Colorado; Thompson, of Ohio;
Stone, of Purdue; Draper, of Illinois;
Andrews, of Nebraska; Swain, of In-
diana. Dr. Northrop says that the meet-ing was the best ever held, and this opin-
ion is shared by all the others.

ULTIMATUM by contractors

Employers Will Not Tolerate Cen-

tral Body Which Hns Power .
to Order Sympathetic".

Strike.

In anticipation of having . more trou-

ble with the Building Trades council at
St. Paul this season, the carpenter con-
tractors, members of the Builders' Ex-
change, adopted a set of resolutions at
their meeting . Saturday evening , which
are likely to create trouble in the near
future. The contractors claim that this
action on their part is the outcome of

continuous acts of the Building Trades

council in declaring strikes on work of

contractors of this city.

The following is the arguments put up
by the contractors on their side of the
case:

The contractors are willing to enter
into agreements with the union, but It
must first sever its connections with
Building Trades council. The contractors
do not object to tho unions belonging
to a central body, but such central body
must not have the power to declare
strikes. • -" "

Agreements which contractors are
ready to enter into concede union wa^w

1 and hours, but before these points
1 are agreed to the most vital one to con-
tractors—the calling of sympatnetlc
strikes—must be done away with. This
power lies in the Building Trades coun-
cil. hence the objection to that body.
(Organizations of; similar character in
other cities have paralyzed the build-
ing business through the methods pur-
sued; that they have gone so far as to
indicate as to the number of men wn-»
should be allowed on work, the amount
of work men should perform each day,

the amount of machine power to be em-
ployed, and In fact, that they have prac-
tically taken the authority which should
be in the contractor and usurped it to
such an extent that contractors are driv-
en to erase taking work. Their fight t*"
suited in the disbandment of the coun-
cil and the signing 6f pontraets with
the various unions whereby all differ-
ences are submitted to arbitration.

Whereas, Said contractors, having suf-
fered from similar acts of said council
during the season of 19C0, and said con-
tractors desiring to have. an agreement
with the Carpenters' union for the sea-
son of 1901, . whereby all differences aris-
ing between them would be settled by
arbitration, and with that end In view
have tried on numerous occasions since
January last to secure such an ' agree-
ment with said union, and

Whereas, No settlement of differences
between said contractors and said union
whereby the sympathetic strike will bo
done away with can be. reached as long
as said union Is connected with said
council, and

Whereas, The said council has and al-
ways will be a menace to the building
interests of this city; therefore be it
r Resolved, That the carpenters, members
of union associated with said Building

Trades council, employed by carpenter
contractors, members of the. Builders'
Exchange of St. Paul, be notified that
unless saftt, union .withdraws from said

; council by Monday, * May 31, ISOI, their
services will no longer be required "by
said carpenter contractors of the Build-
ers' Exchange.

HIGH RENTS IN CALCUTTA.
Apart.ent Bonnes and Hotels Great-

ly Needed There.

Calcutta offers opportunities for build-

ers of apartment houses, according to

R F Patterson, consul general there.
Some' interesting facts in regard

to opportunities for such enterprise are
contained in a communication to the
New Yok Times from him under date
of Fob. 28. He says:

"The congested condition oC the Euro-
pean quarter in Calcutta, is such that
rents are extravagantly high, and va-
rious propositions are betas discussed for
its lelief, among others tha bui loing of
suburban residences several miles out.,
to be reached by electric tramways, but
this would not prove satisfactory, as the
people here prefer to live in the city.

"If a building company with suihelent
c!U>:tnl would come here and erect nrsr-
class apartment houses, such as we have,

in New York and other large cities, of

six or eight stories (not more, as the ceil-
ings must be high on account of the hot
climate), with elevators and all modem
improvements, they would ba taken by
government officials and merchants at a
lame rental. \u0084

"The people here are too conservative
to start such an enterprise, but those re-
quiring apartments would soon see th«
advantages over ordinary dwellings in
cheiipe- rates and in requiring fewer
servants; besides, as many residents go
to the lulls during the hot months, the
rooms could'-be left in charge of janitors

mora easily than houses.
"Where ground is as costly as It is m

the European quarter cf Calcutta, on
\u25a0iccount of its limited area, apartment
houses properly constrvcted would b:ing
the desired relief and be paying inyest-

"A,dwelling house such as Is regarded
first-class, of two or three stories, with

a good-sized compound (ground) rents
for from $2,000 to $3.5000 per atmnm.

"This consulate general, which occupies
a flat on the second floor, seventy by
ninety feet, with eighty steps to reach It,
and no elevators or other modern Im-
provements, rents for $1,350 per annum.
I mention these instances to show what
rents are here, and they will be higher
unless some way is nrovlded to relieve
the situation, as the city is growing rap-
idly.

"Calcutta is a city of about 800.00Q pop-
ulation, the capital of British India, the
residence of the viceroy ns weTl as of
the officers and the secretariat and the
officials connected with the government,
with their thousands of employes, but
without one first-class hotel. During the
cold season the native princes and other
wealthy citizens of India visit Calcutta,
besides tourists from every part of the
world; hotels are so crowded that it is
almost impossible to secure rooms at
any price, and tents are put on the roofs
for the accommodation of guests. I know
of no place where first-claes hotels are
more needed or would bring better re-
turns on the investment than in Cal-
cutta."

Kins George'M Realm.
, "Whatever may have been the connec-
tions betw.er Greeks and Jews in the
past, the points of contrast betweeu
them at the present day are comparative-
ly few, for the Jewish population In the
kingdom of King George appears to bo
not only small, but stationary, fays the
Jewish

" Messerger. Its numbers, which
in IS9I were given as 5.792, are returned
in 1801 as 5,800, or a net increase! of eight
in ten years. Srnallness of numbers need
not affect the natural Interest which Eng-
lish Jews feel in their Greek brethren,
and particularly English Jews, for it
was largely owing to the effcrta of the
British government that Greoca becan-«
an independent kingdom.. Moreover, the
fact that the lonian islands were di-
rect gift from this country to Greece In-
tensifies the interest of Knylish Jews in
the fate of their brethren in that part of
the Greek kingdom. Tt is true that th^
handful of Greek Jewa have no legal or
state made disabilities like the Jews it
Russia and Roumania. In principle tho
fullest equality obtains. " But in practice,
even so ardent an. apologist for the Greek
government as Dr. Bellell has to admit
that it would be "preposterous" to argue
that "the Jews actually enjoy in Greece
full rights."

When the premier of a country public-
ly declares that all Jews ought to l>t>
put back fifty years, it is idlo to cou-
tend that the Jews of that country are
emancipated in fact, whatever they may
be in

\u25a0 name. The . truth of the matter
seema to be that in emancipating tho
Jews the Greek authorities, like the au-
thorities in France, were considerably
in advance of the sentiment of the people
as a whole. This popular backwardness
found brutal expression-in the ritual ex-
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
