REPORT OF PRISON MANAGERS

¥t Was Filed Yesterday, and the

Matter New Rests Entirely
With the Board of
Pardons.

The bcard of pardons, with which body
rests the fate of Cole and Jim Younger,
has not yet decided to meet earller than
thelr regular session in July. Gov. Van
Sant sald yesterday he did not know
when the.board would make a decision,
but it would, probably, in a day or two.
He gave no inthnation that a meeting
earlier than the one indicated would be
held. He gave no intimation that a meet-
ing earlier than the one indicated would
be held. Attorney General Douglas, a
member of the board, however, seemed
to believe the board would meet before
that for the special purpose of consider-
ing the Youngers' application for a pa-
role, and the board «f prison managers’
official recommendation for the same,
which was filed at the capitol yesterday
by Warden Wolfer.

The recommendation calls attention to
the fact that the Youngers have seryed,
under their life’ sentence, more (tthan
thirty-five vears, less their dimizutibn
which they would have been allowed by
law for good ‘conduct, and that they are
therefore eligible to be paroled under
Section 7510 of the General Laws of 1884,
as amended at the recent session of leg-
islature. In other words, they are elig-
ible to a parole under the Deming act. «

In its communication to members of
the board of pardons the board of priscn
managers further state:

‘“This board is satisfied that their de-
portment during the entire period of their
imprisonment has been as nearly perfect
as is possible, and it is believed that there
is a strong and reasonable probability
that they will live and remain at liberty
without violating the law, and that their
release will not be incompatible with the
welfare of society."

There is a growing helief that the
board of pardons will decide to act fa-
vorably upon the recommendation ef the
board of prison managers, which will
mean to give the Youngers their freedon,
ag paroled prisoners. During the Clough
administration, when the plea for ttreir
liberty was made, Chlef Justice Start
opposed It and has ever since been gener-
ally looked upon as opposed o any effort
of this kind. However conditions are
different to what they were during the
Clough administration There was no
law then under which a life prisoner
could Le paroled, and it was a matter of
absolute pardon or nothing. There is a
great difference between a parole and a
pardon, since under the former the cen-
vict is still a prisoner just as if“he was
in the state’s prison. His general de-
meanor and movements are subjeet to
the rigid discipline of the state, where-
as, if pardoned, he would not be subject
to any of these restrictions.

It is believed by many, therefore, that
since the Deming bill made a regular law
for the paroling of life prisoners, the op-
position, which was manifested In former
years against the liberation of the
Youngers, will be withdrawn,
