'The United States Steel corporation
has adopted the policy of centralizing
operations, of abandoning Its smaller '

plants, those disadvantageous^ located
and those that cannot be run economical-
ly. The work heretofore done at theseplants will be transferred, to those that
can be operated to The advantage of the
company. The details of this policy the
operating: heads of the concerns of the
United States Steel corporation have been
discussing in New -York. Undoubtedly
the plan will revert wit\i greatest benefit
to the Pittsburg district as the most
favored of all In which the United States
Stefel corporation operates.

The above Is the statement of Joshua
Rhodes, of I'lttsburg, retired an chair-
man of the board of directors of the Na-
tional Tube company, now a constituent
of the United States Steel corporation. In.
reply to an Inquiry as to whether th*
now Morgan combine had adopted such
a policy.

Adoption of this policy of centralizing
operations by the United Sta/tes Steel
corporation will mean to the Plttoburg
district If carried Into effect, without do-
lay, the bringing here within a year of
about 50,000 mill men from plants of 'ha
company that will be abandoned. Mass-
Ing of much more of th«: operations Of
the company in Plttaburg will not only
add to the number of mill men employed'
here, but the plant! from which the most
important supplies of raw material am
drawn In this district will also take on
more men. This Is notably the fact In
relation to the coking plants of iho com-
pany In the Connellarille and adjoining
fields.

Recent announcement that th« Ameri-
can Sheet Steel company had liven up Its
plan to operate the r.ew and costly plant
at Chester. W. V;i.. was a reflection of
the new policy of the now Morgan com.
bine. The equipment of this plan will
be taken to VandcrKrlfit, where the moat
modern plant of the company, that of the
Apollo Iron and Steel company Is operat.
cd. Since the Sheet company formed It
has abandoned a number of Its plants of
leaser Importance and nearly all of the
apparatus of these was sent to Vandcr-
grift. Other, plant* of the company,
located at Cambridge, East Liverpool,
Coahocton. Dcnlson, Dresden, Nil.-h. Can-
ton, Canal, Dover and Plrjua, '>.. and
Carnegie and Hyde Park, Perm., are
among those which are being conslUeroA
as best to abandon and their equipment
to bo centered in a larger plantt a I Van-
dergrlft. The Sheet company Is now
about two months behind on its orders
and tho centralization of Its scattered
plants will take time.

For the American Steel and Wire com-
pany, the United States Steel corporation
is expected to carry out the plan of tho
Wire company to centralir.o all operations
possible at Neville Island, where 119.000,-
--000 works are being built. This has al-
ready led to the abandonment of plants
at Worcester, Mass., and Is expected to
be followed with works at Cincinnati,
0., tho Portage works at Newburg, N. V.,
and the works at Everett, Wash.

Of the American Tin Plate company
works, those at Agnew and John:-town.
Pa., and Canal Dover, 0., arc crpect*d
to be among those to be centered at New
Kensington, along with the Plttsb-jrg
works mentioned. The Carnegie 3te,el
and the Federal Steel companies' works
are expected to remain much as they are.
Of the National Tubo company plants,
among thoso considered for abandon-
ment is tho Pennsylvania Tube works,
which although one of the most important
of the company la not economical In
operation.
