He will
th-n make a complte repcrt of 1is find-
ings, which will be flel wth Gov, Van
Sant. So “far as can be pgathered now,
this report w1l charge that tax refund-
ment war-ants were issuzd by ihe coun-
ty auditor without the certificates upoa
which they were based being in !is o fce
at the time,

. The case under the immadiate scrutiny
of TI'xaminer Pope '8 that in which ae-
cordng to Gen. Pore's statement, C:ri
Duacius ard Walter D. Dayis swore to
t"e propr etors’ip of certain tax cer-
t1l a‘es ield b; the ccurty. auditor and
ais» made a sworn appiication for thelr
rcfundment.

REFLECTION ON COUNTY AUDITOR.
The discrepancy in the manner n whien

seribed by law reflects very discredltably
upon County Auditor Johnson, who, not-
withstanding the fact that he was per-
sonally absent from his office the cay
upon which the t ansaction was made,
is responsible for busireis of this kind
in connection with his office The ap It
cations made for the refundment of tax-
es according to law, must be made by
the parties owning the certificates; the
county board of commissioners, cf which
the county auci «r is clerk, must eertify
in eases ¢f this chardcter, that the law
has been fully complicd with; the matter
then goes t» the state auditor and he,
after consulting tle attorney general for
his opin‘on as te valitity of the cer-
tificates in question, indo:s2s the appli-
cations when the moacy is fina'ly pail
over.

Examiner Pope alleges that hone of
these requirements was obeyed. In the .
first place the county commissioner's of-
ficial signatures appear on & @ocument
in the possession of Public Examiner
Pope, under the statement that the
board has made full investigation and
found the conditions of the refundment
correct and Jawful in every detail.” The
commissioners, llke other similar boards,
depend upon the advice of their clerk
in such matters. It would seem, there-
fore, that Aunditor Johnson had. been
exceedingly cderelict, to say the least, in
thus mneglecting to correctly advise the
board and in turn the commissioners
have placed themselves in a bad light
in certifying to something which is not
sustained by facts. County Auditor
Johnson's statement that these certifi-
cates are handed to him simply because
he is clerk of the board of county com-
missioners and mot as county auditor,
does not seem sufficient grounds for ex-
cuse in the minds of those who are
conducting the investigation. In fact, it
would appear all the more rgason why
he should have had his board correctly
informed in the matter. :

Public Examiner Pope had "h's atten-

on May 2, when the bhalance sheets of
the county auditor's office were present-
ed to him. In April the amount of the
tax redemption warrants presented to
County Treasurer Metzdorf were unusu-
ally large and they at once attracted the
attention of the carialn officials ‘who
have carefully watched the proceedings
since that time.
