Log Cabin. Among those attending will
be Former Govs. Ramsey aiid Pillsbury,
from St. Paul and Minneapolis; Oov.
Van Sant, Thomas Simpson, Judge D.
A. Baker, the first district school teacher
in St. Paul, with some of his old pupils,
among them being Lorenzo Hoyt, MM
J. F. Hoyt, W. H. Hoyt and Mrs. Hannah

His diagnosis r.f the
cases, he claims, have been substantiated
by the board of health, and ho points out
the fact that in the past two years, St.
Paul statistics show that four met' and
'three children have crumbed to tlia
disease. In conclusion, the. decto." aaya
he is not trying to create-, a -care, does
not want a controversy, but doe.s d<esi:o
protection for himself and family.

"it's a case of where doctors disagree,"
said Dr. Ohage, after reading the letter
yesterday. "Dr. Price, no doubt, is hon-
est in his convictions that a terrible stati
of affairs exists and that there is a neces-
sity for muzzling every dog in St. Paul,
but I do not agree with him. Since this
maddog "•scare" began, from two to four
of my men have been kept busy tracing
down alleged, cases of rabbies. Stomach[troubles and distemper, I believe, proved-
to be the cause in a number of ins anca '.

OVER THE SOO TO LABRADOR.
DfliKlKful IMeuMiire Trip to Leave

The Soo road has Issued a handsomely
illustrated booklet descriptive of the It-
inerary of the big excursion to Nem»-
foundland and Labrador, which will
leave the Twin Cities, Thursday. Juno
20. and conclude Monday, August 5, when
the Twin's will be reached on the return
journey.
Apart from the attractions of the trip

for purely pleasure seeking purijosf3
it is intended to afford opportunities for
scientific exploration in the scarcely
known wilds of Newfoundland and Lab-
rador. Hitherto on account of the in-

The beautiful city
of Toronto, the city of lofty church
spires and lovely paries, will be reached
June 24, and in addition to a trolley car
rid© through the streets and parks, a
moonlight trip cm the bay will be ar-
ranged. Thence the famed falls at
Niagara will be touched, and then tho
Pan-American exposition. After a day
in Buffalo the party will cross the laka
for Toronto and then take train for Mon-
treal, the commercial metropolis of Can-
ada, and in many respects the most pic-
turesque city on the continent. Leaving
Montreal, the quaint old-fashioned cities
of the extreme east of Canada will oe
successively passed, and on July 11, St.
Johns, Newfoundland, will be left, and
the steamer Glencoe will head for Labra-
dor. Sixteen days will be spent explor-
ing the coast and visiting the Moravian
settlements, and then the return jour-
ney will be commenced.
