Whether Mr. Johnspon or his deputy, AT,
Griswold, or any other of his clerical
force, posessed knowledge of the real na-
ture of the transaection involved, the
Globe does not pretend to know; but
it is certain up to this time that the
county auditor must be held at least
morally responsible. For the redemption
of a tax certificate which iIs In the hands
of the receiver of an insolvent corporation
the county auditor issues his redemp-
tion warrant on behalf of the county,
in favor—of whom? Of the holder or
owner of that tax certificate? Not at
all. He issues it to thogse whom a mement's
inquiry would h_ave enabled him or
his assistants to learn, if they did not
already know, had not a dollur of inter
est in the tax certificate or in the proper-
iy affected by it.
