The conference was conducted by Rev.
Dr. Thomas Marshall, of Chicago, f#-11
secretary of the foreign mission board.

After devotional exercises Rev. Dr.
Charles A. Dickey, moderator of the
general assembly, delivered a brief ad-
dress, which was followed by verbal re-
ports from chairmen of fore!gn missions
committees of synods, presbyteries and
other reports. Dr. Henry C. Evans, of
the presbytery of St. Louis, stated that
8 per cent of the churches in his pres-
Jytery contributed $7,012 to the foreign
mission fund during the last fiscal year,
the amount being an increase of about 20
per cent over the previous year. Rev.
Dr. J. S. Butler, chairman of the synod
comnittee of New Jersey, reported that
his synod contributed a larger per capita
amount to foreign missions than any oth-
er synod, and during the past year hzd
exceeded the New York synod, the next
largest contributor, by 17 cents per mem-
ber. The Orange and Morris synods, he
sald,» exceeded New York by 5 cents per
capita.

Rev. H. A. Ketchum, D. D., of the
presbytery of Williamette, Ore.; Rev. C.
B. McAfee, D. D., chairman of the syn-
od’s committee, of Missouri, and Rev. C.
K. Powell, chairman of the synod com-
mittee of Colorado, spoke of their efforts
to raise funds, and, while they had met
with some success, they expected within
the next year to greatly increase their
contributions. s

Rev. John Balcom Shaw, D. D., chair-
man of the foreign missions committ e
synod .of New York, spoke on “The Du-
ties and Work .of the Synodical arad
Presbyterial Committees.” Dr. Shaw
said the committee met with many ob-
stacles, due principally to inertia on the
part of ministers. He explained the
methods by which the committee en-
deayored to arouse interest in the for-
eign mission question and concluded by
advising all committee members to aim
at the pastors who lack interest and
courage.

William H. Glysteen, of the TUnion
livered an interesting address on “Tie
Student Volunteer.”

EXPORTS AND IMPORTS.

Fermer Increase: $2,000,000, Latter
$1,0/00,000, Over April, 1800.

WASHINGTON, May 15.—The monthly
statement of ‘the vexports and imports
{ssued today shows that during April,
1901, the imports of merchandlse
amounted to $76.750,982, of which $36,461,-
798 was free of duty. The whole amount
is $1,000,000 in excess of the imports of
April, 1900. The exports of domestic
merchandise during April aggregated
$120,780,590, an increase of $2,000,00. For
the last ten months the total imports
of merchandise were $41,049,350 less than
the corresponding perlod last year. Dur-
“ing the same months the exports of do-
mestic merchandise exceeded those for
the corresponding period in 1800 by $85,-
566,268. The statement of the exports of
domestic products of the United States
for April, 1901, shows as follows: Bread-
stuffs, $24,406,712, an increase over April,
1900, of $6,000,000. Cattle and hogs, $8160,-
676, increase $800,000. Provisions, $14,278,-
287, increase $1,000,000. Cotton, $22,069,228,
decrease $2,600,000. Mineral oils, 6,154,787,
increase $120,000. For the last ten months
the total exports of domestic products
was $741,800,000, an Increase of $86,003,000.
