Aside from a quite perceptible Increaseof the spirit of unrest ln labor circlesthere are few new changes to record In

the general trade or Industrial situationBusiness at present the country over is
of a seasonable character, with, whole-
salers in dry goods, clothing and similarlines, but the- volume. of business is fair
for the season and collections are report-
ed likewise. The basic facts underlying
the situation continue largely of.a favor-
able character. Notable In this rcVpect
is the crop situation, particularly for the
cereals, which Is in a high degree promis-
ing. The backward spring and lack of
rains in some sections has militatedagainst the growth or cotton but im-
provement is noted even in this re-
spect.

;Be industrials are active. Iron and
Steel are strong, but quiet as regards
new demand for the cruder form--, but ihe
finished products have been heavily or-
dered and the mills have sufficient busi-ness to keep them busy from one to three
months, while a large additional busi-ness Is reported in sight. The demanded the machinists Is regarded as a possi-
bly disturbing feature, bu>t it is claimed
that one-fourth of the men Involved
have already succeeded In their de-
mands and the feeling i^ that this mat-
ter will be adjusted with less than earlier
expected friction.

The hardware trades are reported ex-
oeptlonably active and some varieties of
goods, notably barb wire, are scarce.

Foreign trade continues largely to fa-
vor this country and the demand for
wheat to replace possible smaller yields
in European countries has swelled the
volume of export trade which mignt
otherwise have fallen off from April a
year ago because of smaller shipments of
cotton and of manufactured goods. De-
spite the talk of rate cutting and of ex-
pectations of a smaller movement of
goods as the- spring advances, railway
earnings continue exceptionally favora-
ble, some great system-; reporting maxi-
mum weekly earnings. Net returns also
are of good volume and show that busi-
ness is being done at a decided pro'.t.
Probably the best re;.o.n as to new de-
mand come from leather and allied trades
while the poorest, as heretofore, are re-
ceived from the textile industries.
Prices evince considerable steadiness
despite slightly lower Quotations for
cotton, corn, cheese and' petroleum, but
some hog products, hides and leather are
reported higher, and the great majority
of prices remain unchanged. Cotton
goods are in fair reorder demand from
interior and Eastern jobbers and retail
business Is apparently proceeding at a
good rate. In first hands, however, busi-
ness Is decidedly dull. The print cloths
situation is unsatisfactory, owing to the
breakdown of th« 'soiling committee"
plan or disposal of the product. Cur-
tailment does not seem to have accom-
plished Its purpose, and the Fall River
manufacturers are expected to take
some action shortly, one feature of which
may he a reduction In wages. The de:-
