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BATTLESHIP OHIO
FLOATS AT 'FRISCO

Fourteen Thousand Ton Fighting
Machine Successfully Launched

at Noon Yesterday.

President McKinley the Central Fig-
ure at the Christening of the

New Warship.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 16.—Fortunate,
lv Mrs. McKinley's condition today per-
mitted President McKinley to attend the
launching of the battleship Ohio from
the yards of the Union Iron works. To
witness the launching of this ship, named
in honor of his native state, was the real
objective of the president's long trip
across the continent, and was the event
which lias attracted to the Pacific coast
the governors of three states, the Ohio
congressional delegation, several United
States senators and many other notable
and distinguished people. Dramatic as
was the sight of 14,0 0 tons of steel slip-
ping into the full-breasted tide of San
Francisco bay, it was not so splendid r.nd
magnificent as the great naval pageant
which accompanied it, nor as profoundly
impressive as the greeting extended to
the president by the 4,500 employes of the
shipyard. With the threat of a gnat
strike Impending, the president's words
to the workingmen today have an added
significance, and his reference to tha
expansion and other national questions
make his speech, probably the last he
will deliver on his present tour, in ev-
ery respect a notable one.

When the president left the sick room
of his wife this morning, every arrange-
ment had been made to notify him on
the instant of any change for the worse
in her condition. The physicians assured
him that there was no Indication of a
setback, but at his request telegraphic
connections were made at the wharf
and at the shipyard, and save for the
time he was on the water he was not
a minute away from direct connection

at her peak fouled and in a twinkling
a nimble sailor ran aloft and loosed it.
Beyond the warships the little tug

threaded her way through the holiday
fleet of steamers, yachts, tugs, barges

-and every variety of water craft jammed
about the front of the ship yard. Each
was black with cheering people and there
was hardly one of them which did not
have a saluting gun of some sort to add
its voice to the roar of welcome that
greeted the president • from the dense
crowd of .workmen gathered upon the
pier. Ashore, to the right, was a stand
covered with acres of people and beyond
that a hill alive with them. Up the pier
a broad isle of white muslin ran through
the workmen packed on either side. Up
this path, arched over with flags and
flowers, one of them bearing the inscrip-
tion, "The Oregon has made her record;
watch the Ohio;" the president and bis
party moved to a stand where the rep-
resentatives of the 4,500 employes of the
Union works, in a neat speech in which
he asked a heartfelt blessing upon the
head of the president and expressed
tender sympathy for his suffering wife,
presented the president, as a token of
the esteem of the workmen, with a gold
plate engraved with a suitable Inscrip-
tion.

The president's response aroused much
enthusiasm. He told his audience of his
friendship for the workingmen. during his
entire public career, and touched the
hearts of the surging crowd before him
as he spoke eloquently of the patriotic
response which California had made dur-
ing the Spanish war. Many eyes were

with the Scott residence. He was driven
to the wharf in a closed carriage, es-
corted by a squad of mounted police.
The cabinet and other distinguished
guests were already aboard the trans-
port tug Slocum, which was to convey
the party to the Union Iron works, two
miles up the bay, when he arrived. The
president's flag, an eagle and shield,
on a blue field, was flying from the main
truck, and the Union Jack was at the
bow as he stepped smilingly upon the
gangway to the accompaniment of the
cheers of the thousands who blackened
the neighboring pier heads. Then be-
gan the sail over the shining waters of
the bay. It proved to be a triumphal
Journey, the like of which has not been
witnessed in this country since Admiral
Dewey, upon his return from the Phil-
ippines, sailed up the Hudson on Hie
Olympia.

SOLDIERS CHEER M'KINLEY.
Every craft in the harbor was decked

out in gayest attire and the city in the
background was a perfect mound of wav-
ing flags. Every wharf on the sea front
swarmed with people. Up near the snip-
yard the grim warships of the Pacific
squadron were swinging at anchor with
streams of signal flags extending fore
and aft of the peaks from prow to taf-
fralL. Near Goat Island lay the transport
Sheridan, travel-Stained from her long
journey across the Pacific. She had just
arrived from the Phillippines and still
had aboard the Forty-second and the
Forty-sixth United States Volunteer in-
fantry. The president saw her at once
and requested, thait the course of the
Slocum should be changed to allow him
to pass near her. As the Slocum ap-
proached the big transport there was a
scene of almost frenzied enthusiasm

aboard. The soldiers, all in their service
uniforms, rushed to the side and rent the
air with cheer upon che^r at sight of the
president of the United States to welcome
them home. The band on the after-deck
struck up "The Star Spangled Bannar."
The soldiers lined the rails and ratlins
and almost drowned the music with
their snouts. They swung their hats and
acted like madmen. Several of them got
out their regimental flags and waved
them frantically to and fro from the
bridge. The ensign at the stern was
dipped again and again. The salute was
answered by the Slocum. The president
Was plainly moved by the remarkable
demonstration. He Stood on the lower
deck uncovered, bowing and smiling and
waving his handkerchief until the sound
of the shouting died away In the dis-
tance. This welcome from the soldiers
was only the beginning. As the Slocum
drew near the line of the steel-clad
thunderers of the deep, with Jackies lin-
ing the rails, the marine guards drawn up
aft and officers In full uniform on the
bridges, a puff of smoke burst, like a
white balloon, from the port quarter of
the battleship Wisconsin, Admiral Casey's
flagship.

THE LAUNCHING.

Following President McKinley's ad-
dress came the launching. A platform
had been built around the prow of the
big iron monster, which lay ln the very
slip in which the famous Oregon was
built, and from which President Harrison
launched the Monitor Monterey ten years
ago. Gathered on the platform were the
president and members of the cabinet,
Gov. Nash, of Ohio; Miss Deshler, his
niece, who was to christen the ship;'Miss
Barber, who was to act for Mrs. Mc-
Kinley, and many uniformed officers of
the army and navy. Immediately at the
right was a red-coated band. Below
workmen were knocking away the last
keel blocks until the great steel hull
rested upon her cradle, and only a single
beam, set like a trigger and ready to
fall aside at a blow, held her In place.

Miss Barber and the president stood be-
fore the electric appliance which con-
trolled the guillotine that was to sever
the rope which would loose the weight
that was to knock out this last beam.
Miss Barber, with her finger on the but-
ton, was looking intently at the indi-
cator. At 12:22i£, two and a half minutes
before the tide was at its heighest, the
time set for the launching, there sudden-ly shot into the face of the indicator the
word "ready."

Miss Barber pressed the button. The
last block fell away. At the same time
Miss Deshler, a young lady of seventeen,
In a light gown with her dark hair braid
down her back in schoolgirl fashion, let
go of the bottle of champagne suspend-
ed at the side of the bow by a red, white
and blue ribbon, and as It crashed aga'nst
the side she uttered the words: "Ichris-
ten thee 'Ohio.' "Released from Its bonds, the heavy
hull of 14,000 tons of steel went ploughing
through the thick grease of its cradle.
Slowly at first, then faster and fastershe slid down the ways taking the flood
majestically, and piling up the water In
great waves before her. The band crash-
ed, whistles blew and the multitude
shouted. No ship ever given to the
American navy has taken her Initial
plunge Into the sea under more favor-
able auspices or In the presence of a
more distinguished company.

The trip back to the city was almost a
repetition of the journey to the yard.
There were the same demonstrations
from sea and shore. But on the way
back the Slocum passed in formal review
before the warships. The president, with
Secretary Long at his side, stood at the
wheel house during this parade. As
each warship was passed the jackies
made a blue hedge aljout the ship as
they stood at the rails "" shoulder " to
shoulder.' The marine guard v aft pre-
sented arms, and -the president got the
four trumpet flourishes and drum ruffles
to which he is entited as commander-in-

TRAGIC* END OB" ST. LOUS JFIRE-
Tman—COMRADES ESCAPE.

ST. LOUIS, May 18.—While fighting a
fire which threatened dlstructicn to the
five-story brick building, 1101 to 1115 Olive
street late this afternoon, Edward Green,
assistant foreman of Engine Company
No. 22. slipped from a line of hose, upon
which he was descending from the roof
to a ladder and was dashed to death on
the stono pavement, sixty feet below.
The accident was witnessed by several
thousand people. A moment after Green
fell to his death, four other firement,
caught in the same trap made the peril-
ous descent on the hese in safety. The
fire broke out in the upper part of the
building and was confned to that section
by the firemen.

Half a dozen firms occupied the struc-
ture and they suffered a loss estimated
at $100,000, which in the main was caused
by smoke and water.

Others sur-
rendered to Draper, marine officer at
Olongapo. This Is the last insurgent
force in Zambales province. Gunboats
resumed survey work."

Qui
as a Hash Fairfax leaned down over the j
prostrate victim, jerked his watch from |
his pocket, took bis money from his j
clothing, and with wanton brutality took j
the unconscious body In his arms and j
hurled It over a stone wall, a distance
of thirty feet. The fall broke Moore's
reek and he died instantly.

The crowd kept battering at the d;ors,
entreating the officers to give up the
prisoners, and shouting, "bring him out
to the rope;" "lynch him."

In the crowd surrounding the lockup
were many railroad men; frantic over
Moore's death. About 10 o'clock a few of
the ringleaders succeed .1 in getting on
the Inside and opened firs with revolvers
at the negroes through the cell doors. For
several minutes this fusillade continued.
The officers shot into the air to frighten
the people. Suddenly down the street
came a crowd of men bearing a tele-
phone pole, which the crowd speedily took
and, using It as a battering ram, began
to knock down the walls of tho building.

PHILADELPHIA, May 18.-Contrary 'to expectation the Presbyterian general
assembly did not discuss tho report of
the committee on revision, which was
today presented to* the commissioners.
A minority report .was also laid before
the convention, but it is probable th t ii
will not come up for discussion until
next Thursday. It will be at least de-
layed until subects of more personal in-
terest are out of the way.

Today's session was called to order at
9:20, and after the usual devotional ex-
ercises reports of special committees
were presented. Appended to the twen-
tieth century committee were a number
of resolutions, which were asked to be
adopted. They were as follows:

"That the general assembly calls upon
every church in the denomination still
burdened with indebtedness and thus j
hindered from giving Its full share to
missions and benevolence, to take stops

under the Inspiration of this movement

to remove this Indebtedness within the I
next two years.

"That the general assembly earn-sty
request congregations and individual
givers throughout the church to prayer-
fully consider the enlarged needs and
larger opportunities of the boards of the
theological seminaries of the academic, I
collegiate and charitable institutions of
the church, and speedily to provide for
those greater needs as the Lord may ,
enable them to do.

"That the general assembly most earn- t
estly calls upon the synods and presby-

teries to continue to prosecute this w >rk
during the ensuing year by organized
effort and the hearty co-operation with
the general committee.

"That In view of longer time necessary
to gather in the full results of this twen-
tieth century movement, the assembly s
committee be continued for another year
to report to the general assembly in

1902."

It Is prob-
able that no attempt will he made h.v
the sheriff and hi* posse, if he arrives, to
move the prisoner tonight, but instead
that he will form a cordon officers about
the building and protect the negro till
morning.

At the morgue It was found that tho
first brick which Rtr.iek Moore only ren-
dered him unconscious, and tho surgeons
say he would hot have died if hi- nek
had not been broken by the fall from the
stone wall.

At 1:40 this morning Sheriff McCormlck,
by a clever ruse. Btieeoeded in eluding
the mob, and, placing tho Fairfax rouplo
on a special tran, started for Unlon-
town Sail with his prisoners.
