One Resolution Adopted Condemns
That Institution for Throwing
Its Gates Open on the
Sabbath Day.

PHILADELPHIA, May 20.—Routine
matters occupied the attention of the
commissione:s to the Presbyterian gen-
eral assembly during the greater portion
of today’s session. The annual reports
of the regular boards were submitted to
the assembly and three of them, minis-
terial, education and freedmen, with the
reports of their standing cemmiittees were
disposed of. Others will be taken up to-
morrow and Wednesday, when it is ex-
pected the deck will be clear for the re-
celnt of the revisior committee’s report
which is the special order for Thursday.

During the afte:noon session, Moder=a-
tor Minton announced the appointment of
Dr. Robert Pitcaiin, of Pittsburg, as
vice moderator. Moderator Minton also
appointed a committee of five to complate
the details of the Peoria overture, the
new plan of electing standing committees.
A resolution was adopted depreciating
the action of the directors of the Pan-
Ame:ican exposition in openirg the gates

on Surday, and earnestly urging the
clogsing of the expcsition on that day.

1 ftlec on Sabkath obs1v-
ance protested ageinst the publicaticn
of Sunday newspapers ard all vse of th's
day for business purposes or commercial
interests. The report of the special com-
mittee on judicial commission came up
but was interrupted by an adjournment.

The report of the commiitee on temper=-

ance calls attention to the abclition of
the army canteen The report in part
says:

“‘On the side of the army saloon were
quoted some minuisters, archbishops and
bishops. Over against these Senator
Gallinger quoted the testimony of your
commitiee that an almost uiranimous
vote had been given against lhe beef
canteen by the general assembly of {he
Presbyterian church, representing 1,000,-
000 comimunicants, and arproximately
3.000,000 -adherent: and he declares that
‘the vast mumber of petitions and letters
pouring in upor the members of the
#enate afforded irdisputeble proof that
the churches in gereral are of the same
mind.’ »*

The comicittee suggests that the gov-
cerument establish scme svl stitute for the
canteen.

“Mcasures should be sovght both from
national and state legislation for the
protection of cur soldiers and veterans
from the saloon traps set so  thickly
around the entrance to army pests and
soldier’'s camps,” says the rcport. “Why
should our war department not devote
some effort, as the British government
is most assiduously doing tc cultivation
of bhabits of total abstinence amor.g our
soldiers?”

While Layman s not an avowed
enemy of Hull, he {s regarded gs friend-
ly to Prouty, and at least is impartlal,
The incident is regarded here as of much
importance as indicating that Prouty's
strength is greater than expected and as
strongly emphasizing what has been fore-
