Through the office of J. W. Olaen, sup-
erintendent of public instruction, it ap-
pears that the latest prodigy in Kansas,
the birthplace of genius, la one "Prof."

Believing that the rural schools of
this state would hardly feel the need of
"professor's" services this summer, the
gentleman's letter was answered In this
manner, L. C. Hodgson, one of Mr. Ol- i
sen's assistants, being the author:

l>e'ar General: Your loiter of Inquiry
enclosing illustrated diagram of your in-
tellectual panorama, is duly received,

Our school boards
especially are indisposed to extend any
comfort, physical or spiritual, to such
innovations as your highly moral phan-
tasmagoria seems to be at first blush
And your Christian ethics and princi-
ples of conduct, however they may soom
to thrive upon the soil of sunny "South-
ern climes, would, we assure you, fallupon stony ground here in the frozen
North. Our state laws are very strict,
and, although your .humor seems very
coy and st«x.ls upon one with a most
sudden unuwarenoss, as if it were born
during the absence of its parents, *et
we do not think that you could smug-
gle your unprecedented conglomeration
into an unsusp^-cting school district and
convert the community beforo the sohojl
board could ea.ll out the fire department
to extinguish your mirth. Your hand-
writing appears to be frank and unintelli-
gible, all of which is in your favor. We
have not had the presumption to pretend
that wo fully understand your philo-53-
--phy, but we remember with Josh Hillings
that "Thare iz no belter evidence uv
wizdum than to beleav what we kant
understand," and we assure you of our
entire moral support without Question-
ing the consequences. Should you change
your permanent address pleaso telegraph
us at your expense.

inspector's office the close of the month
snould see building permits to the value
of over $."00,000 in operation. While ad-
ditions and repairs go to make up a large
portion of the building operations now
on, the number of permits issued for
small cottages and moderate priced
dwelling houses is surprisingly largo.

There is a scarcity of labor in St. Paul,
and contractors and builders aro unable
to secure enough help. This is especially
true of plumbers, one prominent con-
tractor remarking yesterday that it was
almost impossible to get a good man.
Union plumbers are now gritting $3.50 a
day and it is predicted that $4 will be
offered before next month. On govern-
ment work and lines where the specifica-
tions are necessarily observed to tne let-
ter, $5 a day is now being offered with
few takers.

The South #t. Paul Stock Yards com-
pany has decided upon spend ng a lstge
sum of money on Improvements this sum-
mer, and at a meeting held a few days
ago it was determined that from $30,000 to
$40,000 should be devoted to paving the
yards and tke streets running through
them. Extensive improvements will also
be made to the sheep division and the
unloading chutes. *The business of late
has been growing so rapidly that the
capacity of th'o chutes has been found
insufficient. The improvfments are to be
commenced immediately, but cannot be
completed for several months.

The company is expecting to hear from
the Oudahys within a lew
days respecting the nature, s^e and cost
of the buildings it will be necessary to
have put tup in tha event of a packing
plant is installed in the yards. The pack-
ing company is having plans and specifi-
cations prepared, together with data as
to the machinery that wnu'd be neces-
sary. The arrival of this information iB ex-
pected next MonJay, and then the stock
yards company will hold a meeting to
consider ways and means, at which it
will be decided whether or not it wi.l
pay to accede to the proposition of the
Cudahys.

The unjust discrimination which is be-
ing practiced against the stock yards by
two or three of the St. Pail-Chicago
lines in the matter of freight rates on
stockers and feeders has aroused much
feeling. Speaking on the subject yester-
day, Gen. M. D. Flower, president of the
company, said:

"We think the discrimination against
us is most unjust. These roads are aid-
ing the packing houses of Sioux City
to invade territory which is directly trib-
utary to us, and are giving them rates
much lower than we are allowed. The
Sioux City packers pay only 75 per cent
of the tariff rates,, while we are charged
the full rates. We have pointed this out
to the roads in question, and they have
held a metti*rg, but have done nothing
so far. We are hoping that they will
of their own accord abolish the discrim-
ination against a Jocal industry. I may
say that the people of South St. Paul
aro up in arras on this point, and, while
they are expecting an amlcafole adjust-

ment, they are not in a mood to put up
v^li it much longer without en-
deavoring to gain, redress."

"Van Sant made a short address in
which he stated, that one of the reasons
he liked to have the postmasters with
him was because they all had political
jobs and therefore did not bother him to
death for positions.

J. C. Terry,* a veteran postmaster, who
was to have related some incidents con-
nected witn the Ht. I*ftjil pos-toffiee over
fifty years ago-, was excused owing to the
fact that he was ill. Postmaster Andrew
Aiken, of Crobkston, read a very inter-
esting paper on "The Star Route Sys-
tem." Senator Moeea Olapp was to have
been prese«t and address the gathering,
but he was unavoidably absent.

The most interesting paper of the after-
noon was read by i'oatmaster C. A. Kas-
mussen, of R<v. the secretary atf
the association, on "Rural Free Deliv-
ery." He said that two years ago there :
were only 391 routes in the entire country
and but four in .Minnesota— the experi-
mental routes at Farmington. Today
there are over 3,000 routes in operation
in the United Bts&es, surcplyiny s 1,5 0.ix.0
people with mail service. Minnesota
alone lias 134 loute.s, supplying GT.OCO peo-
ple. Extensions aro being made as ra;> d-
ly as the appropriations and the facilities
of the department will permit. The post-
master general estimates that it can be
extended to practically the whole country
at an annual cost of less than $1,400,000.
or only about 20 cents per inhabitant.

DISTINGUISHED ENTOMOLOGIST

AND BOTANIST PASSES AWAY
AT ST. ANTMOiNY PARK

DEMISE WAS UNEXPECTED

Fatal Termination of I>is«.-ase "Warn
Great Surprise to Hi* Friend*,

Who Believed Him Out
Of Danger.

After an illness lasting nearly two
weeks, Prof. Otto Lugger, state entomol-
ogist and "botanist, died yesterday morn-
inp at 11 o'clock at his residence, 1155
North Cleveland avenue, St. Anthony
Park. Following the announcement tfeat
the crisis hat! passed and that his ulti-
mate recovery was almost certain, the
news came as a ahock to his friends a3

well as his family, as his improvement
Monday was most marked.

Dr. Lugger's illness properly dates
back ten days ago. Wh;le inspecting some
gr< it.houses at Faribault, he was uncau-
tious enough to brave the cold air that
then prevailed without an overcoat. The
next evening a peculiar form of pntu-
monia developed, and he was compelled
to take to his bed. It was accom.^inled
by a filling of the lung-s, chills and a
general depression of vitality. Heart
failure was also apparent, and it was
this thit his physician, Dr. Caanon, fear-
ed f:e most. Monday Itwas thought the
Crisis of the disease had passed, but
during the night he became worse. It
wag after saying "good morning" to his
physician yesterday that the sudden call
came.

WAS NATIVE OF GERMANY.
Dr. Lugger has been professor of zoo-

logy and entomology at the state agri-

cultural school for the past fourteen
years. He has attained national reputa-

tion aa an authority on native animals,

birds and insects. His work has been of
tremendous practical value to the state.
By tireless experimental work he has de-
tc-rrnined what animals and birds are In-
jurious to farmers and what ar e bene-
ficial. He has kept a close watch on
noxious insects, and his labor and coun-
sel have often prevented serious dam-
age. Plis invention, the "hopper-doser."
Is the mast effective way of meetlrg the
grasshopper pest. As an author of scien-
tific text books. Dr. Lugger has won con-
siderable reputation, and papers from his
pen were In constant demand by scien-
tific magazines.

The professor was fifty-six years of
age and was born in Hagen, Westphalia,

Germany. He has been a resident of
America since 1866. A widow, one daugh-
ter, Mrs. Linnea Clark, and a son. Harry,

survive him. All, with the exception of
his son. were at his 'fcedside when the
last call came.

No arrangements have as yet been
made for the funeral. Prof. Lugger great-
ly favored cremation, and it is possible

that an examination of his private papers
nu?v contain instructions directing that
such a disposition of h!a remain* bo

made.
