SIR THOMAS LIPTON WILL ASK TO
HAVE AMERICA’S CUP -RACES
DEFERRED

HULL OF SHAMROCK INTACT

Wreck of Upper Gear Was Caused
by Breaking of a Shroud
and the Hobstay Fast-
enings.

SOUTHAMPTON, May 23.—8o far as
can be ascertained, the hull of the cup
challenger is not injured, but she will be
docked for a thorough examination.

Sir Thomas Lipton, George Watson and
W. G. Jameson visited the boat today,
and decided that six weeks would be
sufficient to put the crippled yacht again
in racing trim, and that it will probably
be neécessary to ask for a delay in the
date of the cup races for this length of
time.

In their opinion most of the other spars
were quite heavy enough, and the whole
trouble arose from the breaking of a
shroud .and the bobstay fastenings.

Sir Thomas Lipton takes the accident
philosopically, but the comments of the
men show that this culminating misfor-
tune, coming on top of the minor aceci-
dents which have happened at nearly
every trial, has quite taken the heart
cut of the crew. Past mishaps,
were glosses over at the time of the oc-
currence, are now magnified, and
one of the hands had a good word to say
for the boat. It is now adm tted that
all are bitterly disappointed with her
form as against that of the old boat,
and the general hope is expressed that
Sir Thomas Lipton will decide to build a
rnew yacht before saillng off his chal-
lenge.

At a conference of his constructors and
advisers, held this afternoon on board
the Erin, Sir Thomas Ifpton told the
gentlemen that he was determined to go
ahead with the Shamrock 1I., and left it
to them to decide how this best could
be done.

He had a long discussion with Mr.
Watson, the designer of the Shamrock
II.; Mr, Ratsey, the sailmaker; Mr.
Wand, manager of the Dennys; the build-
ers of the yacht; Capt. Sycamore, her
skipper, and Messrs, Hillilard and Ure,
amateur yachtsmen, who have been salil-
ing on board the Shamrock II., and f{t
was agreed to cable the New York Yacht
club, asking that the date of the con-
test be postponed until the first week in
October in order to allow time for the
necessary repairs. This extension will
give the Dennys and Mr. Ratsey time
to do their parts of the work. It was
decided to lose no time, but to go ahead
under full pressure while awaiting a re-
ply from the New York Yacht club as to
whether the postponement would be
granted.

Sir Thomas expressed himself as ex-
iremely sorry at heing forced to make
any requests upsetting the arrangements
already made, but he was ieft with only
the hull ¢f kis yacht. Witnout this ex-
tensfon of time he would bz totally un-
able to bring his boat over in anything
iike good form and he sald he sincorely
hoped hig request would - ranted.

Speaking of the im v MEnts in the
Snamrock I, Sir Thomas sald he had
no doubt that this yacht had. improved
much since she. sailed in American
waters, and that he felt perfectly cer-
( lzin she was far from being as good a
| boat a3 the challenger. The latter, he

that on her reappearance the challenger
would justify his confidencz in her,
