WASHINGTON, May 24—About 800
pounds of Manila mail were received at
the war department today. The most
Important document received was the re-
jiort of the Taft commission on the
scheme of civil government for tha Phil-
ippines which it is expected will be put
Into operation about July 1, If approved
by the president and secretary of war.
The document is quite voluminous.

The mall also brought the report of
Gen. MacArthur c.n the investigation
made as to the connection of Col. Wood-
ruff and other regular commissary of-
ficers with the frauds in the commissary
department. This report, exonerate
Col. Woodruff, although some of his
former subordinates are criticised for
hix methods.

it appears from the official reports re-
ci\ Ml by the depurtmertt that Col.
IWoodruff had set op foot an investiga-
tion of the irregularities, especially those
relating to the saies of commissary sup-
plies, before the arrival of Ma). West.
The latter began an independent In-
vestigation. When Ma.l. West became
depot commissary he found a very lax
Btate of affairs. There were several
large warehouses, mostly in charge of
commissary sergeants, and no way of
fielding thesa non-comrnls3lcned officers
responsible for the property under their
charge. Ma. West decided to take an
inventory before proceeding with other
business, but found this a'iros-t impoa-
Bible because individual stock books for
ea« h warehouse had not been kept under
the Former management.

Col. Wood-
ruff also found that Read had accepted
rebates from a sugar dealer and through
a naval officer had so'icited a percentage
from vegetable contractors. Col. Wood-
ruff also found that there, was stealing

ATION CONFER E\CB DTSCUSES
METHODS A,ND MEANiS

TO FORM PERMANENT BODY

Conference Is In Favor of Local
Option and the Separation of

Ivocal and State
Taxation.

BUFFALO, N. T. May 24.—The taxar
tit>n conference of the National CivloFederation, which has been in session
here for two days, adjourned this even-
ing. The most of the work of the con-
ference and the sense of the delegates
in the matters of taxation are con-
tained in resolutions, in substance na
follows and which, with the exception of
the last paragraph, were unanimously
adopted:

It Is the sense of this conference that
c permanent organization be effected for
the promotion of interstate comity In
taxation and of tax reform in general;
and to that end that a committee of fif-
teen be appointed to act as an executive
committee until another meeting of this
conference, and that the executive com-
mittee be authorized to select a general
committee of ICO with at least one mem-
ber from each state; that the executive
committee be authorized to take proper
steps for the collection and dissemina-
tion of information in regard to stata
and local taxation; that. the conference ;
recommends to the states the recognl- j
tipn and enforcement of the principles
of Interstate comity in taxation. These !
principles require that the same proper-
ty should not be taxed at the same time

\u25a0by two state jurisdictions and to this j
end ithat if the title deeds or other paper j
evidences of the ownership of property !
or of an interest In property are taxed
they shall be taxed at the sites of the
property and riot elsewhere.

LOCAL, OPTION FAVORED.
That the state and local revenues

should be separated as to methods and
subjects of taxation as to give to the
counties and municipalities the largest
powers of local option In taxation.

The last paragraph of the resolution
was referred back to the committee,
which will report on the resolution at
the next meeting of the oonference.

The topics for discussion today were
taxation of mortgages and inheritances j
and local option in taxation. James R.
GarHeld, of Ohio, presided. Frederick
M. Judson, of St. Louis, the first speak-
er, spoke of taxation of mortgages.

State Senator Bucklin, of Colorado,
read a paper on "The Australian S.\ s-
tem in the Antipodes and in Colorado."

A discussion of this address followed.
Mr. Chase, of lowa, told of the tax
system of h}s state. Attorney General
Goddard, of Kansas, spoke on the prob-

lem of property taxing railway terminals
in big cities and the difficulty in getting

at the real value of the property.
Mr. Creasey, of Pennsylvania, read a

paper dealing particularly with the sys-
tem of taxation In Pennsylvania.

All other papers that were to be de-
livered before the conference were ac-
cepted as read and will be printed in the
pamphlet to be published and distrib-
uted.

STATUS OF THE STRIKE
PRESIDENT OPCONNELL EXPECTS

MACHINISTS TO WIN.
WASHINGTON, May 24.—President

James O'Connell, of the International
Association of Machinists, announced
this afternoon that he would recommend
to t'n« next annual convention of ma-
chinists at Toronto, beginning June 8,
that a dalte be eet fov a nine-hour day
without reduction in wages, on all the
railroads of the country, jOn railroads
whlcn* fail to comply with' this demand
a strike will be ordered. This recom-
mendation will be m,adie in Mr. O'Con-
nell's annual report.

Mr. O'Connell says that such a striko
would Involve probably 100,000 men, in-
cluding 40,000 machinists, the others be-
ing boilernmkersv paltternmakers, and

semi-skilled workmen who wcrk with the
machinists in the various shops. The
policy will be to enforce the demand by
tying up practically t'ne entire mechani-
cal service of the roads. It was simply
a matter of policy, hd said, that the
railroads were not included In the pres-
ent sttrlke. Although a number of thorn
are now involved none of the roade were
originally contemplated in the order de-
claring the present striko. Mr. O'Con-
nell says the convention doubtless will
fix a date v/hen the nine-hour day must
be in operation on all roads and he be"-
lleved this date should.be some day in
the autumn.

: At 5 o'clock this afternoon Mr. O'Con-
nell said the outlook of the strike was
very gratifying. A report Irom Mem-
phis, Term., announced the signature of
six establishments there to tho agree-
ment.

The headquarters of the strike have
been shifted from Washington to To-
ronto, for which city President O'Con-
nell left tonight. He will stop en route
at Pittsburg, \u25a0 Buffalo and possibly soma
other city to confer with local strike
leaders nnd will take chaige at the To-
ronto headquarters Sunday night.

The navy department received notice
today from Harlan and Harlingsworfh of
the pendency of the strike at their es-
tablishment where naval vessels are
building. This makes the fifth notice of
strike in yards doing naval work.

UNREST IN GERMAN POLAND.

BERLIN, May 24.—The anti-German
agitation in the province of Posen has
assumed alarming proportions, and tbe
Prussian government has forbidden all
Polish Indoor or outdoor meetings for
the penticostal holidays.

Dr. Studt. Prussian minister of educa-
tion, in reply to Archbishop voh Stablev-
ski, who had complained that Polish
Catholics were greatly Incensed because
of the order directing that religious In-
struction be Imparted in German, and
that the Polish Catholic clergy had in-
stigated the whole movement, and he
expressed a hope that the archbishop
would advise the clergy to desist from
such agitation.

SEVERAI BODIES RECOVERED

IX>J\'J_>OJV May Z4—An explosion oc-
curred this morning at the universal col-
liery at Senghenydd In the Phondada val-
ley. About a hundred men were in the
pit at the time of the disaster, and there
is little hope of saving the lives of any
of them.

The rescuers at the Universal colliery
are working with the greatest difficulty
owing to lack of air. Five bodies have
been recovered. The wreckage of thepit la complete, aflmost precluding hope
that the imprisoned men can have sur-
vived. There are seventy-eight miners
missing.

The rescuers have found a few more
bodies, but there Is no hope that the
seventy miners who are still entombed
will be brought out alive.

DEFENDS YANKEE ENGINES.
President of Pittsburgh Worka An-

»wer» Sir Alfred Hlckman.
PITTSBURQ, May 24.—Wilson 'Miner,

president of the Pittsburg Locomotive
Works, does not take seriously the at-
tack made on American locomotives In
the English (parliament yesterday. Sir
Alfred Hlckman, president of the British
Iron Trade, quoted from the report of tne
British inspector of Burmah ftuiroaas,
which showed that the American locomo.
tlves In use there required more repairs
and more coal than locomotives of Brit-
ish make.

Mr. Miller said he was unable to un-
derstand the objections, as the American
locomotives had been marie on plans sim-
ilar to British. It was true, he said, that
American engineers and firemen were
more extravagant with coal than their
British brethren, and that it was cheaper
and more plentiful hfre. In English sys-
tems economy Is the rule, ana premiums
are offered for firemen raising the most
steam with the smallest amount of fuel.
The question, howeve.-, was largely a
personal one relating to the firemen, as,
ev%h In this country, one fireman will u»e
twice as much as another over the same
road and under the same conditions.

As for the matter of repairs, he said It
had been demonstrated that the life of
the American locomotive, given fair play,

is much longer than an English one, but
much depended on the manner in which
It was handled.

STEEL TEUST GETS BUSY.

TWO SAVED FROM A
CREW OF FOURTEEN

Steamer Baltimore Founders in
Storm on Lake Huron, Carrying

Twelve to Watery Graves

Survivors Were Tossed by the

BAST TAWAS, Mich.. May 24.—The
wooden steamer Baltimore foundered in
Lake Huron near Au Sable this morning
and twelve of her crew of fourteen were
drowned. Two men were washed about
in the lake for several hours, lashed to
a piece of wreckage, end were finally
picked up by the tug Columbia and
brought In here.

"We were hound from Loraln to Sault
Etc Alarlfi." he said, "and had In tow a
large steam drill and scow. Wheti off
Thunder bay last nigttt Capt. Place saw
that the steamer was making- bad weath-
er, for the wavos had smashed In the
engineer's quarters and the wnsh rooms
sind the. water was running into the nold.

STRUCK OFF AU SABLE.
"Capt. Place decided to turn about and

run for Tavas for shelter. 'Everything
went all right until we were off Au
Sablo, when the steamer struck heavily
on the bottom. The .sens broke over her
at the came time and carried away the
d< ck hou.se, then the aftor cabla- and
finally the smokestack fell. Both rails
forward bioke in two Just aft of the
forward deckhouse, and we knew that It
was only a few minutes before th"
steamer went to pieces," continued Mur-
phy. " 'It is every roan toi himself now,"
(shouted Capt Place," continued tho en-
gineer. "The look of despair on Mra.
Place's face was something I shall never
forget. It was awful. We tock the cap-
tain's advice, and every man started to
save himself as betft ho could. Som<? of
the boys took to the rigging, but McGin-
nin and I lashed ourselves to a ringbolt
in r piece of the efttr cabin, and we
were washed overboard shortly after-
ward. The strain was too much for Mc-
Ginnis and he went crazy before we had
been in the waiter very long. He fried to
thrown me off the wreckage, but I talked
to him and encouraged him to hold on.
Twice he got loos* and tried to drown
us both, but each time I succeeded In
quieting him. I told him a boat w.v:i
coming to take us off, anc 1 thin I would
get him tied faat again.

"Tho passenger steamer City of Hol-
land passed by us this morning, but we

were too far away for her rr.-w to n*m
us. I believe. It irade me feel pretty
despondent for a time, for i was getting
very weak and the teas brok< over my
head bo aa to drive the breath out of my
body at tiiuoH.

"The '.'.ili.ml,la finally canu; along anl
picked us up, Just as I wat übout togivd up hope. i am afraid all of tlie rcsior the crew was drowned, including Mrs.
Place. I only wonder how It Was thai
we lived through It all. Our wreckage
was big enough to make a run. but Itwas small, anJ the seas ewepl it con-
stantly."
