He
produces nothing and his very courtesies
carry with them the poison of financial
gangrene. But so constituted is the
framework of society that he will live
and flourish unless steps are taken to
rescue his victims by giving them a
means of escape.

How is this to be accom-
plished? At present we take it, that the
enterprise would have to be purely pri-
vate as the city or state in the absence
of legislative action can exercise no con-
trol.

The air is full of predictions of victory

for the opposition to Tammany Hall in
New York politics. The Republican
