Other Precious Stones, Especially

Ki.lil.x and Emeralds, Also
Touching' Price* Higher

'Minn Formerly.

Diamond dealers and men who have
watched the market in precious stones
are convinced that the safest and at the
same time one of the most profitable in-
vestments that can be made today Is In
diamonds, emeralds, rubles, or other
perns of fair size and good quality, says
the New York Pest Within the last two
years diamonds have Increased In value
between 60 and 75 per cent. The war In
South Africa has not yet affected the
•upply of diamonds to any verySmarted

extent; although, later on, the temporary!

check to the trade may be felt.
The increased value is largely due, say |

the dealers, to the fact that for several i
years past the supply of diamonds has |
been diminishing. The yearly output of
the mines is not nearly as large as it
was in former years. Another reason for
the higher prices, it is said, is the pros-
perous Htaite of the country. The num-
ber of persons who. can afford to buy |
diamonds has increased largely, and I
there is more money seeking investments
than there? was three and four years ago.
One dealer explained the situation In this

I way:
"There have been more diamonds and

fine Jewels sold In this country in the
last ivo yean than in any other councry
In the history of the world. This is the
age of millionaires. Gems that we could
not sell in ISOS for $7,000, aro now eagerly
snapped i:p for $10,000. Diamonds have
increased In value almost 75 per cent
since then, and other jewels are increas-
ing in value proportionately. The only
thing that could bring down the pricss
now would be the discovery of new
mines."

HANDLED MANY TIMES.
Even the jewel trade is affected by the

omnipotent trust. Diamonds fresh from
the mines, ' in the rough," are nearly all
controlled by tho De Beer syndicate. Be-
fore they reach the jewel counter t'azy
pass through several hand*. From the

mlnrs they go to "the syndicate." Then
they are bought by the cutters, who
change the rough lump of grayish stone
into the scintillating gem of commerce.
Cutters must have years of experienc?
before they can buy profitably. An ex-
pert cutter can tell almost at a glance
the size of "cut" gem that can be taken
from the rougn stone. Of course, the
main object of a diamond cutter is to
save as much weight as possible, but
even In the most favorable case itt Is
hard to save more than 40 per cent of tha
original weight. From the cutters the!
new polished stones are bought by the
dealers and importers, and they in turn
sell to the jewelers American importers
buy almost all tholr gemo from the cut-
ters in Amsterdam, Antwerp, London and
Paria.

Ludwig Nitsen, one' of the largest
American importers, r3aid today that 65
per cent of the diamonds of today come
from the Kimberly mines in South Af-
rica. The remainder come from Brazil,
and Borneo. "Since the discovery of the
South African mines, In 1867," he adJUnl,
"and the opening in a short time of 3,143
claims, iiow consolidated into one large
syndicate that controls the price of the
diamond output of the world, more dia-
monds have been found than In all the
preceding ctrturles. More* than 60,0C<!,00
carats, valued in the rough at upwards
of 1300,000,000. and after cutting at twlco
that sum have been taken from the
mines up to ISS6."

In his book, "Gems and Jewels," Mr.
Nifsen writes: "It is not generally

known, perhaps, that the man who at-
tained the greatest proficiency in bringing
out the beauties of a diamond, and who,
above all others, has shewn diamond cut-
ting to be. an art, and not an industry,
Tva3 an American, Henry D. Morse, of
Bcston, who died only a few years ago,
one-of the most respected and hos^rtdmen r.mor,g the jewelers of the Unlua
States. To his labors and teachings we
owe the fact that some of the best dta
mond cutters in the world are Ameri-
cans. But this must only be taken tc
indicate that we have among us artists
who can treat a diamond scientifically
and bring out the full measure of its
brilliant character, for, as a trade, dia-
mond cutting is almost monopolized by
the Hollanders, though there Is also some
cutting done in Germany and in the Juua
moi ntalns of Switzerland.'"

RARE TINTED STONES.
The average white diamond Js worth

now about $100 a carat, but the prices
vary according' to color and quality.
Tbere arcl red diamonds, brown diamonds,
blue diamonds, black diamonds; In iact,
they are found In all colors and tints.
One importing house has a pink diamond,
ten carats, of such exquisite beauty and
quality that it Is valued at $10,000. Black
diamonds are bought only by electors
or connoisseurs. They have little of the
iridescent beauty of the transparent
gi>ms, and look like nothing so much tv,

little pieces of coal.
Rubies and emeralds are worth as

much as $2,500 a carat. It Is said that
out of ten experts In gems, four can
hardly be found who will agree as to
the proper tint of a perfect "'pigeon-

blood" ruby. One ruby which is said to
have been practically perfect was sold
recently for $30,000. It la almost impos-
sible to get an emerald of any size that
is perfect in color. They nearly always
have some flaw.

So expensive have gems become that
small jewelers find it impossible to pur-
chase any quantity of them outright.
The fashion nowadays is to buy on mem-
orandum. If a customer, for Instance,

wishes to buy an expensive ring or
brooch, the Jeweler has a number of
the articles consigned to him by his
importer. The customer makes his se-
lection, and the rest of the gooda ure
then returned to the importer. Diamonds
and other gems are always sent by ex-
press. They are insured for a sum not
to exceed $20,000 in a mutual insurance
company that was organized and is sus-
tained by the trade.

In the city trade, the Jewela are car-
ried from the importer to the retailer
by confidential messengers. The travel-
ing salesmen of the importing hou.-ses
carry the unmounted Jewels in leatner
pouches on their person, and Bell them
direct to the Jewelers throughout the
country. A complete description of each
Jewel before it le handed to tho sales-
man is entered in the books of the im-
porter. While "on the road" the sems
are Insured In an association known As
the Jewelers' Security alliance. In case
of theft, the alliance notifies a detec-
tive agency. Recently a salesman ha-1
his pocket picked of a pouch of gems
valued at J50.000. Th« agency was notified
and given a description of the Jewels. So
accurate was this description that every

gem wiaa found and returned to the im-
porting house.
