D7*s MOINF.S, lowa, May 27.—The re-
sults of the county conventions thus far
held have givm Cummins 247 instructed
delegates, and thirteen d.-legates from
O'Urien county which are for him,
though not instructed, make a total of
260. Senator \V. F. Harriman has twen-
ty-eighit delegates insiructed in his favor,
and John Herriott has fifteen. The dele*
gates from. Adams, Union and Taylor

counties, thirty in number, are not in-
Btructed, and nearly all of them are con-
sidered nntl-Cummins.

In Dallas county, Conger's former
home, in which the fight was closed In
In>(> censuses Saturday night, Cummins
won ninety-thic© out of the 123 delegates
In the county convention. The importanca
of the moral effect of the defeat of Con-
ger >s not underestimated either in the
machine or anti-machine ranks. The ma-
chine leaders concede that Conger's name
cannot longer bo used to oppose Cum-
mins successfully, and active efforts to

promote Trewin's candidacy are being
put forth.

H. G. McMillan, of Cedar Rapids, Tnit-
cd States district attorney for the Nor-
thern lowa district, has just visited th-3
first <I'strict in the interest of Trewin's
nomination. Mr. McMillan says he bell v<?»
Cummins will have ;00 votes on the first
ballot in the convention, but that he will
never set the 821 needed to nominate him.

In Ko.ssuth county, in which the most
rancorous struggle of the campaign has
been fought between the friends of Rep-
resentative Gardner Cowles and A. D.
Clarke, both seeking to be nominated for
representative, the outcome is in doubt,
The county is conceded to Cummins.
Cowles claims sufficient votes in the
county convention to nominate him, but
Clarke disputes this.

State's Attorney Will Ask Grand

CHICAGO,May 27.—At the conclusion oftoday s proceedings in the trial wherein

AUDITOR JOHNSON TESTIFIES.

Auditor Johnson was then subjected to
a brief examination.

Griswold and Drum -
mond, he said, are his deputies. Johnson
said he was absent from his office from
April 18.or 13 until May 3, the time dur-
ing which Gen. Pope's investigation be-
gan.

As to the duties of himself anfl depu-
ties, Mr. Johnson said It was h!s duty
to look after the tax sales and general
executive work. He attends to the work,
but not the meetings of the boards of
abatement and of equalization. The cleri-
cal work is done by Mr. Drummond.

Me
said that unless there was something
questionable about a refundment case It
would never come to his attention, as his
deputies attend to this character of busi-
ness. In the natural proceedure of an
application for a refundment, it is first
sent to the clerk of the board of county
commissioners, and the board refers It

to the tax committee, where it is either
approved or disapproved, and thence it
goes to the state auditor and attorney
general for their inspection. If they Ap-
prove the application, the refundmrn 1: is
made, and the party gets the money
on the warrant, which is then issued.

The examination of Chief Deputy Audi-
tor Griswold by Mr. Somerby was, per-
haps, the most effective of the tedious
day.

GRISWOLD ON RACK.
Mr. Griswold testified to an Intimate

friendship with James H. Burns which I
extended over a period of fifteen years, i
but in that time he had *.ver had any
significant talk with the former county
auditor as to tax refundments. He sees
Mr. Burns around the county auditor's
office almost dally, and knows that he
has free access to the county auditor's
records, as Mr. Burns himself tes.lfied.

Mr. Griswold's memory did not appear
to be in the best of condition yesterday,
and H was impossible for him to recall
how much money has been paid as re-
fundments since the beginning of John-
son's term as auditor. Neither could be
recollect anything of special n te about
the Lightner deal and the cases or
Ducius, Davis and Cassidy. Ke could
not at first recall having seen t^elr ap-
plications, and was never aware that .Sr.
Burns was in any wise connected with
the deal. In the same connrction Mr.
Griswold stated, however, that he had
never notified Burns or anybody ese
that certain certificates had been approv-
ed after they came back from the state
auditor's office. Despite his disloyal
memory, he was able to perfec:ly iden-
tify all the applications of wh!ch Bjemion
has Just been made. He V*jo observed
that these applications had not been veri-
fied as the law requires them to be.

RESPONSIBILITY IS SHII TIID.
Mr. Griswold said he never Txarcined

a petition for an abatement of taxes to
see if it was all right, and laid :h- re-
sponsibility of that at the tfoor of the
state auditor and attorney general. This
did not coincide with Attistant Attorney
General Somerby's view, who held tha
the county attorney was avail ible fo
counsel with the county officials.

The matter of framing warrants, M
i Griswold said, was in his province', bi

he denied any further responsibility i
the matter.

Probably the mest strklng piece o
I evidence adduced was contained in th
| following testimony of Griswold. Somerby asked him if he could identify ihe wa

rant made out by Carl Duci.is to his a
torney. H. C. Weiss. He could. He hagiven the instruction to Drummond t
draw this very warrant.

"Upon what authority was that instruc
tion given?" asked Somerby.

"On the verbal authority of the mi
making the application," replied Gris

\u25a0 wold, and this man turned out to be M
i Burns.

"Did you know that Burns had the righ
Ito give you thi3 authority, Mr Gris
i wold?"

"I do not know whether he did not <.
not."

Yet in the face of this admission tha
he was uninformed as to Burns' right t
advise in the matter, Mr. (Sriswold ac
knowledges that he proceeded to han
over the warrants to Weiss as attorn:
for Ducius.

Another very strange transaction wa
revealed by Griswold's own statement
He said that he did not know that th
Ducius warrants had been paid, yet h
had stated prior to this, that It was h
province to handle these warrants. U
confessed that it was a surprise to hin
to learn that the Duc!us application ha
been honored and the warrants for Ih
money presented to his attorney, Weiss
The only way in which he could account
for this was by saying that it must have
been a clerical error. He said that Mr.
Burns told him nothing of the Ducius
application and he simply ordered Drum-
mond to draw the warrants for the whole
batch, without knowing or taking the
pains to ascertain that Ducius' appiica-
tions were in the batch.

"Do you consider that a safe method o
dealing with the county's revenues," ask
ed Attorney Somerby.

"Well, I would be willing to do tha
very same way again and take my
chances on it," replied Griswold.

GRISWOLD'S WIRES CROSSED.
Mr. Griswold became very much tan

gled in his testimony in undertaking to
explain to Attorney Somerby the where-
abouts of the certliicates at the time the
Ducius, Davis and Cassidy warrants were
drawn. He said at one time they were
lying on his desk and he, thinking Drum-
mond had them put away somewhere,
told the latter the wararnts were all right
and to go ahead and issue them. Not
knowing what Griswold thought, Drum-
mond, so Griswold says, was under the
impression that Griswold had the certi-
ficates or he would never have ordered
the warrants to be issued. Griswold ad-
mitted that the certificates were missing
at the time the warrants were drawn
and that they are still missing, but said
they would turn up some day. Here Gen.
Pope called attention to the law which
requires the certilicates to be in evi-
dence at the time the warrants are drawn.
Gen. Pope declared that the warrant
were issued April 23, and that he call, d a
the county auditor s office on May 5, am
every day thereafter, until the inh, fo
the certificates, or at least his deputy
did, and the certificates could not be ub
talned.

As to the warrants issued to Attorney
Schoonmake: 1, Mr. Griswold said he ha(
the written authority of Walter Davis io
make these warrants out to his attorney
The warrants that went to Schoonmaker
as the attorney for Carl Ducius, were is
sued upon the verbal authority of Ducius
who accompanied Schuonmaker to tli
office. Burns was not present at th
time of this transaction.

Regarding the certificate called for in
the last warrant, Griswold admitted h
did not see it, though he was able t
identify the warrant by his signature-.

Included in those warrants for which
the certificates are still missing i.s urn.
No. 6218, issued to Schoonmaker fo
Ducius, in the sum of $4,872.06. Griswold
identiritd this warrant, and said he be
licved it was drawn by him on April 30
As a matter of fact, he said the- war
rant was drawn to Schoonmaker befor
the certificate had been delivered at th
office of the county auditor. But. Mr
Griswold adds that this was not his fault
It was his duty, he states, to see that
these certificates were properly vouched
for. This he changes up as another
clerical error.

HADN'T FAVORED BURNS.
Asked if he had not been in the habit

of favoring Burns in these refundment
deals, Griswold replied in the negative.
Somerby then asked him why ho did
not cancel the certificates upon which
Burns had obtained his warrants. G:is-
v-old said it was because he did n-ot
attend to that, as the matter came be-
fore another clerk. He didn't see them.

"Whose business is It to see that these
certificates are canceled, Mr. Griswold?"
asked Somerby.

"That is my business," replied Gris-
wold.

"Then you failed to perform the work
that is expected by law of you? 1' re-joined the assistant attorney general.

Grlswold admitted on being questioned
by Somerby that the certificates which
he claims are lost are all those upon
which the Ducius, Davis and Cassidy
warrants were paid, with but one excep-
tion. That exception, however, neither
he nor the county auditor was able to
name. Somerby asked:

"Mr. Griswold, do you think that la
a systematic way of conducting thecounty's business: don't you think it is
taking chances with the county funds?"

"Yes; it has certainly turned out thatway in this instance," admitted Gris-
wold.

Gen. Pope then produced a list of seven-
teen certificates, all of which are miss-ing from the county auditor's office, he
said, and could not be located. The war-
rants have beer, drawn on all of these.
In the face of this Griswold stated on
cross-examination by Zollman that he did
not know of a single outstanding certifi-
cate upon which refundments have been
made.

Mr. Johnson's plea in the Investigation
seems to be that he was away at the
time of this flourishing refundment traf-
fic, and is therefore not responsible for
the present condition of affairs.

At the hearing this morning. "Attorney
Somerby will have several new witnesses
before the clay Is over. These witnesses
will comprise people who have been pa-
trons of the refundment market, and R*
will undertake to prove that Burns was
not thfi sole nor the largest dealer in
the void certificates.

Gen. Pope.will b> out of the city today
and cannot attend the hearing. County
Auditor Johnson protests against the
hearing being dragged along unnecessar-

ily slow. He says that his honor is
somewhat at stake in the eyes of thepublic, and he believes it is due him that
the matter be proceeded with without
delay.
