In this sec-
tion there may be several years in suc-
cession when fne farmer meets with a

just and ample reward for his labors.

Then will come a season when the heav-
ens wUI refuse to give down a drop of
moisture to relieve the parched earth.

The development of the great Western
railway systems has brought the agri-

cultural possibilities at the West to tha

front. As Mr. James J. Hill remarks,

two-thirds of the population of the
United States in 1930 willbe tillers cf the
soil. Their market will be the Orient

and their field of operation the Great

West. To make this West inhabitable

the annual moisture must be conserved.
There is enough, if only it, can be dis-

tributed as to lime and place. This
problem can be solved by irrigation

ditches and storage reservoirs.
The work of » ducatlcn along this line

is being carrii d on by the National Irri-

associati n. New organizations

are being l"orn:>-1 and new interests en-
listed in this scheme of redemption.

PROGItKS-i OF IRRIGATION.

As the G1 ob c has heretofore pointed

out, with this irrtgat!on problem go tho c
of reforestation and floods. These thn.e
are inseparably linked—the interest of the

one is the interest of the other. More
than that, ihey are interdependent. So
loivg as the reservoirs are not built and

the forests are not preserve.l. floods will
continue and grow worse; the semi-arid

lands will become arid and the humid

sections will be visited with drouths.
With reservoirs at the head waters of

our rivers and their small r tributaries,
with the barren hills reforeste I, the rain-
fall will return, floods will disappear and
the once barren region will grow green

and blossom with vegetation.

It seems passing strange that pubjeots

like these, subjects which arc of imme-
diate and personal interest to every part

! of the country, should receive opposition

from members *>£ congress. In the East
floods are so general and so destructive of
life and property thait a large portion of
the richest valleys must be abandoned.

j Throughout the timber regions it is be-
coming common knowledge that the sup-
ply will last but a few years longer, yet
the government whose duty it Is to as-
sume control of such public matters
seems deaf and blind.

It is a mistaken idea that irrigation
pays only in the arid regions. It pays
anywhere. It will pay in Minnesota

'. and the Mississippi valley. There is no
section of the humid belt of this coun-
try where at some period of the year

i irrigation would not add to the pro-
i dnctiveness^of the soil. We have but to
remember last year when Minnesota sus-

j tamed an almosst total defeat in the agri-

| cultural fight. Now is the time to work

j up the irrigation sentiment. While the

J sular possessions, is a good time to plant
; shade trees—to uige internal improve-

ments. Irrigation, reforestation and pro-
tection from floods, these three, one and
inseparable.

He was served In the Minnesota legisla-
ture and held a number of state execu-
tive offices. He was a member of the
federal house of representatives for sev-
eral terms, and entered the senate In
1895. . He is a man of tremendous forsu
and, all things considered, very great
ability.
