The phenomenal expansion of the lum-
ber industry on the slopes of the North-
west coast is causing the mill owners to
cast about for a market for their wares,
In years past China, India, Japan, Alas-
ka, Australia and the local demand suf-
ticed to keep the mills busy, but now the
industry has outgrown the requirements
of these markets, They have lh«refore;
determined to invade the whit® pine belt,
and to this end, at a meeting held recent-
ly, decided to petition the railroads for
more reasonable east-bound rates.

As against white pine, they concede
that they cannot establish successful
compctition, but with the depletion of
the Northwest forests at an alarmingly
rapid rate, it is only a question of a few
yvears before demands on the Western

Stemmship Northman Completes Trip
in Thirty-Five Days.

NEW YORK, June 4.—The cable today
announced the arrival of the steamér
Northman at Hamburg today from Chi-
cago, after a passage of thirty-five days,
of which nineteen days had been occu-
pied traverging the great lakes and ca-
nals before leaving Quebec for the ocean
voyage. 'The Northman {s the first
steamer In the New Chicago-Hamburg
service to cross the ocean and her voyage
has been watched with interest as a test

of the probable success of the undertak- |

ing. She was preceded by the North-
western, a sister ship, but that vessel

was detained by a mishap and lost the |

honor of being the ship to make the first
voyage in the new service. The North-
man, which is a steamer of 1,496 tons net
sailed from Chicago April 30, in command
of Capt. Roess, with a general cargo.

| She sailed from Montreal May 17, and

Quebec two days later; on May 22 she
sailed from Sydney, C. B., after coaling:
