NEW TRACKS COMPLETED

LINES ON WABASHA AXD RICE
STREETS WILL RESUME SCHED-
ULES SUNDAY

IMPROVEMENTS COST $80,000

Twin City Rapid Transit Company

and the street car company, and the
completion of the work will be greeted
with mutual satisfaction.

While the strecet cars will resume
scrvice along these streets Sunday, the
streets will not be open to general traf-
fie, as the paving is not y:t completed,
and may not be for two weeks,

tracks are double and all of new rails,
On Wabasha there is about a half mile
of new track and on Rice a mile and
a half.
