BOARD OP EDUCATION HAS DE-
CIDED TO CONCENTRATE -

MEMBERSHIP

EXPENSES CXTBTAILED $10,000

It Plans Are Carried Out, Great Re-
trenchments \u25a0Will* Be Made-

Will Abandon Cleveland
High School. *

Partly for economy of space and part-
ly for economy of expense the board of
education will somewhat contract the
area, at present covered by the school
system, and in cases where it appears
eminently feasible will concentrate the
school membership. Action to this end,"
which has been under discussion among

i the members of the board, took* definite'
form last night at a meeting of the
committee on schools which comprises
the entire board, and of which' E. O.
Zimmerman .is chairman. The . session

i was strictly --'executive: in its character,
the only persons beside the - members
of the board who were present being
Superintendent Leviston. Assistant Su-
perintendent Bond and Secretary Healey.- The most important measure of re-
trenchment is the transfer of the Cleve-

j land high school department to the Cen-
i tral building, which will save $3,000 per
| year in salaries, leaving available much

needed room In the Cleveland building
for the grammar school grades. Thereasons given by the board for this ac-
tion are that the number of pupils in
the high school department of the Clove-
land school has never been sufficient to
warrant the expense that branch en'taiied
nnd that in being required to go to the
Central building the high .school pupils
in the Cleveland district will not be re-
quired to travel any farther than most
of -those who now attend there or as
far as many. The high school depart-
ment at the Cleveland building, which
is located in Arlington Hills, was estab-
lished about ten years ago. and the
present corps includes nine high school
teachers at salaries ranging from $70 to
?120 per month. Recently a member of
the board visited the school and found
in one room but five pupils, in another
two pupils and in another eight pupils.
Last year the graduating class consisted
of nine pupils, one boy and eight girls.
This year there will be graduated fro"*?i
that school eighteen pupils, four of whom
are boys. Beside conservatism of ex-
pense, the change has recommended it-
self to the board as desirable on account
of the additional room it will afford for
the lower grades. The transfer of the
high school branch will leave nine class
rooms now occupied by that department,
beside a large assembly room, which
may be cut up into clas3 rooms. Had
this change not been made it would
have been necessary to have built an ad-
dition or to have rented outside rooms
to accommodate the lower grades of the
Cleveland school.

Another change will be the consolida-
tion of the Quincy and Mattocks schools
with the Ramsey school on Grand avenue.
These buildings are In the Reserve town-
ship district, which was annexed to the
city of St. Paul some years ago, an agree-
ment having been made by the city at
that time that those districts would al-
ways be afforded school facilities. It is
now proposed to furnish a bus to convey
the pupils of the Quincy and Mattocks
districts to the Ramsey school. At pres-
ent there are four pupils at the school
and.the teacher's salary is .s£o per month,
and the janitor's salary is $50 per month,
besides which fuel and other supplies
must_J>e furnished. At the Mattocks
there are twenty-seven pupils. The
teacher there draws $70 per month arid
the janitor $20.' '

The Logan school, which is beyond
Lake Como, will be consolidated with the
McClellan, which is near the Lexington
avenue bridge, and transportation will be
furnished to the pupils of the Logan dis-
trict. Last year the Logan had sixteen
pupils. The teacher of that school is
paid $70 per month and the janitor $15.

It is estimated that the saving by this
concentration of membership will be no
less than $10,020 per year.

The teachers now employed In these
schools which are to be merged with
others will be otherwise provided for by
the board and will lose nothing by the
change.

The school board will hold a special
meeting during next week to consider
the appointment of teachers for next year
and the question of salaries.
