JMen Who Have Been Held Down to
Their Desks Years Now
Have Chance to Drop
Dusiness Care.

NIP'W YORK, June 8.—The conversion
of $3.000,000,0¢C worth of manufacturing
property into quick assets has had a
wonderful lubricating effect on general

business, The importance of the process
is 2 vet only dimly realized. It has
been in reality revolutionary. It has re-
sulted in practically doubling the

amount of capital available for develop-
ing the resources cf the country and
handling the business,

It is next door to a bhank account to
Lave property in the form of securities
upon which money can be quickly raised
by sale or by use as collateral for lcans.
The easy convertibility of the new form
of manufacturing investment irto cash
has stimulated enterprise in every direc-

tion. The very ease with which stocks
and bonds based “on manufacturing
plants may be turned into cash is a

temptation to engage in unsafe specula-
tien, but that is something which cannot
be unavoided. Presumahly men smart
enough to accumulate large property are
smart enough to keep {t. 'I'here are ot
course exceptions to this rule, and ex-
ceptions will suffer. Thus far the new
era has been remarkably free from ca-
1t y. Cascs of losses on. account of
i vidual recklessness or foolishness are
ry rare. The people who have made
money quickly and in large amounts by

the absorption of their property into
rusts and combinations have developed
astonishing shrewdness as conservators
of their enlarged estates,

At tne same time they ave finding idle-
ness irksome and, as a rule, they are

looking for something to do teo occupy
their time and employ a portion of their
rplus means. Thousands of them have
ifted from interior cities and towns
into New York. Many of them, espeeial-
Iv the richer ones, have come to the me-

tropolis with the intention of making
it their place of permanent residence.
By far the larger number, however, have
taken quarters in the leading ‘Totels,

forming groups and cliques. Men with
aflinity of interests and character nat-
Iy drift together, and in some of
hotels these groupings take on the
phases of informal club life. Here they
gather at certain reeognized hours of
the day and evening and discuss mat-
ters of mutual concern of a business
and social nature,

It is at the hotels, more than in their
business offices, that the men of millions
and of hundreds of thousands come into
contact with promoters and schemers,
These two terms in description of men
of ideas and plans of exploitation or
combination have cecsed to be ciffensive
either in meaning or application. The
man with & plan for. the investment af

Ing only in degree from kings of promo-
tion and kings of schemers of the caliber

Promocters who have
anyihing worth taking up find little
trouble in sccuring bhacking these days,
& fact which is aue largely to the causes
mintioned in the opening paragraph of
this dispatch. Hundreds and thcusands
of men of means whe could not or would
nat Jook at a promoter or consider pro-
moticn schemes a minute under the old
rigime, give willing audience to sugges-
emanating from persons of good
iding or who can secure proper in-
troductions and endorsements as to char-
acter and honcs

is a reason why they feel dif-
ferently and act differently towards
projects of development.. Under the old
order of things a man might bs worth
$1,000,000 and still have his property :in
such s e that he would not feel {hat
he could withdraw any capital from his
business to put Into new things or en-
terpri foreign to his specially. Being
thus situated, he felt it a waste of time
to consider oulside propositions and
hedged himself in against them. That
was Jargely because he was tied up @nhd
held within such Nmitations that he could
not expand without doing violence to his
code of business ethics, Under ths rew
order his horizon has broadened and re
has taken o more generous view of busi-
ness opportunities presented for his con-
sideratjon.

I will teke the case of a man in an
Ohio manufacturing community to ilius.
trate the changed conditions and to ex-
plain why it is that there is so much
more money avallable for the deveiop-
ment of new enterprises—the nourishment
of children of the brain which were for-
merly allowed to starve to death or daia
stillborn. The case I have in mind is
the type of hundreds of thousamn.s of oth-
ers. This man had a manufacturing
plant which he considered worth about
$500,000. He had built it up from a small
beginning and had stayed by it far twen-
ty-five yvears, putting the larger part of
the earnings back into the busi 1SR Gl
scelng it grow under his man tZaaent ot

™

ihere

a handsome property. One day a pro-
moter came along and told him his plant
was worth $§1,000,000. The promoter in-
duced him to put his business into a
combination, the consideration to be
$1,000,000 in 7 per cent preferred stock and
$1,000,000 In common stock, with an op-
tion of taking 20 per cent of tha $1,000,(d9)
in cash. The manufacturer went into the
deal with fear and trembling, but confi-
dence returned to him a few wzzks later
\when he found he could sell his shares
on the New York Stock Exchange for
nearly $1,500,000. The trans'tion of prop-
erty held to be worth $500,00 into se-
curities having a quick market value
of $1,500,000 occupied less than six months.
Under the old order the manufazturer
counted it a very good yecar when he
could make $30,000, The preferred stock
he received for his plant yielded him a
fixed income of $70,000 and placed him
in the ideal position of a retired gentle-
man of fortune and comparative lelsure.
While he was building up his immense
business he never felt that he could take
a dollar from it for investment In out-
side enterprises. He had to have a line
of credit with his bankers, and in order
tc maintain his standing with them he
was obliged to adhere rigidly to the
policy of confining himself s.rictly to his
own business, That rule prevailed all
over the country, as every manufacturer,
great and small, can bear witness.

LIBERATED FROM BONDAGE,

Since coming te New York the whole
nature of that man has changed. He
feels as though he has been liberated
from bondage. He has given h's mind
a chance to expand, and aithough he has
lost none of his shrewdness and caution,
he feels free to look about him and to
put his money into investments -other
than that represented by the corporatlon
that absorbed his former properly. In
fact, it is the element of caution ana
prudence which impels him to distribute
his investments and avoid the danger of
TRving all his eggs. in one basket. For
a year or more he has been readjusting
his personal fortunes with a view pri-
marily of securing himself and his famity
agalnst future shrinkage of income and
principal. Incidentally he had been
brought into contact with many bright
men with schemes requiring backing.
Most of these he had passed up, but
some were attractive to him and he put
his money into them. He found many
others among his acquaintances similarly
sitnated were doing the same thing.

The investment tendency of this large
and influential class of capitalists is in
projects for the development of the nat-
ural resources of the country. The bent
of their minds directs them %o that chan-
nel. It is a line in which they are al-
ready more or less familiar, and they can
see the chances of proiltable cutcome
to intelligent enterprise in these fields,
Literally hundreds of millions of dollars
have gone into projects to uiilize Litherto
undeveloped wealth of the country.

A new force has been brogat into op-
eration and means have ba-n provided
for utilizing the wvast and undeveloped
energies, and they are contributing to
national and individual prasyerity at a
rate never before witnessed. We are only
in the beginning of a wonderful wealtn
creating era, and the world at large nas
not yet opened its eyes to what 1s going
on at the present moment. The libera-
tion of $3,000,000.000 in capital heretofore

is doing the work.

SCHWAB BUYS STEEL PLANT.

President of the Trust Puts Out an
Anchor to Windward,

PHILADELPHIA, June 8.—The Phila-
delphia Nortn American says: It is au-
thoritatively stated that Charles M.
Schwab is” the real purchaser of th=
Bethlehem Steel company and that the
United Siates Steel corporation, of
which Le is president, has no part in the
Geal. Mr. Schwab) is understood to have
hought the property to prote~t his own
interests. The deal was closed Thurs-
day afternoon, when Mr. Schwab,
through a representative, heught 80,000
shares of Bethlrhem from Joseph Whar-
ton and 60.000 shares from Robert Lin-
derman. This, with 20,000 shares bought
in the open market, gave him 164,000
out of 300,000 shares inte which the capi-
tal stock of the Bethlehem Stee! com-
pany is divided. It was egreed that he
should take upon the same terms upen
which he got the Wharton and Linder-
man stocks the remainder of the stock.
It is known the price paid was $24.50 a
share, but that the sellers get something
additional in the shape of a dividend
to b]g. divided prior to transferring their
stock.

Vickers Sons & Maxim, who allowed
the Bethlehem company to sl’p from thefr
hands because of a difference of 50 cents
a share, made an effort on Thursday
night to buy it from Mr, Schwab. It is
said that their representative went to
him at the Waldorf in New York and
offered & price which would have netted
him a profit of $2,000,000, but which he
declined to accept.

TORNADO IN LOUISIANA.

OPELOUSAS, La., June 8.—A tornado
passed across the extreme northwestern
corner of this town late yesterday and
almost completely demolished the exten-
sive buildings of the Saint Landry Cot-
ton oil mill, killed & white boy, aged
fourteen, named Albert Gautreaux, and
seriously injured John Zoder, a young
white man, both of whom were emrloyod
in the mill. The storm completely de-
molished the residences cf W. B. Lewls,
Willie IL.ewis and Ben elancon, and
damaged a portion of the office building
of the Opelousas Ice and Bottling works.

The path of the tornado was only about
K feet wide.

Bears in wheat had the better of the
news on hand before the beginning of the
session and July wheat opened Y%@Y%c
lower at 73c on heavy rain throughout
Kansas and Oklahoma, where moisture
was badly needed. The impression cre-
ated was that the Kansas cr:ﬁl will be
about equal to last year's. e rains,
with lower cables, caused an ea:ly de-
cline of 3%c, but the pressure to sell was
not so general as the better crop pros-
pects appeared to wa:rant, and this feel-
ing of reluctance was supportéd by later
reports that possibly the Kansas rains
will interfere with harvesting. This
caused a rally to 73%c. July closed firm,
%c higher, at 73%4,@73%ec. Six loads were
reported taken for export, and seaboar
clearances of wheat and flour were equa.
to 365,000 bu. Primary receipts were 472,
000 bu, against 608,000 bu a year ago. Min-
neapolis and Duluth reported 80 cars,
against 300 last week and 472 a year ago.
Lcceal receipts were 9 cars, none of con-
tract grade.

Corn was steady over a narrow range
of prices, with business chiefly of a local
speculative character. The weather was
80 unseasonably cool as to frighten shorts
early. The advance was lost, however,
or liquidation.
