sear. Vacation brings a break. Outdoor
pucceeds Indoor work. What can be done
for young people during this trying pe-
riod? One answer, and a good one, is
Lo continue instruction, but let it be out
of doors.

Nafure has been
kind in distributing her gifts over the
gmple bosom of our great state.

The summer of the North Star state is
gn ideal season, warm days without lan-
guor and nights cool enough to insure
gleep.

Instruction, however, can
be extended beyond mere woodcraft to
very profitable and fascinating lessons ia
natural History in all of its varjed branch-
es, to which may be added astronomy,
surveying, sketching, photography, tax-
idermy and military manual training and
athletics. Musical instruments might be
taken along, too, and beginners given
their initial lessons in the woods. away
from sensitive ears.

Do not take fine clothing into the coun-
try. Dress the children in woolens and
stout, well-fitting shoes. Flannel is by
all odds the coolest' summer ‘dress, and
is a surer preventive of colds than any
other kind of material. Be sure and take
chess and checker boards, picture and
instructive books for rainy days and
study hours, and do not forget and keep
on hand for ever present use a large
supply of patience. and good  humor,
Cheerfulness is an important aid in mak-
ing life a success., In childhood and youth
the full and easy play of the emotions,
tempered with good humor, i{s necessary
to health and edueation.

- A WORLD OF GOOD. BOOKS.

There is no lack of good and instruct-
ive books to be had—books as entertaining
and certainly more useful than the trashy
«and slangy story books and papers so
abundant on the news stan®s in cities and
towns of the class noted in another par-
agraph. The world of good books, too,
is a large one and it is quite easy to
go astray In its attractive paths. Take

Rev. J. G. Wood spent a summer in the
country with his children and wrote a
book about the “Brook and Its Banks,”
in which he tells charmingly of the birds,
insects, and fishes, their habits and
strange lives among the leaves, in the
air, in the ground and in the water.

Ernest Ingersoll spent a summer in the
country and wrote a book called “Friends
Worth Knowing.” Among these friends
are snails, mice, birds, etc. Snalls are
universally distributed over the world,
and in variety exceed 2,000 species. Some
forms are so minute that they would
not hide the letter o in this print, while
others make a good mouthful, particular-
ly in France and Italy, where they are
cultivated for food and are considered
a delicacy. Snails are vegetarians, and
have jaws and tonguss of saw-like edge,
the number of points on each running
into the thousands. On the approach of
cold weather the snail throws a film
over the mouth of its ghell, which
tightens like a drumhead. As it becomes
colder other films are added on the plan
of storm-windows. Extensive drouth
will cause the snail to close its doors in
the same way to prevent the evaporation
of its bodily molsture and dry up.

They are possessed of astonishing vital-
ity, regaining activity aftcr having been
frozen in solid blocks of ice, and endur-
ing a degree of heat for weeks which
daily crisps vegetation. Dr. Newcomb, of
Cornell university, kept smails glued up
in a pfll box for seven years, and vet
a trifle of moisture resuscitated them.

The history of the uses to which snails
have been put iIn all parts of the world
is very curious. Little attention is glven
to them in this country, and when thewr
existence is known are usually viewed
with disgust. ‘Yet,” says Mr. Ingersoll,

GEORGIA WATERMELONS.

The Supply May Be Limited for Sev-
eral Years.

The watermelon and cantaloupe crops
are now sufliciently advanced to make
possible the formation of an intelligent
estimate of the acreage and possible
vield by the Georgia melon district, of
which this city is the center and prinet-
pal shipping point, says an Albany, Ga.,
dispatch to the Atlanta Constitution.

There has been a declded reduction in
the watermelon acreage. Those wno have
the best opportunities for cbtaining in-
formation on this line are practically
agreed that the area under cultivation
Is at least 25 per cent less than it was
last year, amd by some the reduction
is believed to be even more extensive,

The condition of the vines is not flat-
tering, though ijt is expected that great
improvement will be shown within the
next few weeks. During the first week
of the present montha several severe wind
and hafl storms visited this section and
the damage to all crops was heavy. Es-
pecially did watermelon and cantaloupe
vines suffer, being at that time in a
tender stage. Replantings on rather an
extensive scale were found necessary,
and whereas the original stands had
been unusually good, they could not, on

tions, be reproduced. Several parties In
this county have replanted not less than
five times in their cantaloupe flelds.

Cantaloupe growers In the territory
immediately tributary to Albany plant-
ed for about 12 to 150 cars. Their ex-
pectation now is that not more than 70
to 85 cars will be shipped, but at prices
now being offered by cOmmission mer-
chants the growers will not do ‘“half
bad” with the reduced crop. Last sea-
son cantaloupes netted Sn.u‘myrst
Georgia growers something more than
$1.000 per car, and there is every reason
for believing that they will do equally
well this year.

With a raduced acreage In water-
melons, rices should be satisfactory.
Growers hereabouts are receiving many
offers from commniission merchants for
their crops gathered and loaded on side-
tracks in the flelds, but most of them
prefer to wait and take their chances In
the July scramble. The melon vines are,
as a rule, in much more satisfactory con-
dition than those of the cantaloupe fields,
though all have been backward.

In connection with the reduction of the
acreage In watermelons, it is interesting
to note the causes commonly attributed
as being responsible therefor. Many par-
tles who have considered the matter
only casually are disposed to place tha
blame at the door of the railway com-

anies. As is well known, there has been
cud protest every year on the part of
the melon grower? on account of alleged
exorbitant freight rates on their prod-
uct from thnis section to the Northern,
Eastern and Western markets. No unit-
ed effort has been made, however, to
secure concessions from the railroads in
the matter of freight rates, and conse-
quently none have been made.

There seems, however, to be another
reason, and in all probability the right
one. It is a well known fact that two
crops of watermelons cannot be suc-
cessfully grown on the same land within
a period variously estimated at from
seven to twenty years. It is persistent-
ly maintained by growers who claim to
have carried on exclusive experiments on
that line that after a crop of watermel-
ons has once been grown on a plot of
ground the same crop cannot be raised
there again. It has been stated that
after seven years the land may be ro-
tated in melons again, but this is gener-
ally denied.:
